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In addition to the climatological data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau
and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records
from Hydroclimatic Network Stations which were formerly reproduced
in the Hydrologic Bulletin Series . The Hydroclimatic Network is a nation-

wide net of rain gages-- mostly of the recording type which produce con-
tinuous records of precipitation. It was established in 1939 at the request

of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the Army, to supplement exist-

ing precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall intensity

which were essential to the planning of flood control and related works by
the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 re-

cording, and 1,000 non- recording rain gages, has been maintained by

the Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually to the

Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers averaged
about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000
since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture

transferred about $100,000 per year to provide data required in its work,
and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000
per year to meet the increasing needs of their program in the Western
States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydro-
climatic Network stations were presented in bulletins (Hydrologic Bulle-

tins) which were issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing
the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet
the internal requirements of the Federal agencies referred to above,
no provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution

being limited to cooperating agencies and to certain public repositories.

ALABAMA - JULY, 1948

General Summary

On July 9th a disturbance , which had developed off the coast , moved northward
ong the Alabama-Georgia line with very heavy rain in its path. Maximum 24 hour
ounts averaged around 7 inches near the border from Lee County southward through
uston County. Heavy rain from this storm was, however, confined mostly to the
stern portion of the State east of the Alabama and Coosa Rivers, and there were
eas in the northwest and west portions where little or none was recorded at that
me. West of the Alabama and Warrior Rivers, monthly totals averaged roughly near
inch less than normal. If the rainstorm had not occurred in the southeast on the

h, average rainfall over the State for the month would have been somewhat less than
rmal. In general, there were no prolonged periods of either dry or wet weather.

Temperatures averaged nearly a degree above normal. The first and third quarters
the month were rather warm, but it was relatively mild from the 9th to the 15th and

ring the last week. Nearly half the stations had maximum readings as high as 100°
ring the first week, but none of these temperatures were particularly unusual. It
s unusually cool in the southeast and east central portions of the State on the 9th,
en heavy rain was falling over that area.

Two persons were reported killed by lightning on the afternoon of the 8th, 5
les northeast of Tarrant City, in Jefferson County. During the same afternoon,
ghtning killed a woman near Ashland, in Clay County. No reports were received of
vere windstorms or hail during the month.

It has been an unusually favorable month as a whole for crop growth. Miscellane-
s crops suffered somewhat on account of insufficient moisture in some areas of the
st and northwest during the first half month, but abundant rain during the third
ek relieved this condition, and by the end of the month, corn, sweet potatoes, pea-
ts, soy beans, cane, sorghum, cowpeas, and other field and garden crops were in fine
ndition where soil fertility was favorable. Pastures were unusually good at this
me, and cattle were consequently in fine condition. The cotton crop has also done
usually well this year, despite its late start as a result of excessive rains during
e 'April planting season. Although showers have yielded abundant moisture in the south-
st and east central portions of the State, sunshine and the use of poison have kept

j- 11 weevils under fairly good control. Toward the last of July, farmers were beginn-
J g to need dry weather for the cutting and curing of hay.-FCP

t Temperature

The monthly mean temperature for the State, determined from the records of 58
at ions, was 81.1°, or 0.8° above the normal. The highest local monthly mean was

J
.7°, at the Mobile City Office; the lowest was 77.8° at Valley Head. The highest

5 mperature recorded was 104° at Rock Mills on the 3d and at Fayette on the 5th; the
D we^t was 57° at Huntsville and Madison on the 25th, making the monthly range for
a e State 47°.

Precipitation

The monthly average for the State, determined from the records of 173 stations,
was 6.23 inches, or 0.64 inch more than the normal. The greatest monthly amount was
19.92 inches at Columbia; the least was 1.91 inches at Pushmataha. The greatest amount
of precipitation on any observational day was 7.85 inches measured at Columbia on the
morning of the 10th. Rainfall amounting to 0.01 inch or more fell on an average of 11
days.

