OENERAL, SUMMAKT

Temperatures averaged not far from normal during the month.
Some stations reported maxima as high as 97°. Minima were
mostly in the lower seventies and upper sixties. The rainfall

was irregularly distributed but was above normal over most of

the State. Monthly totals above 20 inches were reported by St.

Leo and St. Marks, and a number of stations exceeded 15 inches.

Thunderstorms occurred at four or more stations every day of

the month and squalls occurred in connection with several

storms. There was considerable damage by lig'htning and re-

sulting fires and two deaths from lightning.

On the 1st at Jacksonville, lightning damaged 2 houses, and
power lines to the extent of $400. 2d, Lakeland, a house was
struck by lightning, $200 damage; Sarasota same date, fire

caused by lightning destroyed a large warehouse and 25 trail

ers, damage $100,000. 7th, West Palm Beach, thundersquall

broke windows and damaged roofs $200. Same date, Titus-

ville. Charles Joiner, 15, was killed by lightning about 3 p. m
8th, 10 miles south of Fernandina, a woman wa^ struck and
killed by lightning. Night of 8-9th, Pensacola, minor tropical

storm moved in from the Gulf, causing winds up lo 32 mph
heavy rain and damage by water to extent of $500. 9th, Wau-
sau, 4 am. tornado dt stroyed house and two barns and trees

were blown down, loss about $8,000. 12th, Punta Gorda
lightning damaged telephone lines and equipment. 18th, Opa
Locka (near Miami) small tornado did minor damage. 24th

Jacksonviile, lightning struck radio tower of WPDQ. which

was off the air for 40 minutes; telephone and power lines suf-

fered some damage but loss was minor. Same date, Clearwat

er, two waterspouts came inland and formed small tornadoes,

while a third tornado formed overland. Roofs were blown
from two houses and some small boats were damaged, total

loss estimated at $1,500.

Cotton on a small acreage did fairly well, bolls were opening

toward the close of the month and picking and ginning began.

There was some boll weevil damage. The tobacco harvest was

completed and crop cured. Auction markets opened at Lake

City, Live Oak and Jasper on the 22d. The crop was reported

rather light, but of good qualtity and good prices were obtain-

ed. Corn was being harvested during the month and a good

crop was reported. The truck shipping season was over, but a

considerable quantity was still being marketed locally. Citrus

groves continued in good condition with new fruit holding and

sizing well. Heavy rains brought out considerable late bloom

at the close of the month.

Temperature noimals are bused uponstation averages of all available records up to and including 1947. but no records of less than 10 years are used.
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In addition to the climatological data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau
and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records

from Hydroclimatic Network Stations which were formerly reproduced

in Uie Hydrologic Bulletin Series . The Hydroclimatic Network is a nation-

wide net of rain gages - - mostly of the recording type which produce con-

tinuous records of precipitation. It was established in 1939 at the request

of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the Army, to supplement exist-

ing precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall intensity

which were essential to the planning of flood control and related works by

the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 re-

cording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has been maintained by

the Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually to the

Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers averaged
about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000
since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture

transferred about $100,000 per year to provide data required in its work,
and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000
per year to meet the increasing needs of their program in the Western
States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydro-
climatic Network stations were presented in bulletins (Hydrologic Bulle-

tins) which were issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing
the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet
the internal requirements of the Federal agencies referred to above,

no provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution

being limited to cooperating agencies and to certain public repositories.

FLORIDA - AUGUST, 1948

W. J. Bennett, Section Director - Jacksonville

General Summary

The State was not affected by tropical storms during August, Thunderstorms were numerous
the 1st to 3rd, 10-llth, 14th to 21st, 26th, and 31st. A thunderstorm at Jacksonville on the
afternoon of the 15th caused property damage estimated at $20,000., due almost entirely to lightn-
ing and fires started by lightning. One person was killed by coming in contact with a fallen
power line. A waterspout at Tampa on the 19th spent itself over the bay causing no damage. Heavy
hail occurred at Merritt Island on the 19th and at Watertown (near Lake City) on the 21st with
minor property damage in each case. Light hail occurred at Federal Point and Hilliard on the 21st.

