EVAPQRATION is measured In the sUndard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind" Uble, Max and Min in "Evaporation and Wind" table
refer to extremes of temperature of water In pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published m the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for obtaining measurements are taken from different points
for successive observations, consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability in the snowpack may result in apparent Inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL : Entries of snowfall in the "Climatological DaU" Uble, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground Include snow,
sleet, and ice.

NORMALS for all stations are climatological standard normals based on the period 1931-1960,

DIVISIONS , as used In this publication, became effective with data for September 1956,

STATION NAMES : Figures and letters following the sUtion name, such as 12 SSW. indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June daU will be carried in the July issue of this bulletin.

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTIONS will be carried only in the June and December issues of this buUetin.

INTERPOLATED VALUES for monthly precipitation toUls may be found in the annual issue of this publication.

SPECIAL WEATHER SUMMARY

March weather over Alabama was dry, and
was accompanied by destructive storms during
the afternoon and evening of the 6th.

Normally March is the month with the most
rain over the State. We normally expect accumula-
tions from near 5-1/2 inches In the north to

near 7 inches over parts of the Mobile Bay
area. This year deficiencies over Alabama ranged
from 3.15 inches at Dothan, where a few local

showers gave some relief, to 6.20 inches at

Mobile.

During the afternoon and evening of the 6th,

a combination of small tornadoes and wind-
storms were responsible for the loss of 2

lives and near $1/2 million in property damage
over the northern half of the State. Most of the
damage was confined to a 25-mile-wide area
from Jasper to Gadsden, Alabama.

Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 65^F. In "Supplemental Data" table
directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME: The Station Index shows observation times In local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight
saving time. §now on ground In the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table Is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T. Data in the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Daily Temperature" table, "Evaporation
and Wind" table, and snowfall In the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION Is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"
tatle . Hax and mln In "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or Ice on the ground. Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
In the suowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL: Entries of snowfall in the "Cllmatologlcal Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and In the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, Include snow
and sleet . Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and ice.

NORMALS for all stations are cllmatologlcal standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used in this publication, became effective with data for September 1956.

STATION NAMES: Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance In miles and direction from the post office.

NORMALS for all stations are climatological standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

In "Supplemental Data" table

directions entered In figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME- The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight

saving time.—^ow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these

stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T. Data tn the "Extremes" table, "Dally Precipitation" table, "Daily Temperature" table, "Evaporation

and Wind" table, and snowfall In the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"

table

Max and min In "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for

obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability

in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL: Entries of snowfall In the "Cllraatologlcal Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table. Include snow

and sleet . Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and ice.

NORMALS for all stations are climatologlcal standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS, as used in this publication, became effective with data for September 1956.

STATION NAMES : Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or Ice on the ground. Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL: Entries of snowfall in the "Cllmatological Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include snow
and sleet .

In "Supplemental Data" table
directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME : The Station Index shows observation times In local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight
saving time. Snow on ground In the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table Is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T. Data in the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Daily Temperature" table, "Evaporation
and Wind" table, and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION Is measured In the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"
table . Hax and mln In "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water In pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published In the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or Ice on the ground. Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL : Entries of snowfall In the "Climatologlcal Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and In the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, Include snow
and sleet . Entries of snow on ground Include snow, sleet, and Ice.

NORMALS for all stations are climatologlcal standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used In this publication, became effective with data for September 1956.

STATION NAMES : Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance In miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried In the July Issue
of this bulletin.

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTIONS will be carried only In the June and December Issues of this bulletin.

INTERPOLATED VALUES for monthly precipitation totals may be found in the annual issue of this publication.

Additional Information regarding the climate of Alabama may be obtained by writing to the Environmental Science Services Administration State Climatologist
at Weather Bureau Airport Station, Dannelly Field, RFD 2, Montgomery, Alabama 36108, or to any Weather Bureau Office near you. Additional precipitation
data are contained in "HOURLY PRECIPITATION DATA ALABAMA".

