DIMENSIONAL UNITS : Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in "F, precipitation and evaporation in inches and
wind movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 65^F. In "Supplemental Data"
table directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME : The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight
saving time, 0ata in the "Extremes" table, "Dally Precipitation" table, "Daily Temperature" table, and "Evaporation and Wind" table, when published, are for
the 24 hours ending at time of observation,

EVAPORATION is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"
table. Max and Min in "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published In the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
Id the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL : Entries of snowfall in the "Climatological Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table. Include
snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and ice.

NORMALS for all stations are climatological standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used in this publication, became effective with data for May 1956.

STATION NAMES| : Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance In miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July
issue of this bulletin.

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FLORIDA - APRIL 1967

SPECIAL WEATHER SUMMARY

As April 1967 ended, the state of Florida was
feeling the effects of a prolonged drought. Feb-
ruary rainfall had been normal or above in all

sections of the State, but March and April were
not so kind.

Rainfall totals in March reached the 1931-1960
normal only in parts of the eastern keys and Dade
County on the lower east coast. Greatest March
deficits occurred in the western panhandle, where
less than 1 inch of the normal 6 plus inches fell.

Most of the peninsula and the western keys
received less than an inch compared to a normal
2-1/2 to 4-1/2 inches. Central and eastern pan-
handle sections received about 30 to 50 percent
of the March normal.

In April, measurable rainfall was almost totally

non-existent in the South Central and Everglades
and SW Coast Divisions. Some stations in the
northwest reported 2 inches or more on the
14th or 15th and a very few peninsula stations
reported an isolated shower of about 2 inches
on different dates. For most of the State, how-
ever, April totals were zero or only a few
hundredths of an inch.

Weather Bureau stations in Tampa, Lakeland, and
Daytona Beach all reported their first April with-
out measurable rainfall since the beginning of re-
cords. At Lakeland, it was the first month with
zero rainfall since December 1924.

The cumulative effects of the long dry spell became
more evident as the month progressed. Falling
water tables, parched pastures, brush fires, and
reduced crop yield were noted in varying degrees
throughout the State, but the situation was most
acute in central and southern sections.

Dry weather problems were further aggravated
by average temperatures which varied from
slightly above normal on the Lower East Coast
to much above normal in the north and north-
west. Cold frontal passages at about 5-day
intervals caused the weather in most areas to be
rather windy, but produced no cooling of con-

sequence. It was not until the 27th that really

cool air moved into the State. The minimum tem-
peratures of 41° at Tallahassee and 47° at Tampa

on the 29th established record lows for so late
in the season.

There were many reports of wells going dry in

southern Florida as ground water levels fell.

Information published by the U. S. Geological
Survey in Tallahassee indicates that the level
of most major lakes was near the long term
average at the end of April, but many were
falling at a rate considerably greater than is

usual for the season. Lakes Arbuckle, Poinsett,
and Crooked Lake, all in south-central Florida,

j

were at or approaching record low levels for the
month. Only Lake Jackson in the northwest and '

Lake Kerr in north-central Florida were sub-
i

stantially above the long term average. Lake
J

Okeechobee, Florida's largest lake, fell almost
a foot in April, but at the end of the month it

was only about 4 inches below average for the
j

time of year.
|

Pastures in central and south Florida were in
j

very poor condition, and the area has been
I

classed by the U. S. Department of Agriculture
as one of severe drought. Forage grass Is short
and dry, especially on higher, non- irrigated land.

Most cattle and calves were still in generally
||

good to fair condition according to the Florida
Crop and Livestock Reporting Service, U.S.D.A.,
in Orlando. Supplemental feeding has occurred in ,

some areas, but is not general. There is no i|

evidence of significant mortality in calves or
cattle. Water for range cattle was the most
critical problem for producers as ditches and
creeks dried up and some wells went dry.

This has forced moving cattle, digging of water-
ijj

ing holes, and deepening of wells to supply stock '

water.

Citrus trees generally were in good shape because
of the extensive use of irrigation. In non-irrigated

groves, new growth and bloom have been in-

hibited and some fruit has been reported" soften-

ing up." Severe wilt and defoliation have been
limited largely to non-irrigated groves whose
root structures have been damaged by disease

or previous high water tables. Effects of dry

weather have been most noticeable in areas
of Highland, Polk, DeSoto, Hardee, and west
coast counties from Manatee south.