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ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

In addition to the climatological data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau
and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records
from Hydroclimatic Network Stations which were formerly reproduced
in the Hydrologlc Bulletin Series. The Hydroclimatic Network is a nation-

wide net of rain gages - - mostly of the recording type which produce con-

tinuous records of precipitation. It was established in 1939 at the request

of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the Army, to supplement exist-

ing precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall intensity

which were essential to the planning of flood control and related works by
the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 re-

cording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has been maintained by
the Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually to the

Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers averaged
about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000
since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture

transferred about $100,000 per year to provide data required in its work,
and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000
per year to meet the increasing needs of their program in the Western
States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydro-
climatic Network stations were presented in bulletins (Hydrologic Bulle-

tins) which were issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing
the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet
the internal requirements of the Federal agencies referred to above,
no provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution

being limited to cooperating agencies and to certain public repositories.

General Summary

The average rainfall in the Northern and Middle Divisions was more than an inch less than
1, but Alabama came through this August with less than the usual number of local droughts,
ly totals were more than normal over much of the east central portion of the State and the
ounties on the coast, but over Colbert and Lauderdale Counties, in the northwestern corner,
pitation averaged just slightly more than half an inch, and it was considerably less than
1 in the Counties immediately surrounding. Another rather dry strip extended from south-
uscaloosa County through Marengo County and thence southeastward into Conecuh County. Ex-
near the coast, only a few stations had showers after the 16th.

The month as a whole was slightly milder than usual, but it was rather warm toward the end.
al stations reported maximum temperatures of over 100° on the 30th. The lowest readings
mostly on the morning of the 6th, when miminum temperatures averaged near 60°. This cool
er was very unusual, since instead of being the result of general rains that sometimes being
days in summer , it was attended by a clear sky and was caused by a rare invasion of cool
irectly from the north.

No severe local storms nor floods were reported.

It was another favorable month for field crops. Even in the northwestern dry area mentioned
, the rains that did occur were mostly early in the month, and therefore in time to complete
rowth of corn, and to a large extent most other summer crops.

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ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

In addition to the climatological data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau
and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records
from Hydroclimatic Network Stations which were formerly reproduced
in the Hydrologic Bulletin Series . The Hydroclimatic Network is a nation-

wide net of rain gages -- mostly of the recording type which produce con-
tinuous records of precipitation. It was established in 1939 at the request
of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the Army, to supplement exist-

ing precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall intensity

which were essential to the planning of flood control and related works by
the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 re-
cording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has been maintained by

the Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually to the

Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers averaged
about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000
since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture
transferred about $100,000 per year to provide data required in its work,
and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000
per year to meet the increasing needs of their program in the Western
States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydro-
climatic Network stations were presented in bulletins (Hydrologic Bulle-

tins) which were issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing
the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet
the internal requirements of the Federal agencies referred to above,
no provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution

being limited to cooperating agencies and to certain public repositories.

General Summary

Rainfall during September this year, for the State as a whole, averaged 27% more than the
rmal , and, considering the time of year, the rains were well distributed. The most unfavor-
Ly dry area was over Dallas, Lowndes, Marengo, and Wilcox Counties, where the totals for most
itions were less than 3 inches, and where showers during the preceding month of August were
h below the requirements for satisfactory growth of summer vegetation.

Temperature means in all 3 divisions were more than 2 degrees below normal , making the
perature for the month on the mild side. Only 2 stations reported maximum temperatures as
;h as 100°, but since these readings were recorded on the 1st, the temperatures actually
:urred on the last day of August. It was slightly warmer than normal on the 8th and 9th, and
in from the 21st to the 23d. Day time temperatures on the 4th and 27th were exceptionally

¥.

Although there was more than normal rainfall , most of it in the Northern and Middle Divi-
ins fell on bunched dates early in the month and around the 27th and 28th, so that conditions
t of the time were ideal for cotton picking and other harvesting operations such as hay cut-
lg. By the end of the month, most early peanuts had been saved, a portion of the corn crop
bhered, and some sweet potatoes dug. The rains during the last week revived pastures and
rnished moisture for the germination of early planted oats, legumes, and fall vegetables, and
iditioned the soil for further plantings of these crops.