Temperatures averaged a little below normal over both the Northern and Southern Divisions.
Rainfall averaged a little above normal over the Northern Division and about an inch above normal
over the Southern Division, with rather large areas in each division receiving less than normal
rainfall. In the Southern Division the area south of Bradenton-Okeechobee and west of Okeechobee-
Cape Sable received less than normal rainfall while in the Northern Division rainfall was below
normal west of the Apalachicola River.

Picking and ginning of cotton from a small acreage was well under way by the end of the month
with good yields being reported. Sweet potatoes were doing well and some were being dug as the
month closed. Weather conditions were favorable for farm work the latter part of the month per-
mitting considerable preparation of land for planting of fall truck. Ranges were in fair to good
condition through the month. Citrus groves were in good to excellent condition with fruit of good
size and holding well.

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ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

In addition to the climatological data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau
and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records
from Hydroclimatic Network Stations which were formerly reproduced
in the Hydrologic Bulletin Series. The Hydroclimatic Network is a nation-

wide net of rain gages - - mostly of the recording type which produce con-
tinuous records of precipitation. It was established in 1939 at the request

of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the Army, to supplement exist-

ing precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall intensity

which were essential to the planning of flood control and related works by
the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 re-
cording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has been maintained by
the Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually to the

Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers averaged
about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000
since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture

transferred about $100,000 per year to provide data recfuired in its work,
and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000
per year to meet the increasing needs of their program in the Western
States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydro-
climatic Network stations were presented in bulletins (Hydrologic Bulle-

tins) which were issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing
the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet
the internal requirements of the Federal agencies referred to above,
no provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution

being limited to cooperating agencies and to certain public repositories.

HURRICANE OF SEPTEMBER 21-22, 1948
By: Grady Norton, Miami, Florida

The only hurricane that affected Florida in September 1948 formed between Jamaica and Grand Cayman Island on September 18 from an easterly wave that had been
ider observation since it passed through the Lesser Antilles on the 14th. After a center developed on the 18th, it moved very slowly, turned to a northerly
Irectlon, and passed over Cuba with center between Havana and Matanzas on the 20th. It was a fully developed hurricane with winds well over 100 mph and reports
idlcate that the city of Matanzas suffered extensive damage. At Havana the winds reached 90 mph from the north and some damage occurred. Press reports indicate
Dout 10 persons were killed by the storm in Cuba and that property damage was "several million dollars*'.

ffhen the storm came out into the Florida Straits, the "eye" was distorted and elongated, and to some extent broken up, and when it came over Florida on the
1st and 22nd there seems to have been several centers. The movement was very slow (about 8 to 10 mph). Such widely separated places as Tavernler and Boca Chica

,

teechobee City and Stuart, reported lulls. These lay 40 to 80 miles apart east -west. Several stations in the Lake Okeechobee area reported two distinct "eyes"
1th blue sky and calms in each, spaced several hours apart. These reports appear to be substantiated by actual records, and leave little doubt that the central
3rtex was distorted, or even divided into several partially or fully developed centers.

Since it was over the sparsely settled Everglades, it was very difficult to keep accurate track of the main center during the hurricane's progress; 'nowever

,

eports received afterwards indicated that it moved into the mainland a short distance east of Everglades City, entered Lake Okeechobee between Clewiston and Belle
lade, and passed into the Atlantic at Jensen Beach near Stuart. A track chart for Florida, showing the course of the storm, and a table showing lowest pressure,
Uinum winds, total rainfall, and miscellaneous meteorological data, follow this text.