DIMENSIONAL UNITS: Unless otherwise Indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in °F, precipitation and evaporation In inches and wind
movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 65*F. In "Supplemental Data" table
directions entered In figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME: The Station Index shows observation times In local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight
saving time. Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T. Data in the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Dally Temperature" table, "Evaporation
and Wind" table, and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"
table . Siax and min in "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or Ice on the ground. Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL: Entries of snowfall in the "Cllmatologlcal Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include snow
and sleet . Entries of snow on ground Include snow, sleet, and ice.

NORMALS for all stations are cllmatologlcal standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used in this publication, became effective with data for September 1956.

STATION NAMES : Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July issue
of this bulletin.

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTIONS will be carried only in the June and December issues of this bulletin.

INTERPOLATED VALUES for monthly precipitation totals may be found in the annual issue of this publication.

SPECIAL WEATHER SUMMARY

September was an unusually cool month over
Alabama with nighttime temperatures dropping
into the high fifties over some northern areas
on the 5th and Into the low fifties on the 16th

and 17th. Unusually cold air spread over the

State during the last 2 days of September, with
record - breaking temperatures at many places
by the morning of the 30th. Freezing tempera-
tures extended from the Northern Valley south-

westward through the northern parts of the
Upper Plains and Central Appalachian Mountain
areas, through much of the Eastern Valley,
and into much of the Piedmont Plateau. Heflin
in the Piedmont Plateau reported a low of 29°

on the 30th. During this outbreak of cold air,

on the 29th even Mobile and Gulf Shores re-
ported record breaking cold, with 42° at Mobile.

DIMENSIONAL UNITS : Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used In this bulletin are; Temperature in "F, precipitation and evaporation in inches and wind
movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average dally temperatures from 65°F. In "Supplemental Data" table
directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME : The Station Index shows observation times Id local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight
saving time. Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T. Data In the "Extremes" table, "Dally Precipitation" table, "Daily Temperature" table, "Evaporation
and Wind" table, and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION la measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"
table . Max and mln in "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water In pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Suow on Ground" table are tbe water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL: Entries of snowfall in the "Cllraatologlcal Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include snow
and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and ice.

NORMALS for all stations are climatologlcal standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS, as used in this publication, became effective with data for September 1956.

STATION NAMES : Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with tbe preceding June data will be carried in the July issue
of this bulletin.

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTIONS will be carried only in the June and December issues of this bulletin.

INTERPOLATED VALUES for monthly precipitation totals may be found in the annual issue of this publication.

Additional information regarding the climate of Alabama may be obtained by writing to the Environmental Science Services Administration State Climatologlst
at Weather Bureau Airport Station, Dannelly Field, RFD 2, Montgomery, Alabama 36108, or to any Weather Bureau Office near you. Additional precipitation
data are contained in "HOURLY PRECIPITATION DATA ALABAMA".

DIMENSIONAL UNITS: Unless otherwise Indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in "F, precipitation and evaporation In inches and wind
movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 65^F. In "Supplemental Data" table
directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME: The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight
saving time. Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T. Data in the "Extremes" table, "Dally Precipitation" table, "Dally Temperature" table, "Evaporation
and Wind" table, and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"
table Max and min in "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL: Entries of snowfall in the "Cllraatological Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include snow
and sleet . Entries of snow on ground Include snow, sleet, and Ice.

NORMALS for all stations are cllraatological standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used in this publication, became effective with data for September 1956.

STATION NAMES : Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July issue
of this bulletin

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTIONS will be carried only in the June and December issues of this bulletin.

INTERPOLATED VALUES for monthly precipitation totals may be found in the annual issue of this publication.

DIMENSIONAL UNITS : Unless otherwise Indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in ''F, precipitation and evaporation in inches and wind
movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 65°F. In "Supplemental Data" table
directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME: The Station Index shows observation times In local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight
saving time. Snow on ground In the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6;00 a.m., C.S.T. Data in the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Dally Temperature" table, "Evaporation
and Wind" table, and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION is measured In the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"
table. Siax and mln In "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water In pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published In the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently » occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL : Entries of snowfall in the "Climatologlcal Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include snow
and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and Ice.

NORMALS for all stations are climatologlcal standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used in this publication, became effective with data for September 1956.

STATION NAMES : Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July issue
of this bulletin.