SPECIAL WEATHER SUMMARY

The worst spring drought in over 20 years
continued in the keys, the southern peninsula,
and along the east coast. May rainfall in the
drought area averaged 20 to 30 percent of

the 1931-1960 normal. Rainfall was near normal
for the month in the north and northwest.

Most of the rain measured in the State fell on
the 22d and 23d in connection with a cold frontal
passage. Totals in the north and northwest
averaged 1 to 4 inches and .25 to .50 fell on the
southern peninsula. A week earlier, another
cold front had brought an average of 1 inch to the
area from Lake Okeechobee southward.

At least three stations, Fernandina Beach, Saint
Augustine, and Saint Leo Abbey experienced 75
consecutive days, each with less than 0.20 inch
of rain before the general rain of the 22d-
A statistical analysis of 40 years of past records
indicates that the probability of such a spring
dry spell occurring during a given year at any
of these stations is less than 1 in 100.

Lakeland's longest spring drought of record,
36 days without any measurable rainfall, ended
with a light shower on the 5th. West Palm
Beach reported a monthly total of .39 inch for

their driest May on record. In April, West Palm
Beach reported .04 inch for their driest month
on record.

In meteorological terms, the 1967 spring drought
has been much more uniform statewide than the

1945 drought, but the latter was more severe
in the southern portion of the State. This is

borne out by the Palmer drought index figures

for May 1945 and May 1967.

The Palmer drought index provides a measure
of the degree to which recent weather has been
abnormally dry or abnormally wet. Tempera-
ture observations are used to estimate the rate

at which moisture is evaporated and rainfall

measurements indicate the replenishment of the
water supply. The index is zero when rainfall
is just sufficient to maintain normal evaporation,
runoff, and moisture storage. A value of -1 to -2
indicates a mild drought, -2 to -3 moderate
drought, -3 to -4 severe drought, and -4 or lower
extreme drought.

The lowest values reached by the Palmer drought
index in May 1967 and the values for May 1945 are
presented for five of the climatological divisions
in the State.

normal In the northwest, above normal in the

northeast and central portions, and much above
normal in the south. Key West's mean tempera-
ture of 82.8° was 3.8° above normal and was
the highest for any May since 1873.

Unusually warm weather around the middle of

the month caused record highs for so early in

the season to fall at Daytona Beach on the 12th

and Lakeland on the 13th. Also on the 13th,

Jacksonville experienced its first 100° tempera-
ture in over 10 years.

In agricultural terms, the State's most serious
drought problem is still livestock and pastures.
According to the Florida Crop and Livestock
Reporting Service, U. S. D. A., pastures in the
north and west are in poor to fair condition.

Central and south Florida pastures are still

in very poor condition. Grazing has become
increasingly restricted and is now largely limited
to pastures which can still be irrigated and to such
feed as can be found in swamps.

The State Agriculture Commissioner reported

that a grant from the U. S. Department of
Agriculture has financed digging of some 265
water pits and 218 water wells to provide water
for thirsty cattle in south Florida. An additional
grant is pending.

The Federal-State Agricultural Weather Service
at Lakeland, Florida, reports that non-irrigated
citrus groves in poorly drained areas have
heavy loss of leaves and new set fruit. In well
drained groves (deep root 3), citrus trees are in

fair to good condition.

Preliminary reports from the U. S. Geological
Survey, Water Resources Division, indicate that

May stream flow was at or below the long-term
median in all major streams throughout the
State. Streams at or near record low levels
include the Ochlockonee River near Havana,
Florida, the Peace River at Arcadia, Fisheating
Creek at Palm dale, the St. Johns River near
Christmas, the Myakka River near Sarasota, and
the Shoal River near Crestview.

Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 65°F In "Supplemental Data"table directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME : The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on dayllEhtsaving time, U^ta in the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Daily Temperature" table, and "Evaporation and Wind" table, when published are for

OBSERVATION TIME- The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time» During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight

saving Ume.—Hata In the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Daily Temperature" table, and "Evaporation and Wind" table, when published, are for

the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"

table. and Min in "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

DIMENSIONAL UNITS- Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in °F, precipitation and evaporation In Inches and

wind movement In miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 65°F. In "Supplemental Data"

table directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind Is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME- The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight

saving time.—Bata in the "Extremes" table, "Dally Precipitation" table, "Dally Temperature" table, and "Evaporation and Wind" table, when published, are for

the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION Is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"

table. Sax and Mln In "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for

obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability

in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL : Entries of snowfall in the "Cllmatologlcal Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table. Include

snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and ice.