There were no floods, and no severe local wind or hail storms were reported. -FCP

TEMPERATURE

The monthly mean temperature for the State, determined from the records of 60 stations, was
.5°, or 2.2° below the normal. The highest local monthly mean was 76.0° at Gulf Shores; the
?est was 70.2° at Valley Head. The highest temperature recorded was 101° at Frisco City for
24 hours ending on the 1st; the lowest was 43° at Valley Head on the 24th, making the monthly

lge for the State 58°.

PRECIPITATION

The monthly average for the State, determined from the records of 60 stations, was 4.67
:hes , or 1.33 inches more than the normal. The greatest monthly amount was 14.82 inches at
:t Morgan; the least was 2.19 inches at Hayneville. The greatest amount of precipitation in
observational day was 4.64 inches at Eufaula measured on the morning of the 5th. Precip-

ktion amounting to 0.01 inch or more fell on an average of 7 days.

During October the Northern Division of Alabama received just slightly more than a

Temperatures were briefly rather high around the middle of the month and at the end, but otherwise were
somewhat below normal most of the time. An exceptional drop was recorded on the morning of the 18th, when un-
usually early frost occurred over the Northern and Middle Divisions, and in scattered portions of the Southern
Division. Early morning readings below 32° were reported on the 18th or 19th, or both, at all northern stations
and at about a third of the stations in the Middle Division. The 37° minimum at the Montgomery City Office on 1
the 18th equalled the second lowest ever recorded at that station so early in the season.

No severe local wind storms were reported and there were no floods.

The month was very favorable for harvesting activity and for the planting of oats and legumes for cover
crops and pasturage. The gathering of peanuts, sweet potatoes, soy beans, hay, and other staples was virtuallj
completed. Only a small portion of the corn crop was still in the fields at the end of the month, and cotton
was mostly "out" except in the north where some of the late crop was yet to be picked. Although rainfall was
abnormally light, the soil remained in good condition to work, and fine crops of grain, legumes, and garden
stuff, were started. The absence of prolonged high temperatures helped conserve the soil moisture remaining
after the good rains late in September. Frosts on the 18th and 19th killed most grasses in the north and re-
duced pasturage elsewhere, but over most of the State cattle continued to do well on pasturage and some feeding
of roughage. -FCP

TEMPERATURE

The monthly mean temperature for the State, determined from the records of 61 stations, was 62.0°, or
2.9° below the normal. The highest local monthly mean was 67.4° at Fairhope and at Gulf Shores; the lowest
was 55.9° at Valley Head. The highest temperature recorded was 89° at Ozark on the 16th; the lowest was 23°

at Valley Head on the 20th, making the monthly range for the State 66°.

PRECIPITATION

The monthly average for the State, determined from the records of 61 stations, was 1.47 inches, or 1.11
inches less than the normal. The greatest monthly amount was 5.96 inches at Ozark; the least was none at
Vernon. The greatest amount of precipitation in any observational day was 3.50 inches at Melvin measured on
the 11th. Precipitation amounting to 0.01 inch or more fell on an average of 4 days.

ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

In addition to the climatological data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau and cooperative weather stations,
this bulletin series contains records from Hydroclimatic Network Stations which were formerly reproduced in
the Hydrologic Bulletin Series. The Hydroclimatic Network is a nationwide net of rain gtges—mostly of the
recording type which produce continuous records of precipitation. It was established in 1939 at the request
of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the Army, to supplement existing precipitation stations in order to
provide records of rainfall intensity which were essential to the planning of flood control and related works
by the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non-recording rain
gages, has been maintained by the Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually to the Weather
Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers averaged about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944,
and nearly $375,000 since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture transferred about
$100,000 per year to provide data required in its work, and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has trans-
ferred about $25,000 per year to meet the increasing needs of their program in the Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydroclimatic Network stations were
presented in bulletins (Hydrologic Bulletins) which were issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing
the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet the internal requirements of the
Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution
being limited to cooperating agencies and to certain public repositories. A list of locations where reference
copies of the Hydrologic Bulletin Series are available for inspection may be obtained upon application to
Chief, U. S. Weather Bureau, Washington 25, D.C.