It will be noted that the strongest wind recorded was 122 mph (Etd.) at Boca Chica Airport near Key West. The anemometer was blown down at this place, but it
s believed this velocity is about correct for sustained wind. A gust recorded showed an extreme of 160 mph, but we believe this reading is open to considerable
joubt as to accuracy. The anemometer at Everglades City was blown down after recording about 100 mph, and it was estimated that the maximum at that place was about
20 mph, which seems logical. By the time the Lake Okeechobee section was reached, wind velocities had been reduced to about 90 to 95 mph, while on the Atlantic
oast where it passed to sea readings were slightly below hurricane force for sustained velocities, but with gusts above hurricane force. Lowest pressure 28.45
nches at Boca Chica and 28.47 at Clewiston.

Three people lost their lives in Florida in this hurricane: a man was blown off a roof in Miami Beach and killed, a woman in Miami came in contact with a

lallen live wire, while another woman was killed (probably drowned) on an island south of Everglades City. Injuries requiring hospital care numbered 45.

Heavy rainfall, which amounted to a total of 10 to 11 inches in places and averaged about 8 inches for the entire Everglades-Okeechobee area, caused consider-
ble flooding throughout the area. In addition, there was apparently some spillage of water through canal locks at the Lake, and as a result some towns were in-
ndated, as well as the farm and pasture lands. Clewiston was flooded to a depth of two or three feet, La Belle was also under water for several days, while Ever-
lades City got its usual bath of salt water from the Gulf. The flooding, together with the hurricane winds, caused rathefr heavy damage to sugarcane, and partlcally
II early fall truck crops were completely destroyed. Flooding of pastures caused some loss of cattle, and required the extensive evacuation of herds to higher
round. In the lower east coast and Indian River areas there was considerable loss to citrus and other tropical fruits as well as to fall truck crops. We believe
conservative estimate of these losses will run to about $6,500,000.

Property damage in Florida will approximate $5 ,500 ,00a>_ divided somewhat as follows: Key West and Keys about $1,000,000; Greater Miami and other Dade County
ommunlties, around $2,000,000; all other areas about $2,000,000. Power and communications companies were damaged about $300,000, and highways, bridges and city
treets about $200,000. A small tornado occurred near Homestead on the 21st, on the northern edge of the hurricane, and destroyed several houses.

After leaving Florida, some intensification of the hurricane occurred as it moved northeastward between Hatteras and Bermuda and finally south of Newfoundland

'n September 25th.

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FLORIDA - OCTOBER, 1948

W. J. Bennett, Section Director - Jacksonville

General Sunaary

The heavy rains which are normal for September extended well into the first week of October this year. A tropical storm of small size but of ful]

hurricane force passed near Key West about noon of the 5th and continuing northeastward entered the Atlantic in the Fort Lauderdale-Pompano area about <

9:30 P.M. Large areas in the south were still flooded from the hurricane of September 21-22 when the hurricane of October 5th passed over much of th«

same area giving as much as ten inches of rain in 24 hours at some stations, causing extensive losses of seed beds and early planted truck crops in th«i

Lake Okeechobee area and southward to the coast. Overall losses of citrus were very small with most of the loss confined to the southeast coastal

section The light rainfall after the first week of the month permitted rapid drying of land so that by the end of the month good progress was being

made toward replanting of fields in which crops had been destroyed early. in the month. Avocado groves near Homestead suffered heavy loss of trees due

to flooding In late September and early October.

TEMPERATURE

Temi)eratures averaged three degrees below normal over the Northern Division and about normal over the Southern Division. The cool period of the

19-20th brought temperatures in the upper thirties in several localities of the Northern Division with Marlanna reporting a minimum of 35 degrees on tl

19th. Light frost occurred at Blountstown on the 19th and 20th, and at Lake City on the 20th. The last few days of the month brought rising tempera-

tures to the Northern Division with maxima above 80 degrees in many localities.

PRECIPITATION

Rainfall for the month averaged more than an inch above normal over the Northern Division and slightly above normal over the Southern Division.

Heavy rains were general over the Northern Division during the first few days of the month and the hurricane brought very heavy rain to the extreme
south and southeastern sections of the state on the 5th. Most localities received showers during the ll-12th and showers were fairly frequent over

the southeast coastal section through the end of the month. With the exception of the southeast coast, rainfall was very light after the 12th, with
no rain at several stations during this period.