DKIfAYED DATA AND CORRECTIONS will be carried only in the June and December Issues of this bulletin.

SPECIAL WEATHER SUMMARY

The outstanding feature of weather conditions
over Alabama during the month of December was
the unusual number of severe conditions due to

tornadoes, damaging winds, and hail.

Six tornadoes, affecting parts of Jefferson, Mon-
roe, Baldwin, Morgan, Madison, and Sumter
Counties, were confirmed during December.

Severe thunderstorms were associated with the
tornadoes, adding to the destructionjand thunder-
storms, along with strong destructive winds, were
reported from Prichard and Mobile Counties.

Tornadoes during the month were responsible
for two deaths, 29 injuries, and property damage
in excess of $5,000,000.

DIMENSIONAL UNITS : Unless otherwise Indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature In "P, precipitation and evaporation in inches and wind
movement In miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average dally temperatures from 65°?. In "Supplemental Data" table
directions entered In figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME : The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight
saving time . §now on ground In the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T. Data in the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Dally Temperature" table, "Evaporation
and wind" table, and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"
table . Max and mln In "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water In pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALEirr values published In the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
In the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies In the record.

SNOWFALL : Entries of snowfall in the "Climatologlcal Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and In the "Seasonal Snowfall" table. Include snow
and sleet . Entries of snow on ground Include snow, sleet, and Ice.

NORMALS for all stations are climatologlcal standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used In this publication, became effective with data for September 1956.

STATION NAMES : Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July Issue
of this bulletin.

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTIONS will be carried only in the June and December Issues of this bulletin.

INTERP>OLATED VALUES for monthly precipitation totals may be found In the annual Issue of this publication.

Additional Information regarding the climate of Alabama may be obtained by writing to the Environmental Science Sei-vlces Administration State Climatologist
at Weather Bureau Airport Station, Dannelly Field, RFD 2, Montgomery, Alabama 36108, or to any Weather Bureau Office near you. Additional precipitation
data are contained in "HOURLY PRECIPITATION DATA ALABAMA".

DIMENSIONAL UNITS: Unless otherwise Indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are-. Temperature in °F, precipitation and evaporation in inches and wind
movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average dally temperatures from 65"?. In "Supplemental Data" table
directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME: The Station Index shows observation times In local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight
saving time. Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and PAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T. Data in the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation'* table, "Daily Temperature" table, "Evaporation
and Wind" table, and snowfall In the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION is measured In the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"

table . Slax and min in "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies In the record.

SNOWFALL: Entries of snowfall in the "Cllmatological Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include snow
and sleet . Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and ice.

NORMALS for all stations are cllmatological standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS, as used in this publication, became effective with data for September 1956.

STATION NAMES: Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July Issue
of this bulletin

.

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTIONS will be carried only in the June and December issues of this bulletin.

INTERPOLATED VALUES for monthly precipitation totals may be found in the annual issue of this publication.

Additional Information regarding the climate of Alabama may be obtained by writing to the Environmental Science Services Administration State Cllmatologlst
at Weather Bureau Airport Station, Dannelly Field, RFD 2, Montgomery, Alabama 36108, or to any Weather Bureau Office near you. Additional precipitation
data are contained in "HOURLY PRECIPITATION DATA ALABAMA".

DIMENSIONAL UNITS; Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in "F, precipitation and evaporation in inches and wind
movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 65°F. In "Supplemental Data" table
directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME: The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight
saving time. Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T. Data In the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Daily Temperature" table, "Evaporation
and Wind" table, and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION is measured In the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"
taVIe . Hax and mln in "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL: Entries of snowfall in the "Climatologlcal Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and In the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, Include snow
and sleet . Entries of snow on ground Include snow, sleet, and Ice.

NORMALS for all stations are climatologlcal standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used in this publication, became effective with data for September 1956.

STATION NAMES: Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, Indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July issue
of this bulletin.

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTIONS will be carried only in the June and December Issues of this bulletin.

INTERPOLATED VALUES for monthly precipitation totals may be found in the annual issue of this publication.