NORMALS for all stations are cllmatologlcal standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used in this publication, became effective with data for May 1956.

STATION NAMES : Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, Indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES: Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July

Issue of this bulletin.

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTIONS will be carried only in the June and December Issues of this bulletin.

INTERPOLATED VALUES for monthly precipitation totals may be found In the annual issue of this publication.

DIMENSIONAL UNITS : Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used In this bulletin are: Temperature In "F, precipitation and evaporation in inches and
wind movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 65°F. In "Supplemental Data"
table directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind Is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME : The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight
saving time, ^ata In the "Extremes" table, "Dally Precipitation" table, "Daily Temperature" table, and "Evaporation and Wind" table, when published, are for
the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION Is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"
table . Sax and Win In "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation,

WATER EQUIVALENT values published In the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or Ice on the ground. Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result In apparent Inconsistencies In the record.

SNOWFALL : Entries of snowfall in the "Cllmatologlcal Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, Include
snow a»d sleet. Entries of snow on ground Include snow, sleet, and ice.

NORMALS for all stations are cllmatologlcal standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used in this publication, became effective with data for May 1956.

STATION NAMES : Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, Indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July
issue of tbis bulletin.

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTTIONS will be carried only In the June and December issues of this bulletin.

INTERPOLATED VALUES for monthly precipitation totals may be found In the annual issue of this publication.

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FLORIDA - DECEMBER 1967

SPECIAL WEATHER SUMMARY

An outbreak of tornadoes occurred in the Florida
panhandle on the morning of Sunday, December 10,

1967. Two persons were fatally injured and 15
required hospitalization. More than 80 persons
were treated at local hospitals and released.
Damage estimates ran into the millions of dollars.

Temperatures mostly in the 55° to 75' range had
prevailed since December 6. Scattered light

showers occurred on the 7th and 8th. But the signs
of an imminent change in weather conditions were
beginning to appear.

On December 6, the Jet stream, a band of high-
speed winds aloft, extended across the United
States in a generally west to east direction far
enough north to shield the gulf coast from any
clashes between warm and cold airmasses. On
the 7th, conditions upstream began to change
when the jet stream made a southward dip into

southern Nevada. By the evening of the 8th, a

major trough of low pressure aloft had formed
over New Mexico and Colorado. On the 9th, the

trough intensified sharply and winds aloft at about
18,000 feet over west Florida increased and
started blowing from a more southerly direction.

An increase in the northward flow of warm, moist
air from the Gulf of Mexico resulted.

At 1:00 a.m. on the morning of December 10,

the leading edge of an eastward-moving cold
airmass extended from western Arkansas to the

Texas gulf coast. A line of heavy thundershowers
was approaching Mobile, Alabama, from the west.

The stage was set.

The first tornado struck Fort Walton Beach and
Ocean City between 3:00 and 3:30 a.m. It was
about three-quarters of a mile wide and moved
northward about 5 miles before it dissipated.

Nine business establishments were totally de-
stroyed, 11 suffered major damage, and 12

suffered lesser damage. Thirty-five homes were

destroyed and 290 were damaged to varying
degrees. A 3-year-old girl was killed and 40
persons were injured, 5 seriously. Part of the
affected area was heavily wooded with large
pine trees, many of which were uprooted or
damaged. Estimates vary widely, but total damage
was probably between $3 and $4 million.

The second tornado struck a rural section of

Walton County in the pre-dawn hours, destroying
one home and damaging several others. At
about 7:00 a.m., a third tornado struck Washing-
ton County between Caryville and Bonifay. It

destroyed two homes west of Bonifay and traveled
northeast into Holmes County.

At 8:05 a.m., a tornado slammed into the Cape-
hart housing development, at Tyndall Air Force
Base near Panama City, leaving an area of de-
struction about 250 yards on a side. The storm
skipped across the bay and touched down again
in the communities of Parker and Callaway.
At Tyndall, 39 masonry homes were destroyed
or severely damaged. One person was killed and
34 were injured, 10 seriously. Damage at Parker
and Callaway was less severe, consisting mainly
of missing roofs, overturned trailers, and up-
rooted trees. Damage was between $2 and $3
million at Tyndall Air Force Base, and about

$100,000 at Parker and Callaway.