General Summary

The most remarkable rainy period ever recorded in Alabama occurred during this November. From the 16th to the 28th,
inclusive, a State wide average of around 12 inches occurred. It is true that a similar period in July, 1916, apparently
had somewhat more rain than this, but November is normally a rather dry month when periods of very heavy rain are indeed
unusual. At Fort Deposit, in Lowndes County, 19.25 inches fell in 11 days. The most intense single rainstorm began on
the early morning of the 26th in southwest Alabama and moved out of the east central portion of the State late that night.
There was a strip extending from Monroe County northeastward to Lee County, in which amounts of rain during this storm
ranged from 8 to more than 10 inches.

Temperatures averaged 2.3° above normal. There were no unusual extremes. Although light to heavy frost covered most
of the State on the morning of the 11th, no killing frost had occurred during the autumn season at most Southern and
Middle Division stations by the end of the month.

Since conditions in September and October were favorable for harvesting and fall planting such work was mostly com-
pleted before the rains of November became a hindrance. Some cotton was left in the fields in the north, but much of it
was too thin for the farmers to be able to hire it picked at a price that would make the operation profitable.

Garden greens and the large acreages of oats, clovers, alfalfa, and other winter fields and pasture crops made excel-
lent progress throughout the month, and in the south and oyer portions of the Middle Division where frosts were mostly
only light, wind pasturage continued in better than the usual condition for the time of year. Fields were mostly too wet
for grazing during the last two weeks, but cattle did well on roughage and other feed.

Thuhdersqualls on the 5th in Crenshaw and Pike Counties, at 1:30-3:00 a.m., destroyed 4 houses and damaged 35 other
dwellings, and damaged or destroyed 33 miscellaneous buildings. Five persons were injured. The value of property des-
troyed was about $40,000. In Lauderdale County at near 10 p.m. on the 18th, similar storms destroyed one house and damag-
ed 17 others. Twenty three other buildings were damaged or destroyed. The total loss was near $20,000. Other thunder-
squalls on the 28th, in the late forenoon, blew down 6 more shacks, injured 4 persons, and did total damage of about
$5,000.

Heavy flooding occurred in the major streams late in the month, and was particularly severe on the lower Tallapoosa
below Milstead, the Alabama, and along small streams in the above mentioned area extending from Monroe County to Lee
County. The subsequent crest at Selma on December 3d was the highest ever recorded by gage, and was just 0.7 ft. below
the high water mark of April, 1886.

TEMPERATURE

The monthly mean temperature for the State, determined from the records of 58 stations, was 56.8°, or 2.3° above the
normal. The highest local monthly mean was 62.0° at Fairhope; the lowest was 51.9° at Madison and at Valley Head. The
highest temperature recorded was 87° at Eufaula on the 6th; the lowest was 24° at Valley Head on the 12th, making the
monthly range for the State 63°

PRECIPITATION

The monthly average for the State, determined from the records of 57 stations, was 15.30 inches, or 11.81 inches more
than the normal. The greatest monthly amount was 24.58 inches at Fort Deposit; the least was 6. 05 inches at Columbia.
The greatest amount of rainfall in any observational day was 10.12 inches recorded at Primrose Farm on the morning of the
28th. Precipitation amounting to 0.01 inch or more was measured on an average of 15 days.

ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

In addition to the climatological data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin
series contains records from Hydroclimatic Network Stations which were formerly reproduced in the Hydrologic Bulletin
Series. The Hydroclimatic Network is a nationwide net of rain gages—mostly of the recording type which produce continu-
ous records of precipitation. It was established in 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the Army,
to supplement existing precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall intensity which were essential to the
planning of flood control and related works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 recording,
and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has been maintained by the Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually '

to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers averaged about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944,
|

and nearly $375,000 since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture transferred about $100,000 per 1

year to provide data required in its work, and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000 per year
to meet the increasing needs of their program in the Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydroclimatic Network stations were presented in bulle-
tins (Hydrologic Bulletins) which were issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire United States, but
since the Network was established to meet the internal requirements of the Federal agencies referred to above, no provision
was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating agencies and to certain public re-
positories. A list of locations where reference copies of the Hydrologic Bulletin Series are available for inspection may
be obtained upon application to Chief, U.S. Weather Bureau, Washington 25, D.C.