HURRICANE OF OCTTOBER , 1948
By: GRADY NORTON, Meteorologist in Charge,

The hurricane of October 4-8, 1948, caused 11 deaths and 300 injuries in Cuba, with 42 injuries in Florida. Damage has been estimated at about
$6,000,000 in Cuba and about $5,500,000 In Florida, which includes flood damage resulting from the storm.

This hurricane fomed in the northwestern Caribbean Sea and was first announced as an organized storm at 10:45 a.m. on October 4th, near lati-
tude 19.6 N longitude 85 W. It Increased rapidly to a small hurricane and moved northeastward across Cuba during the nl^t and the center was very
near Havana at 6:00 a.m. of the 5th. The highest wind at Havana was 132 mph, and considerable damage resulted in the city, while crop damage was
heavy in Habana and Pinar Del Rio provinces. By noon of the 5th, the center crossed the Keys at Bahia Honda Bridge and Marathon, where a lull of
about 45 minutes was experienced. Winds were well over 100 mph in this area of the Keys. By 7:25 p.m. the calm center was over Miami. The Miami
Airport Station was apparently in the exact center, with pressure 28.92 inches and wind 3 mph. The lull lasted from 7:00 p.m. to 7:35 p.m. at the
Airport, while at the City Office, seven miles to the east, the lull lasted from 7:00 p.m. to 7:45 p.m., but the velocity did not drop below 19 mph,
and lowest pressure was 28.96 inches.

The strongest wind was at the City Office in the last half of the storm when it reached 86 mph from the northwest , with several gusts of 15
seconds above 90 mph. At the Airport the highest velocity was 68 mph from east-southeast in the first half of the stora. This was doubtless due to
tall trees forming something of a wind-break to the northwest of the instrument at that place. Following this text is a table showing strongest wind,
lowest pressure, and other meteorological data for a number of places visited by the hurricane in Florida, and also a track chart with these data
entered at the various places.

The hurricane moved fairly rapidly at the rate of around 18 to 20 mph until it passed into the Atlantic in the Fort Lauderdale-Pompano area
about 9:30 p.m., after which forward movement accelerated over the Atlantic. Since it required about 35 to 45 minutes for the center to pass Miami,
it was probably about 15 miles in diameter. The sky remained overcast with low stratus clouds during passage of the center.

Three tornadoes were reported on the advance edge of this hurricane; one at Opa Locka destx-oyed several houses, another at Fort Lauderdale, and
a third at Pompano destroyed about 25 houses, many of which were occupied at the time. It seemed almost miraculous that no one was killed or criti-
cally injured. A characteristic tornado dip and recovery in pressure was noted on all barograph traces from the Keys to Hlllsboro Lighthouse. This
leads us to believe that this might have been the same tornado which dipped to earth at these several places as it progressed northeastward in ad-
vance of the hurricane vortex.

After leaving Florida, the hurricane gave West End, Grand Bahama, Id., near hurricane winds, and continued rapid northeast movement with a gradual
turn to more easterly. The center passed almost directly over Bermuda in the late afternoon of the 7tb, and gave winds in excess of 100 mph at that
place. Thereafter it moved eastward into mid-Atlantic.

Complete and thorough preparations were made in advance of the hurricane in Florida and this doubtless resulted in saving of both life and
property. This is the first hurricane in Florida history, to my knowledge, in which there was no loss of life. While it was a small hurricane, it
passed through the most populous area of the State, and loss of life was doubtless prevented by the warnings and widespread protective measures.

It was established in 1939 at the request of the

ps of Engineers, Department of the Army, to supplement existing precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall intensity which

e essential to the planning of flood control and related works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 recording, and

00 non-recording rain gages, has been maintained by the Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually to the Weather Bureau by the

ps of Engineers. These transfers averaged about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000 since that date. For the years

0-42, the Department of Agriculture transferred about $100,000 per year to provide data required in its work, and since 1947 the Bureau of Re-

nation has transferred about $25,000 per year to meet the increasing needs of their program in the Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydroclimatic Network stations were presented in bulletins (Hydrologic Bulle-

b) which were issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet the

ernal requirements of the Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution being

ited to cooperating agencies and to certain public repositories.