In "Supplemental Data" table

directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME: The Station Index shows observation times In local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight

saving time. Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these

stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T. Data in the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Daily Temperature" table, "Evaporation

and Wind" table, and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"

table

—Maoc and mln in "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or Ice on the ground. Samples for

obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL: Entries of snowfall in the "Climatologlcal Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include snow

and sleet . Entries of snow on ground Include snow, sleet, and Ice.

NORMALS for all stations are climatologlcal standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used in this publication, became effective with data for September 1956.

STATION NAMES: Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, Indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

DIMENSIONAL UNITS : Unless otherwise Indicated, dimensional units used In this bulletin are: Temperature In "F, precipitation and evaporation In Inches and wind
movement In miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average dally temperatures from 65''F. In "Supplemental Data" table
directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME : The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight
saving time . Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and PAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T. Data in the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Daily Temperature" table, "Evaporation
and Wind" table, and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION is measured In the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"
table . Max and mln in "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the :>nQwpack may result In apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL : Entries of snowfall in the "Climatological Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include anow
and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and ice.

NORMALS for all stations are climatological standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used in this publication, became effective with data for September 1956.

STATION NAMES : Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, Indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July Issue
of this bulletin

DIMENSIONAL UNITS: Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature In "F, precipitation and evaporation In inches and wind
movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average dally temperatures from es^F. In "Supplemental Data" table
directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME: The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight
saving time. Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T. Data in the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Dally Temperature" table, "Evaporation
and Wind" table, and snowfall In the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"
fable . SJax and mln In "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL: Entries of snowfall In the "Cllmatological Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include snow
and sleet . Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and ice.

NORMALS for all stations are cllmatological standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used In this publication, became effective with data for September 1956.

STATION NAMES: Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance In miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July issue
of this bulletin.

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTIONS will be carried only in the June and December Issues of this bulletin.

INTERPOLATED VALUES for monthly precipitation totals may be found in the annual issue of this publication.

Additional Information regarding the climate of Alabama may be obtained by writing to the Environmental Science Services Administration State Cllmatologlst
at Weather Bureau Airport Station, Dannelly Field, RFD 2, Montgomery, Alabama 36108, or to any Weather Bureau Office near you. Additional precipitation
data are contained In "HOURLY PRECIPITATION DATA ALABAMA".

DIMENSIONAL UNITS: Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in °F, precipitation and evaporation in Inches and wind
movement In miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average dally temperatures from 65^F. In "Supplemental Data" table
directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind Is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME: The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight
saving time. Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T. Data In the "Extremes' table, "Dally Precipitation" table, "Dally Temperature" table, "Evaporation
and Wind" table, and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"

table . Sax and mln in "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies In the record.

SNOWFALL: Entries of snowfall in the "Climatological Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include snow
and sleet . Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and Ice.

NORMALS for all stations are climatological standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used in this publication, became effective with data for September 1956.

STATION NAMES: Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July issue
of this bulletin

.

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTIONS will be carried only in the June and December issues of this bulletin.

INTERPOLATED VALUES for monthly precipitation totals may be found in the annual issue of this publication.

OBSERVATION TIME : The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take tbe observations on daylight
saving time. Snow on ground In tbe "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T. Data la the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Daily Temperature" table, "Evaporation
and Wind" table, and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION Is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"
table .

Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result In apparent inconsistencies in tbe record.

Additional precipitation
data are contained in "HOURLY PRECIPITATION DATA ALABAMA".

DIMENSIONAL UNITS: Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are; Temperature in "F, precipitation and evaporation in Inches and wind

movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average dally temperatures from SST. In "Supplemental Data" table
directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME: The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight

saving time. Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T. Data in the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Daily Temperature" table, "Evaporation
and Wind" table, and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"

table . jJax and mln in "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water In pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for

obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL: Entries of snowfall In the "Cllmatological Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include snow
and sleet . Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and ice.

NORMALS for all stations are cllmatological standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used In this publication, became effective with data for September 1956.

STATION NAMES: Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July issue
of this bulletin.

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTIONS will be carried only In the June and December issues of this bulletin.

INTERPOLATED VALUES for monthly precipitation totals may be found In the annual issue of this publication.