Tornado number five destroyed four farmhouses
and several barns in a rural area between Blounts-

town and Altha in Calhoun County at about 10:00

a.m. A sixth tornado destroyed two unoccupied
cottages and overturned two house trailers in

Gulf County at 11:00 a.m.

No other tornadoes were confirmed as part of

this outbreak, although it is possible that one or

more unreported tornadoes touched down briefly

in unpopulated areas.

Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average dally temperatures from 65°F. In "Supplemental Data"

table directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind Is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME; The Station Index shows observation times In local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight

saving time. 5ata in the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Dally Temperature" table, and "Evaporation and Wind" table, when published, are for

the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"

table.—iSax and Min In "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water In pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for

obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability

in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL : Entries of snowfall in the "Cllmatological Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, Include

snow apd sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and lee.

NORMALS for all stations are cllmatological standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS, as used in this publication, became effective with data for May 1956.

STATION NAMES: Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, Indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and beating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried In the July
issue of this bulletin.

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTTIONS will be carried only in the June and December issues of this bulletin.

INTERPOLATED VALUES for monthly precipitation totals nay be found in the annual issue of this publication.

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FLORIDA - FEBRUARY 196 8

SPECIAL WEATHER SUMMARY
This was on average the coldest February in

10 years in mainland Florida, and one of the
two or three coldest of the century. Only the
Keys managed to escape the extended period
of very cold weather. Preliminary figures in-

dicate that temperatures averaged 5° to 10" below
the 1931-1960 normal on the mainland, but only
1.9° below normal at Key West.

After the first few days of the month, when tem-
peratures were near or above normal, the mercury
settled into its below-normal rut. Although tem-
peratures remained consistently below normal the
rest of the month, there was no one freeze which
could be considered a major freeze in the usual
sense of the word. Many peninsula locations
failed to record even a single below-freezing tem-
perature. In the colder sections of the Ever-
glades, temperatures dipped as low as the upper
twenties on two or three mornings, but the dura-
tions of below-freezing temperatures were only an
hour or 2, and freeze damage was not extensive.

At Tallahassee and Pensacola, where records go
back to the 1880' s, this was the third coldest
February on record; only in 1895 and 1958 did

February average colder than in 1968. At Tampa,
this February was second only to 1958 and aver-
aged 0.1° colder than February 1895. At most
other peninsula locations, February 1968 was
slightly warmer than in 1947 or 1958.

Rainfall for the month was above normal on the

Keys and Lower East Coast, about normal In the

Everglades, and generally below normal else-
where. The moderate drought in the central

peninsula continued to worsen due to the cumula-
tive effects of a prolonged rainfall deficiency.
Although the drought is centered in the main
citrus belt, only in the Lower East Coast and
Keys are conditions more favorable than at the
same time 1 year ago.

A drought is a period of abnormally dry weather,
sufficiently prolonged for the lack of water to cause
a serious hydrologic imbalance in the affected
area (i.e. depleted soil moisture, reduced stream
flow, lowered water tables, etc.). Drought sever-
ity depends upon the degree of moisture deficiency,
the duration, and to a lesser extent the size of the
affected area.

The present situation in central Florida may be
thought of as an extension of the 1967 spring
drought. The rains of June, July, and August
brought temporary relief, but with a dry autumn
conditions steadily worsened. It now appears
that as far as central Florida is concerned, the
summer of 1967 was only a brief wet spell within
a longer dry period. Above normal rainfall in

December produced a slight easing of the situation,

but in January rainfall was again below normal.

The lower evaporation losses due to cool weather
and shorter days have kept the drought from
worsening more rapidly this winter. The moist-
ure requirements of plants are also lower in

the cooler seasons. Without substantial rainfall

in the next few months, however, the situation

could deteriorate rapidly with the advent of longer
days and higher temperatures.

DIMENSIONAL UNITS- Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in °F, precipitation and evaporation in inches and

wind movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 65 F. In "Supplemental Data"

table directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME- The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight

saving flme.—Data in the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Daily Temperature" table, and "Evaporation and Wind" table, when published, are for

the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diajneter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"

tMe. Sfax and Min In "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for

obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability

in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL : Entries of snowfall in the "Climatological Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include

snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and ice.