Many other records published in this bulletin have been made available through the cooperation of various public
offices, private agencies, and individuals as listed in the Station Index.

General Summary

Rainfall averaged somewhat less than normal, but there were slightly more days with
measurable rain than usual. Distribution over the State was fairly even.

Temperatures most of the time were rather mild, and the first killing frost or freeze
of the fall season did not occur over the Southern Division and much of the Middle Division
until the morning of the 26th. Morning minimums below 32 degrees were again general on the
31st.

With excess moisture carried over from November, fields remained rather wet throughout
the month. Oats, cover crops, winter pasture grasses and legumes, and winter garden stuff,
made steady growth and continued in unusually good condition. Under the influence of higher
than normal temperatures, wild pasture stubble in the south maintained enough growth to
furnish some grazing, and cattle and other livestock also continued in very good shape.

The major rivers were still flooded at the beginning of the month as a result of heavy
rains late in November, but there were no subsequent rises of importance.

Two minor earth tremors, about 5 seconds apart, were felt at Dadeville, in Tallapoosa
County, at 4:45 a.m., on the 29th.

No severe local storms were reported.

TEMPERATURE

The monthly mean temperature for the State, determined from the records of 56 stations,
was 51.2°, or 3.5° above the normal. The highest local monthly mean was 59.5° at Fort Morgan;
the lowest was 44.2° at Madison. The highest temperature recorded was 82° at Eufaula on the
17th; the lowest was 12° at Valley Head on the 26th, making the monthly range for the State
70° .

PRECIPITATION

The monthly average for the State, determined from the records of 58 stations, was 4.53
inches, or 0.75 inch less than the normal. The greatest monthly amount was 9.09 inches at
Elba; the least was 2.33 inches at Peterman. The greatest amount of precipitation in any
observational day was 3.99 inches at Columbia measured on the morning of the 8th. Precipita-
tion amounting to 0.01 inch or more fell on an average of 10 days.

ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

In addition to the climatological data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau and cooperative
weather stations, this bulletin series contains records from Hydroclimatic Network Stations
which were formerly reproduced in the Hydrologic Bulletin Series. The Hydroclimatic Network
is a nationwide net of rain gages—mostly of the recording type which produce continuous re-
cords of precipitation. It was established in 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers,
Department of the Army, to supplement existing precipitation stations in order to provide re-
cords of rainfall intensity which were essential to the planning of flood control and related
works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 recording, and 1,000
non-recording rain gages , has been maintained by the Weather Bureau through working funds trans
ferred annually to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers averaged
about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000 since that date. For the
years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture transferred about $100,000 per year to provide
data required in its work, and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about
$25,000 per year to meet the increasing needs of their program in the Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydroclimatic Network
stations were presented in bulletins (Hydrologic Bulletins) which were issued monthly for
each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire United States, but since the Network was es-
tablished to meet the internal requirements of the Federal agencies referred to above, no
provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to co-
operating agencies and to certain public repositories. A list of locations where reference
copies of the Hydrologic Bulletin Series are available for inspection may be obtained upon
application to Chief, U.S. Weather Bureau, Washington 25, D.C.

Many other records published in this bulletin have been made available through the co-
operation of various public offices, private agencies, and individuals as listed in the
Station Index.

General Summary

Spring rains delayed the planting of cotton and made the planting of
this crop rather late, this work not being possible in most sections until
after the middle of April. However, as was the case in 1947, subsequent
weather conditions were favorable. For corn, sweet potatoes, soy beans,
peanuts, cow peas and other staple summer crops the growing and harvesting
seasons as a whole were unusually good, showers being timely in most sect-
ions and temperatures favorable.

Occasional rainfall in September did not seriously interfere with har-
vesting operations but was sufficient to put the soil in excellent condit-
ion for fall plowing and the planting of oats, cover crops and pasture
grasses and legumes, which in all portions of the State except a few north-
western counties germinated well and made good growth. In November exten-
sive areas of luxuriant winter pastures were being grazed and were keeping
cattle and other livestock in fine condition. Mild temperatures continued
until the last week of December, and some wild pasturage continued avail-
able over much of the State.