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In addition to the climatological data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau
and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records
from Hydroclimatic Network Stations which were formerly reproduced

in the Hydrologic Bulletin Series. The Hydroclimatic Network is a nation-

wide net of rain gages mostly of the recording type which produce con-

tinuous records of precipitation. It was established in 19.39 at the request

of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the Army, to supplement exist-

ing precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall intensity

which were essential to the planning of flood control and related works by
the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 re-

cording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has been maintained by
the Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually to the

Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers averaged
about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000
since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture

transferred about $ 100,000 per year to provide data recfuired in its work,
and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000
per year to meet the increasing needs of their program in the Western
States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydro-
climatic Network stations were presented in bulletins (Hydrologic Bulle-

tins) which were issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing
the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet
the internal requirements of the Federal agencies referred to above,
no provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution
being limited to cooperating agencies and to certain public repositories.

FLORIDA - NOVEMBER, 1948

General Summary

During a thundersquall at Pensacola on the morning of the 19th the coal tipple at the Frisco
Railroad wharf rolled to the end of its track and upset with property damage estimated at $500,000.
Heavy rains occurred over northwest Florida during the period 21st-23rd with Compass Lake reporting
5.31 inches on the 22nd. There was very little rain over the Southern Division prior to the 18th
and light rainfall over this area for the remainder of the month. Oats and rye in the northern
counties came up to a good stand and were growing nicely at the end of the month. Light frost in
the extreme north on the 11th caused little or no damage. Although rainfall in the south was ex-
tremely light during the first three weeks in the month, soil moisture was adequate in most local-
ities and truck crops made rapid growth under the influence of high temperatures. Citrus groves
were generally in good condition with fruit maturing rapidly late in the month. Shipments of fruit
increased through the month with canning and Juicing plants taking a large percentage of the crop,

TEMPERATURES

For the Southern Division, this was the warmest November of the 58 year period of record. In

the Northern Division temperatures were high but did not average quite as high as those recorded in

November 1946. Monthly mean temperatures at Jacksonville, Key West, and Miami were the highest of
record and at Tampa equalled the highest of record for November.

PRECIPITATION

November rainfall over the Southern Division averaged a little above fifty percent of normal,

while that over the Northern Division averaged more than sixty percent above normal. Rainfall was

especially heavy west of the Apalachicola River.

General Smmnrj

All stations reported teaperature averages above nonaal for the month, the average over the
Northern Division being 5.6° above and over the Southern Division 6.3° above nomal. This month had
the highest average teaperattare of any December since 1931 and stands as the second warmest December
since summarization t>f statewide climatological data commenced in 1891. The highest temperature re-
corded was 89° which occurred at Homestead (2l8t) , La Belle (16th) , Stuart (10th fc 16th) and Winter
Haven (18th), The lowest temperature recorded was 25° at Marianna on the 3l8t . Some stations in
northwest Flordia experienced freeziing temperatures on the 26th and temperatures of 29° to 31° were
general over this area on the 31st. The lowest temperature in the Southern Division was 34° at
Bushnell and Inverness on the 31st.

Considering the State as a unit, December precipitation averaged slightly above normal. The
area aorthof the St. Augustine - Perry line and westward to Tallahassee received more than an inch
of rainfall above nozval. Extreme Northwest Florida and the area south of the Clearwater - Okeechobee
line received somewhat less than nozwl rainfall. Central Florida and the Atlantic Coastal areas
averaged about normal amounts of rainfall.

There was considerable fog over the State from the 1st through the 24th, occurring mostly at
night and in the early morning hours. On the afternoon of the 30th a squall of local nature in the
Tampa Bay - Venice area, with winds estimated as high as 60 mph accompanied by high seas, sank three
small boats near Venice^ while in Tampa Bay a freighter was driven aground and a steamer rammed a
sailing vessel.