For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T. Data In the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Daily Temperature" table, "Evaporation

and Wind" table, and snowfall In the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION Is measured In the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4~foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"

Hax and mln in "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for

obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL: Entries of snowfall in the "Climatologlcal Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and In the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include snow
and sleet . Entries of snow on ground Include snow, sleet, and ice.

NORMALS for all stations are climatologlcal standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used in this publication, became effective with data for September 1956.

STATION NAMES: Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July issue
of this bulletin.

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTIONS will be carried only In the June and December Issues of this bulletin.

INTERPOLATED VALUES for monthly precipitation totals may be found in the annual issue of this publication.

During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight

saving time. Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these

stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T. Data in the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Dally Temperature" table, "Evaporation

and Wind" table, and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION la measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"

Max and min In "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water In pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for

obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability

in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL: Entries of snowfall in the "Climatological Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include snow
and sleet . Entries of snow on ground Include snow, sleet, and Ice.

NORMALS for all stations are climatological standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVI SIONS , as used In this publication, became effective with data for September 1956.

STATION NAMES : Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried In the July issue
of this bulletin.

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ALABAMA - NOVEMBER 1968

SPECIAL WEATHER SUMMARY
Tornado occurrences are rare in south and
central Alabama during the month of November.
This November is an exception with tornadoes
on two days. Two of the tornadoes were very
destructive, with an unusually wide and long path.

The first and most destructive tornado was on
the 3d late in the afternoon, and affected mainly
Mobile and Baldwin Counties, and to a lesser
extent, Escambia County, The tornado touched
down first about 8 miles northwest of downtown
Mobile, and moved east-northeast about 20 m.p.h.
across Saraland, where damage was extensive.
The storm lifted east of Saraland near the river
delta, then touched the ground again west of

Bay Minette, and moved across the heart of

Bay Minette with extensive damage. The tornado
lifted again east of Bay Minette, and then touched
down briefly at two rural spots in Escambia
County near Canoe and Brewton. The path of

destruction with this tornado was about 400
yards and its length about 70 miles. No lives

were lost, but 18 persons were injured, none
seriously. Property damage has been estimated
at $3 million.

On the 17th a tornado touched down soon after
noon about 9 miles southwest of the center of

Clanton and moved northeast about 40 m.p.h.
for a distance of 38 miles before lifting in

Coosa County about 3 miles north of Rockford.
This storm was unusual because the path of

destruction was about 400 yards wide and con-
tinuous for its entire length, shattering most
structures in its path, and destroying hundreds
of acres of forest. The path was over rural
areas and woodland, but, even so, damage was
estimated at $750,000; 15 houses were de-
molished and about 25 damaged; 1 person was
killed and 9 injured.

Another tornado occurred on the 17th in Choctaw
County. The path was only about 10 miles long
and mainly over woodland and farmland.

Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 65°F. In "Supplemental Data" table

directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind Is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME- The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight

saving time Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these

stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T. Data in the "Extremes" table, "Dally Precipitation" table, "Daily Temperature" table, "Evaporation

and Wind" table, and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION Is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"

table

Hax and mln In "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation,

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or lee on the ground. Samples for

obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability

In the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies In the record.

SNOWFALL: Entries of snowfall in the "Cllmatological Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include snow

and sleet . Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and Ice.

NORMALS for all stations are cllmatological standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used in this publication, became effective with data for September 1956.

STATION NAMES: Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, Indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried In the July Issue
of this bulletin.

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTIONS will be carried only in the June and December issues of this bulletin.

Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 0S^F. In "Supplemental Data" table
directions entered In figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind Is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME : The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight
saving time. Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and PAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T. Data in the "Extremes" table, "Dally Precipitation" table, "Daily Temperature" table, "Evaporation
and Wind" table, and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION Is measured In the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"
table . flax and mln In "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published In the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result in apparent Inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL: Entries of snowfall in the "Cllmatologlcal Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include snow
and sleet. Entries of snow on ground Include snow, sleet, and ice.

NORMALS for all stations are climatological standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used In this publication, became effective with data for September 1956.

STATION NAMES : Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July iasue
of this bulletin.