NORMALS for all stations are climatological standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS, as used in this publication, became effective with data for May 1956.

STATION NAMES: Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES: Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July

issue of this bulletin.

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTIONS will be carried only in the June and December issues of this bulletin.

INTERPOLATED VALUES for monthly precipitation totals may be found in the annual issue of this publication.

SPECIAL WEATHER SUMMARY
For the second consecutive year, central Florida
is in the grip of a severe spring drought. Rain-
fall for the 4 months of 1968 has averaged between
30 and 60 percent of the 1931- 1Q60 normal on the
mainland and about 95 percent of normal in the
Keys. In 1967, annual rainfall totals fell below
the normal by 3 to 6 inches in the north and
northwest and 7 to 11 inches in the Everglades
and the central peninsula. Rainfall totals in

1967 were near normal only on the lower east
coast and in the Keys.

In peninsular Florida, 1968 to date has been
a dry portion of what so far has been a very
dry decade. The relative dryness of the past
7 years and the cumulative effect of recent
dry weather are illustrated in the table below.
Tabulated values are average annual rainfall

for 1961-1967, average annual rainfall for the
relatively wet 1941-1960 period, and preliminary
Palmer Drought Index values for the week of

April 27 to May 3, 1968. The Palmer Drought
Index indicates the degreeto which recent weather
has been abnormally wet or dry. A value of is

As might be expected, the prolonged rainfall

deficiency has resulted in a depletion of water
reserves, both surface and sub- surface, in the

drought area. According to the U. S. Geological

Survey in Tallahassee, the elevation of most
Florida lakes is below the long-term median and

dropping. Among the many lakes which are at

or near record low levels for this time of year
are Crooked Lake near Babson Park, Lake Butler

at Windermere, Lake Minnehaha at Clermont,

and Lake Poinsett near Cocoa.

The Florida Crop and Livestock Reporting Service

of Orlando reported on April 30 that low areas.

especially muck and irrigated pastures are still

providing fair to good grazing. Stockmen, as a
result of last year's emergency relief program
for water, apparently have a sufficient supply of
stock water in most areas. Cattle condition
varies from poor to fair, depending upon avail-
able grazing or supplemental food. Extensive
and constant irrigation in most areas has kept
most citrus trees in good condition. Most non-
irrigated groves show wilt and subsequent heavy
leaf drop. Groves on marginal land, and those
with shallow root systems, are in poor condition.

On April 17, Governor Claude Kirk declared a

drought emergency in 30 counties from Jefferson
County south and eastward. The area was ex-
tended on April 24 to include all but the 15
westernmost counties of the State. The emergen-
cy declaration makes it unlawful to build a
campfire or burn trash, or other material that

may cause a woods' fire.

Many conservation measures were instituted dur-
ing the month to conserve water and other natural
resources. The Game and Fresh Water Fish
Commission removed bag limits on fresh water
game fish in Dade, Broward, Monroe, and most of

Collier County as many lakes and ponds dried
up. Irrigation of 175 square miles of groveland
in St. Lucie and Martin Counties was halted for

a time by the Central and Southern Flood Control
District due to low water in Canal C-23. The
U. S. Army Engineer District Office in Jackson-
ville announced that the flow of water to Ever-
glades National Park through spillway gates

along the Tamiami Trail would be continued in

order to share the dwindling water supply with

the birds and animals of the park. Under a

previous agreement, water flow to the park
was to have ceased on May 1.

One of the inevitable results of drought in Florida,

the sinkhole, made its appearance again in April.

In Winter Haven, a gaping hole 90 feet across and
60 feet deep swallowed up most of one house and
threatened two others. Other large sinkholes

appeared near Polk City, Bartow, and Plant

City. Sinkholes occur when subterranean lime-
stone caverns, drained of water by falling water
tables, collapse leaving a large hole in the ground.

Another inevitable result of prolonged drought

in Florida is the muck fire. Mixed with early

morning fog, smoke from muck fires occasionally

drifts across highways causing many accidents.

Muck - organic matter containing its own oxygen

supply - has the capability of burning under-

ground. Unless suppressed by flooding with

water, muck fires may smolder for weeks.

Muck fires were a common occurrence in Florida

this month.