Thundersqualls did considerable property damage in south Alabama on the 4th
and the 6th.

JUNE

Temperatures averaged slightly above normal. The largest part of the
rainfall, which was two-thirds of an inch below normal, fell during the
third week. growth of vegetation was retarded by dry soil except in a
few favored localities, but after the good rains of the third week, crops
recovered in most fields, and were in normal condition at the end of the
month

.

Thundersqualls did some wind damage at Montgomery on the 19th, and at
Eufaula on the 20th. One person was killed by lightning at Gadsden on the
21st.

Summer gardens did well in most sections and fall gardens, which like
fall field crops, got a good start in September, were supplying much pro-
duce for table use by the end of October.

Weather produced no generally unfavorable conditions at any time until
the occurrence of heavy rains near the end of November. These caused major
floods in most of the State's rivers as well as local inundations along
small streams and on lowlands. Precipitation during December was not un-

usual, but fields continued too wet most of the time for cattle to graze on
cultivated pasturage.

JANUARY

This January was unusually cold, with the mean temperature for the
State 40.4°, or 6.1° below normal. Sustained unseasonable cold weather did
not begin until after the 13th, however, and daily fluctuations after that
date were generally not large. No serious damage was done to winter vegeta-
tion by low temperatures.

The only unusual feature of the precipitation was the total snowfall.
According to the observers, 5 to 6 inches or more was on the ground on the
morning of the 24th over considerable areas of the west central and north-
ern portions of the State.

Some scattered local wind damage was reported in the east central por-
tion of ths State between midnight and daybreak on the 2nd.

FEBRUARY

The mean temperature was 3.2° milder than normal. There were light
freezes in all sections, but only in portions of the Northern Division did
morning minimums as low as 32° occur after the 15th. The rainfall average
of 6.31 inches for the State was not representative, for the over-all dis-
tribution ranged from about two inches on the coast to 10 or 11 inches
north of the Tennessee River. Very heavy rain fell in the northwest corner
of the State on the 12th, and there was light snow in the Tennessee Valley
late on the 9th.

All major streams had overflows except the Tallapoosa, and the rivers
of southeast Alabama. No severe local windstorms were reported.

MARCH

The month was wet, but not cold. The mean monthly temperature was 3.8°
above normal, but there were freezes everywhere on the 13th. Light to mod-
erate hail fell in scattered localities on the 26th. There were floods in
the Warrior, Tombigbee, Conecuh, and Choctawhatchee Rivers, and in the
lower Alabama.

Continued rains kept the soil too wet to work. Vegetation made good
growth, but some tender vegetables such as cucumbers and watermelons near
the coast, and early peach blooms in scattered north and central areas,
were killed by frost on the 29th.

A tornado hit Florence, in Lauderdale County, on the 16th. Three of
these storms were reported on the 26th; one in the western section of
Birmingham; one at Aliceville, in Pickens County, and another at Opelika,
in Lee County. The one at Birmingham was not positively identified as a
tornado

.

APRIL

Temperatures averaged 4.5° warmer than normal. Rainfall was heavy the
first two weeks, but little fell thereafter. Most of the spring plowing
and planting, which had been delayed by wet soil, was completed during the
last two weeks.

JULY

Rainfall west of the Alabama and Warrior Rivers averaged roughly near
an inch less than normal, and other sections would have had a deficiency if
it had not been for the very heavy rain in the southeast on the 9th. A dis-
turbance, which developed off the coast, moved northward along the Alabama-
Georgia line and gave around 7.00 inches of rain near the border from Lee
County southward through Houston County.

Temperatures averaged nearly a degree above normal. Hundred degree
minima occurred at nearly half the stations during the first week, and it
was unusually cool in the southeast and east central portions of the State
on the 9th.

Three persons were killed by lightning on the 8th. Two were five miles
northeast of Tarrant City, in Jefferson County; the other was near Ashland,
in Clay County.