With the mild temperatures and moderate rainfall, truck shipping continued active from northern
counties through the month and strawberries were shipped from the Starke - Lawtey area during the
latter half of the month. Temperatures with the cold snap of the 26th were not generally low enou^
to cause extensive damage and most of the tender truck in northern counties had been marketed before
the freeze of the 31st . Strawberry bloom was damaged considerably in the Starke - Lawtey area on the
night of December 31st-January 1st but this was not serious since the crop was ahead of the season.
South Florida shipped large quantities of a wid variety of truck during the month, including straw-
berries from the Plant City and Wauchula - Bowling Green areas. Citrus groves remained in good con-
dition through the month though some were rather dry as the month closed. Large qiiantities of fruit
were marketed with canning and Juicing plants taking a sizable portion of the crop. Cooler weather
would have improved the color and flavor of the fruit.

ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

In addition to the climatological data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau and cooperative weather
stations, this bulletin series contains records from Hydroclimatic Network Stations which were formerly
reproduced in the Hydrologic Bulletin Series. The Hydroclimatic Network is a nationwide net of rain
gages—mostly of the recording type which produce continuous records of precipitation. It was estab-
lished in 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the Army, to supplement existing
precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall Intensity which were essential to the
planning of flood control and related works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering
about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has been maintained by the Weather Bureau
through working funds transferred annually to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These
transfers averaged about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000 since that date.
For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture transferred atjout $100,000 per year to provide
data required in its work, and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000 per
year to meet the increasing needs of their program in the Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydroclimatic Network stations
were presented in bulletins (Hydrologic Bulletins) which were issued monthly for each of 8 drainage
areas embracing the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet the Internal
requirements of the Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for public dissemination
of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating agencies and to certain public repositories. A
list of locations where reference copies of the Hydrologic Bulletin Series are available for inspection
may be obtained up application to Chief, U.S. Weather Bureau, Washington 25, D.C.

Many other records published in this bulletin have been made available through the cooperation of
various public offices, private agencies, and IndiviiltDilB as listed in the Station Index.

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FLORIDA - ANNUAL, 1948

General Siunroary

1948 was the warmest year on record for Florida with tempera-
tures averaging three tenths of a degree higher than the record of

1946. Extreme temperatures were 14° at Niceville on January 15

and 102° at Palatka on June 25. January was cold, February
through June warm, July through September temperatures were near
normal, October was cold, and November and December were very warm.

Heavy rainfall in January kept large acreages of farm land too wet

for cultivation until late February. Torrential rains over north-
ern Florida and southern Georgia during March and early April
caused flood conditions along the Suwanee River and tributary
streams which at times halted rail and highway traffic between
East and Northwest Florida as well as disrupting telephone lines.

Some main highways remained closed as long as three weeks with most
roads reopened to traffic late in April. Hurricanes of September
21-22 and October 5 (just two weeks apart) passed over the south-
eastern portion of the State giving torrential rains which caused
extensive inundation. Hurricane force winds combined with flood-
ing caused crop losses estimated as eight million dollars and
other damages estimated as nine and one-half million dollars for

the two storms.

January was cold and wet, the coldest January since 1940 and
the wettest since 1936. The severest cold was experienced on the
15th with freezing temperatures as far south as Everglades City
and West Palm Beach. A tornado near Bradenton on the 24th caused
property damage but no injuries to persons.

February opened quite cold with freezing temperatures over
most of the Northern Division. Bushnell , Sumter County, recorded
a minimum temperature of 33° on the 2nd which was the lowest re-
corded in the Southern Division for the month. After the first
three days, temperatures moderated giving an average for the month
well above normal. Rainfall was generally light, especially in
the south and much farm land in this portion of the state drained
sufficiently to permit cultivation for the first time in several
months

.