OBSERVATION TIME- The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight

saving time.—Sata In the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Daily Temperature" table, and "Evaporation and Wind" table, when published, are for

the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diajneter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"

table.—Ma5t and Min In "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water In pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for

obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability

in the snowpack may result In apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL: Entries of snowfall in the "Climatologlcal Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include

snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and ice.

NORMALS for all stations are climatologlcal standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used in this publication, became effective with data for May 1956.

STATION NAMES: Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, Indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES: Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July

issue of this bulletin.

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTIONS will be carried only In the June and December issues of this bulletin.

INTERPOLATED VALUES for monthly precipitation totals may be found in the annual Issue of this publication.

SPECIAL WEATHER SUMMARY
May 1968 marked the end of the spring drought
In south Florida and an easing of the severe
drought conditions in the central peninsula. Only
in that part of the State west of the Apalachicola
River was May rainfall significantly below the
1931-1960 normal.

Record rainfall totals for the month of May were
recorded at many places south of Lake Okeecho-
bee. The 10.32 inches at Fort Myers breaks a

record set in 1873. Records at Fort Myers go
back to 1851, with a few early years missing.
The record is continuous since 1887. The
wettest county was Dade, where most reporting
stations received more than 13 inches and Royal
Palm Ranger Station measured a v/hopping 23.84
Inches.

Lake levels in south Florida, although still below
normal, leveled off or showed rises. Normally,
lake levels in Florida decline in May as evapora-
tion and water use exceed the normal May rainfalL

At the end of May, preliminary Palmer Drought
Index figures indicate that only in the North
Central Division is the drought sufficiently acute
to warrant the designation "severe." Even in

that division, conditions are significantly better
than at the end of April. The drought is moderate
in the South Central and slight in the North and
Northwest Divisions. In the Lower East Coast
and Keys Divisions, the condition at the end of

May can best be described as a moderate wet spell.

In the Everglades and Southwest Coast Division,
a slight wet spell appears to be underway.

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FLORIDA - JUNE 196 8

SPECIAL WEATHER SUMMARY
June 1968 was one of the wettest months of
record in much of south Florida, but moderate
drought continued in the northwest. Showers
were an almost daily occurrence on the lower
east coast, where several stations logged monthly
totals in excess of 20 inches. In the central
and northern sections of the peninsula, where
rainfall totals were mostly between 10 and 16
inches, about half of the monthly total was
associated with Tropical Storm Abby. The driest
area was the section of the Gulf Coast between
Cedar Key and Panama City, with monthly rain-
fall generally less than 2 inches.

Hurricane Abby moved northward between the
Dry Tortugas and Key West on the evening of
Monday, June 3, with maximum sustained winds
of barely hurricane force near the center of the
storm. Although winds of gale force were ob-
served in the Keys for about 26 hours, maximum
sustained winds were only about 45 m.p.h. from
the southeast, and highest tides at Key West
were less than 1 foot above normal. Damage
was minor. One death indirectly caused by
the storm occurred at Key West when a year-
old girl wandered away from her grandmother
and drowned in a pool of rainwater 8 inches deep.

Abby moved inland on the southwest coast near
Punta Gorda in Charlotte County after weakening
rapidly on the morning of Tuesday, June 4.

Maximum sustained winds along the coast were
about 25 m.p.h., with peak gusts near 40 m.p.h.
Only minor local flooding and wind damage
occurred. Tides were only slightly above normal
south of Punta Gorda and 1/2 to 1 foot below
normal in the Tampa Bay area.

Abby became disorganized and continued north-
eastward, exiting the peninsula near Titusville

late Tuesday afternoon. During her trip across
the State, she was attended by maximum sus-

tained winds of 25 to 30 m.p.h., with gusts to
about 45 m.p.h. Damage was minor and due
primarily to local flooding.

After moving off the east coast, Abby made a
southward loop to the Vero Beach area before
moving north-northwestward along the coast on
Thursday, June 6, crossing into Georgia Thursday
night. Abby intensified over the Atlantic coastal
waters, but did not regain hurricane intensity.
Maximum sustained winds in exposed coastal
sections were about 40 to 55 m.p.h., with peak
gusts to about 70 m.p.h. Wind speeds dropped
off a short distance Inland to 30 to 40 m.p.h.,
with occasional gusts as high as 55 m.p.h.
Highest tides were 2 to 3 feet above normal.
At the NASA Pad 39A, a 5-minute wind speed
of 69 m.p.h., with a peak gust of 87 m.p.h.,
was measured on a 60-foot tower.