The month was favorable as a whole for crop growth. Most crops suffer-
ed somewhat on account of insuf f ic ient moisture in some areas of the west
and northwest during the first half month, but abundant rain during the
third week relieved this condition.

AUGUST

August came through with less than the usual number of local droughts,
although rainfall in the Northern and Middle Division averaged more than an
inch below normal. Temperatures averaged slightly milder than usual. It
was exceptionally cool on the morning of the 6th, when minimum readings
averaged about 60°

It was another favorable month for field crops. Most of the rain fell
early in the month, and was therefore in time to complete the growth of
corn and to a large extent most other summer crops

.

SEPTEMBER

Precipitation for the State as a whole averaged 27% more than normal.
This was a favorable circumstance, since September does not usually get
enough rain to adequately maintain vegetation. The showers were mostly on
bunched dates, so that much of the time was ideal for harvesting operations.
It was a rather cool month, and day time temperatures on the 4th and 27th
were exceptionally low.

OCTOBER

The month was dry over the Northern and much of the Middle Division,
and it was consequently fine for harvesting. The absence of prolonged high
temperatures helped to conserve soil moisture, and the soil remained in
workable condition for fall planting. An exceptionally large overnight
drop in temperatures was recorded on the morning of the 18th when unusually
early frost covered the Northern and Middle L 1 visions and scattered portions
of the Southern Division. The minimum of 37° on that date in Montgomery
equalled the all time record for so 'early in the season. Frost was killing
in the north and a few central localities

.

NOVEMB ER

Considering the t ime of year, the most remarkable rainy period ever
recorded in Alabama occurred this month. From the 16th to the 28th, inclus-
ive, there was roughly a State-wide average of about 12 inches. Over a strip
extending from Monroe County northeastward to Lee County, rain which fell on
the 26th ranged from 8 to more than 10 inches. Flooding was heavy in the
major streams late in the month, and was particularly severe on the lower
Tallapoosa below Milstead, the Alabama, and along small streams in the above
mentioned area extending from Monroe County to Lee County.

There were floods in the lower Black Warrior and the Tombigbee.

A tornado hit Ashland, in Clay County, on the 6th.

MAY

There were no unusual temperatures. Precipitation was near 8 tenths
of an inch below normal, with the driest area in general a belt across the
central portion of the State. The most ample totals were near the coast
and north of the Tennessee River. The month was not favorable for the best
growth of vegetation, because the subnormal rains did not sufficiently re-
plenish the shortage of moisture which existed at the end of April, The
dry weather was favorable for cutting oats and hay, and for digging Irish

Considerable damage was done by severe thundersqualls on the 5th in
Crenshaw and Pike Counties, on the 18th in Lauderdale County, and in Macon
County on the 28th.

Temperatures were mild. Although light to heavy frost occurred over
most of che State on the 11th, there had been no killing frost during the
fall season at most Middle and Southern Division stations as the month ended.

DECEMBER

December was also relatively mild, but there was some cold weather dur-
ing the last week. In the Southern and Middle Division sections, the first
killing frost of the season occurred on the 26th. Rainfall was not unusually
heavy, but the soil remained rather wet throughout the month.

ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

In addition to the cl imatological data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau
and coooerative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records from
Hydroclimatic Network Stations which were formerly reproduced in the Hydro-
logic Bulletin Series. The Hydroclimatic Network is a nationwide net of rain
gages--mostly of the recording type which produce continuous records of pre-
cipitation. It was established in 1939 at the request of the Corps of En-
gineers, Department of the Army, to supplement existing precipitation stations
in order to provide records of rainfall intensity which were essential to the
planning of flood control and related works by the Corps of Engineers. This
Network, now numbering about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non-recording rain
gages, has been maintained by the Weather Bureau through working funds trans-
ferred annually to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These trans-
fers averaged about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,
000 since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture
transferred about $100,000 per year to provide data required in its work, and
since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000 per year to
meet the increasing needs of their program in the Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydro-
climatic Network stations were presented in bulletins (Hydrologic Bulletins)
which were issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire
United States, but since the Network was established to meet the internal
requirements of the Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was
made for public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to co-
operating agencies and to certain public repositories. A list of locations