March was quite warm over the entire State, averaging more
than four degrees above normal. Rainfall was a little less than
normal in the south and nearly three times normal in the north.
A tornado in St. Johns County the 27th broke power and communica-
tion lines and uprooted trees. On the 31st a "squall" accompany-
ing a thunderstorm felled trees and damaged roofs in Jacksonville
with a path about 300 yards wide and two miles long.

April began with stormy weather and heavy rains over the
Northern Division. Light hail occurred in Jacksonville and Talla-
hassee on the 1st and in Gainesville on the 11th. A windstorm on
the 1st caused structural damage at Marianna. In St. Petersburg
on the 2nd a thunderstorm with high winds, hail and heavy rain
damaged structures and roadways. Heavy hail in Ft. Lauderdale
and vicinity on the 3rd smashed windows, shrubbery and vegetables.
Heavy hail on the 10th in Madison and Suwanee Counties left its
mark over a path half a mile wide and some 15 to 20 miles long.
Rainfall averaged about 150% of normal and temperatures about 3°

above normal for the month.

May was quite warm and relatively dry with temperatures
averaging 1.8° above normal and rainfall about 60% of normal.
High winds and lightning caused property damage in Jacksonville
and vicinity on the 28th. Light hail occurred on six dates over
various sections of the Northern Division.

June was warm and rather dry over the entire State. Precip-
itation averaged less than 60% of normal and temperatures averag-
ed 1.1° above normal with several stations recording maxima of
100° . A waterspout moved inland from the Gulf of Mexico over
Lido Beach near Sarasota on the 4th; Samuel Collins, 16, of Jack-
sonville Beach was killed by lightning on the 18th; a fire start-
ed by lightning damaged the construction shop of the State
Hospital at Chattahoochee on the 22nd; and Hugh F. Bolen was in-
jured by lightning near Quincy on the 25th. Hail occurred at
Brooksville, Daytona Beach and Jacksonville during the month with
no crop or property damage in any instance.

July temperatures averaged near normal with departures of
less than two degrees at all stations. Rainfall averaged 160%
of normal over the Northern Division and 125% over the Southern
Division. Thunderstorms were numerous with four or more stations
reporting their occurrence every day of the month. There was
wide variation of rainfall ranging from less than two inches at
some stations to more than twenty-one inches at others. Consider-
able damage was caused by lightning and resultant fires, and there
were two deaths from lightning, Charles Joiner, 15, Titusville,
7th, and a colored woman near Fernandina , 8th. On the night of

8-9th a minor tropical storm moved inland near Pensacola causing
winds of 32 miles per hour and heavy rain. Tornadoes were re-
ported at Wausau, 9th; Opa Locka, 18th; and Clearwater, 24th.
Waterspouts were observed at West Palm Beach, 23rd; and Clearwater
24th.

August passed with no tropical storms affecting the State.
Temperatures averaged a little below normal. Rainfall was consider-
ably below normal west of the Apalachicola River and over the south-
western counties while the rest of the State received much more than
normal rainfall with several stations reporting more than twelve
inches for the month. Thunderstorms were numerous lst-3rd, 10-llth,
14th-21st and 31st. A waterspout spent itself over Tampa Bny on the
19th. Heavy hail occurred at Merritt Island the 19th and light hail
at Watertown, Federal Point and Billiard the 21st.

September brought the first hurricane of the season to Florida.
The center passed over Boca Chica Airport (Key West) a little before
noon the 21st, reached the mainland just east of Everglades City
about 7:00 P.M. EST., crossed the southeast portion of Lake Okeechobee
on the morning of the 22nd and reached the Atlantic Coast at Jensen
Beach in the afternoon of the 22nd. Three people lost their lives in
Florida in this hurricane and 45 received injuries requiring hospital
care. Crop damage was estimated at $6,500,000. and other damage at
$5,500,000. Temperatures for the month averaged one degree below
normal over the Northern Division and slightly above normal over the
Southern Division. Rainfall was much above normal in the Pensacola
area but elsewhere west of Long. 82° W. and north of Lat . 28° N.
rainfall was mostly near normal. The mainland area south of the Lake
Placid - West Palm Beach line received from 10 to 16 inches more than
normal rainfall with several stations in this area recording totals
in excess of 23 inches. Tornadoes occurred at Havana, Gadsden County,
and near Milton, Santa Rosa County on the 4th causing the death of
two persons at Havana. Waterspouts were observed at Fernandina on
the 4th and St. Augustine on the 11th. A tornado occurred at Home-
stead on the 21st in the forward sector of the hurricane. Jack
Griffin, age 12, was killed by lightning at Pinellas Point, south of
St. Petersburg on the 12th.