Damage along the east coast from Brevard
County northward was minor and consisted mostly
of broken tree limbs; downed small trees, signs,
and powerlines; some beach erosion; and minor
local flooding. Local flooding was most extensive
in the Titusville-Cocoa area, where some stations
measured storm totals of about 14 inches. Dam-
age estimates ran as high as $150,000 in the
Titusville-Cocoa area, mostly in extra man-hours
for clean-up crews.

Three small tornadoes occurred around the

periphery of Abby's circulation. The first oc-
curred at Pineda Bar in Brevard County at

6:30 a.m., e.d.t. It moved about 600 yards
along the bank of the Indian River. The second
tornado touched down only briefly in the NASA
Kennedy Space Center industrial area at about

8:15 a.m. The third occurred the following

morning at 9:10 a.m. at Haines City in Polk
County. No tornado deaths or injuries were
reported.

DIMENSIONAL UNITS :
Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in "F, precipitation and evaporation in Inches and

wind movement In miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 65^F. In "Supplemental Data"
table directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind Is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME : The Station Index shows observation times In local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight
saving time. 5ata in the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Dally Temperature" table, and "Evaporation and Wind" table, when published, are for
the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"
table . Max and Min in "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation,

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or Ice on the ground. Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result in apparent Inconsistencies in the record,

SNOWFALL : Entries of snowfall in the "Climatological Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include
snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and ice.

NORMALS for all stations are climatological standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used in this publication, became effective with data for May 1956.

STATION NAMES: Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July

DIMENSIONAL UNITS
:

Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in F, precipitation and evaporation in inches and
wind movement In miles. Monthly degree day totals are the suras of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 65'^F. In "Supplemental Data"
table directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME :
The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the surainer months some observers take the observations on daylight

saving time. D^ta In the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Daily Temperature" table, and "Evaporation and Wind" table, when published, are for
the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4~foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"
table. Sax and Min in "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL :
Entries of snowfall in the "Cllmatologlcal Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include

snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and ice,

NORMALS for all stations are cllmatologlcal standard noimals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used in this publication, became effective with data for May 1956.

STATION NAMES : Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July
Issue of this bulletin.

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTIONS will be carried only in the June and December Issues of this bulletin.

FLORIDA - OCTOBER 1968

SPECIAL WEATHER SUMMARY
Tropical Storm Gladys formed in the Caribbean on
the morning of October 15, 1968, and became a
hurricane shortly before crossing the south
coast of western Cuba. After emerging into
the Florida Straits about noon October 16, Gladys
drifted slowly northward, passing just to the
west of Dry Tortugas the evening of the 16th.

Highest sustained wind observed in the Keys
was 64 m.p.h. at Dry Tortugas with gusts to
86. Maximum sustained wind at Key West was
4Q m.p.h. The only other wind gust of hurricane
force measured in the Keys was 87 m.p.h. at

Plantation Key. Highest tides were about 0.6
foot above normal and damage in the Keys was
minimal.

Gladys continued slowly north- northwestward on
the 17th, maintaining minimum hurricane in-
tensity. She stalled for a few hours about 75
miles west of St. Petersburg on the morning of
October 18. Shortly after noon, Gladys started
moving toward the northeast and made landfall
about midnight the morning of October 19 near
Homosassa in southern Citrus County.

Sustained hurricane force winds were confined
to the west coastal area from Clearwater to

Bayport and maximum gusts were in the 100
m.p.h. range. The cooperative observer at

Bayport reported that southeast winds had reached
gusts of 84 m.p.h. when his anemometer, to-

gether with the roof of his house, was blown
away. Highest tide observed at St. Petersburg
was 5.0 feet above m. s.l. (4.3 feet above normal
high tide) at 11:30 p.m. October 18. Highest
tides in the coastal sections of Citrus and
Hernando Counties were estimated by local ob-
servers to be about 3 feet above normal high
tide.

Wind damage was most extensive in the coastal
section of Pasco County from Vista Del Mar
and Signal Cove northward through Hudson and
Aripeka. Many mobile homes were rolled over,

boat houses demolished, billboards torn apart,

and trees uprooted, but few homes of concrete
block or better construction sustained serious

damage.