October temperatures averaged three degrees below normal over
the Northern Division and about normal over the Southern Division.
The cool period of the 19-20th brought temperatures in the upper
thirties to several localities in the extreme north. Total rainfall
for the month varied from less than one inch at Pensacola Airport and
Wauchula to more than 17 inches at Pompano. Heavy rains occurred at
most stations during the period 1st to 5th and most localities re-
ceived showers during the llth-12th. With the exception of the South-
east coastal section, rainfall was very light after the 12th. About
noon of the 5th a hurricane with winds well over 100 miles per hour
crossed the Keys at Bahia Honda Bridge and Marathon. Moving northeast-
ward, the center was over Miami by 7:25 P.M. and passed into the
Atlantic in the Ft. Lauderdale - Pompano area about 9:30 P.M. Torna-
does occurred at Opa Locka, Ft. Lauderdale and Pompano in the forward
edge of this hurricane and these may have been the same tornado which
dipped to earth at these several places. There were no deaths in
Florida due to this hurricane or its attendant tornadoes. Forty-two
people received injuries during the storm and damage estimates total-
ed $5,500,000. including $1,500,000. crop damage.

November temperatures over the Southern Division averaged the
highest of any November during the 58 year period of record. Northern
Division temperatures were high but not quite as high as in November
1946. Monthly mean temperatures were the highest of record for
November at Jacksonville, Key West and Miami, while Tampa equalled
its record. Rainfall over the Southern Division averaged 52% of
normal and over the Northern Division more than 160% of normal with
very heavy rainfall west of the Apalachicola River.

December monthly mean temperatures were above normal at all
stations giving a state average about six degrees above normal, the
warmest December since 1931 and the second warmest since summarization
of statewide climatological data commenced in 1891. The highest
temperature recorded was 89° which occurred on the 10th, 16th, 18th
and 21st. The 26th brought freezing temperatures to some localities
in Northwest Florida and minimum temperatures of 29° to 31° were
general over this area on the 31st. Rainfall was considerably above
normal over Northeastern Florida while extreme Northwest Florida and
South Florida received somewhat less than normal rainfall.

ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

In addition to the climatological data from some 6,000 Weather
Bureau and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series con-
tains records from Hydroclimatic Network Stations which were former-
ly reproduced in the Hydrologic Bulletin Series. The Hydroclimatic
Network is a nationwide net of rain gages—mostly of the recording
type which produce continuous records of precipitation. It was
established in 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers, Depart-
ment of the Army, to supplement existing precipitation stations in
order to provide records of rainfall intensity which were essential
to the planning of flood control and related works by the Corps of
Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 recording, and
1,000 non-recording rain gages, has been maintained by the Weather
Bureau through working funds transferred annually to the Weather
Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers averaged about
$250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000 since
that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture
transferred about $100,000 per year to provide data required in its
work, and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred
about $25,000 per year to meet the increasing needs of their program

in the Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from
Hydroclimatic Network stations were presented in bulletins (Hydrologic
Bulletins) which were issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas em-
bracing the entire United States, but since the Network was establish-
ed to meet the internal requirements of the Federal agencies referred
to above, no provision was made for public dissemination of the data,
distribution being limited to cooperating agencies and to certain
public repositories. A list of locations where reference copies of
the Hydrologic Bulletin Series are available for inspection may be
obtained upon application to Chief, U.S. Weather Biireau, Washington
25, D.C.

Many other records published in this bulletin have been made
available through the cooperation of various public offices, private
agencies, and individuals as listed in the Station Index.