Considerable erosion occurred along the west
coast beaches. Coastal flooding was extensive

In the Sunset Beach and Tarpon Springs areas.

Most of Sunset Beach was under water for a time
and several houses on the Gulf side were under-
mined and not salvageable. At the height of the

storm, water was about 1-1/2 feet over the sea-

walls at Tarpon Springs even though local reports

indicated that the tide was only 3 feet above normal
high water. The seawall was washed away at a

few places on the Tierra Verde Isles. In a few
places north of Sunset Beach along Treasure
Island and Madeira Beach where there were low

spots, the Gulf waters washed sand onto the
main street. Gulf Boulevard. At Clearwater
Beach, the south end of the main street had
sand on it but water did not reach any of the
buildings. Further south in the Fort Myers
area, tides were 2-1/2 feet above norm.il and
storm damage was minimal.

Gladys crossed the peninsula at about 15 m.p.h.,
passing just south of Ocala, and she continued
on out to sea near St. Augustine. All across
the State from landfall to the Atlantic Coast,
Gladys left a trail of uprooted trees, fallen
powerllnes, and some unroofed homes. Rainfall
flooding was negligible. Highest winds were
only slightly below hurricane force in a small
area near the center of the storm as she crossed
the State. In the Ocala area, great numbers of
trees were uprooted resulting in extensive damage
to power and telephone lines and blocking of many
roads.

Fortunately for residents along the northeast
coast, Gladys moved offshore during an outgoing
tide so that tidal flooding was not a problem
there and water did not break over the seawall.
Wind damage was relatively minor along the
east coast even though a peak gust of 74 m.p.h.
was measured at Jacksonville Beach.

Two confirmed tornadoes occurred in connection
with Gladys in Florida. The first damaged a

warehouse and truck-trailer rig in Boca Raton
at about 11 a.m. Oct. 17. Damage was estimated
at about $5,000. The second tornado was a water-
spout which moved into Whitfield Estates (Manatee
County) from the Gulf of Mexico about 8 p.m.
October 18. It did about $35,000 damage to

two homes. Isolated reports of severe local

damage at widely separated locations indicate

that other tornadoes may have touched down
but they were not observed and could not be con-
firmed by supporting evidence.

No fatalities and a few injuries were caused
directly by Hurricane Gladys. Of the three
Florida storm fatalities, two were victims of

heart attacks and one drowned after driving his

car into a flooded ditch.

Total storm damage statewide is estimated at

$6.7 million, $1.4 million in loss of public

property and $5.4 million in damage to private

property. Insured damage was estimated by
the Florida Insurance Commissioner at

$1,120,000. He emphasized that this figure does

not include damage to powerlines, public property,

trees, or damage from rising waters or wave action.

According to the Florida Citrus Mutual, the

major portion of the State's citrus producing
area was undamaged by the storm. In Pinellas

and west Pasco Counties, some individual grape-

fruit crops suffered up to 75 percent loss.

Reports indicate that the overall orange loss
in this hard hit area would not exceed 10 percent.
Some grapefruit losses were also noted in other
counties along the northern edge of the citrus belt.

Total rainfall in most areas affected by Gladys
was 2 to 4 inches, although total storm rainfall

at a few locations did exceed 6 inches. Rainfall
flooding was not a significant contributing factor
in total storm damage.

DIMENSIONAL UNITS: Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used In this bulletin are: Temperature In =F, precipitation and evaporation Id Inches andwind movement in miles Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average dally temperatures from 65-F. In "Supplemental Data"table directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME: The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylightsaving time. Data in the Extremes' table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Dally Temperature" table, and "Evaporation and Wind" table, when published, are for

DIMENSIONAL UNITS : Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are; Temperature in 'F, precipitation and evaporation in Inches and

wind movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 65°F. In "Supplemental Data"
table directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME; The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight
saving time, ^ta in the "Extremes" table, "Dally Precipitation" table, "Dally Temperature" table, and "Evaporation and Wind" table, when published, are for

the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"
taFle. Sax and Mln In "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL : Entries of snowfall in the "Cllmatologlcal Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include
snow g.od sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and ice.

NORMALS for all stations are cllmatologlcal standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

DIVISIONS , as used In this publication, became effective with data for May 1956.

STATION NAMES : Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, Indicate distance In miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES : Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July
issue of this bulletin
