PREPARATION AND PUBLICATION OF THIS BULLETIN

Much of the data presented in this publication comes from observations taken by volunteer
cooperative observers. These observations are mailed after the close of the month to a Wea-
ther Records Processing Center, where they are checked for accuracy and completeness and
placed on punch cards. These cards are used to prepare copy for the various tables. Print-
ing and mailing is done at the National Weather Records Center at Asheville, North Carolina.

The various steps all take time. Records for any state can not be checked by machine until
nearly all of them for that state have been received. Printing can not be done until all the
tables and the text for an issue are completed and assembled.

Constant effort is made to speed up publication and still maintain high quality of the data.
A realistic deadline for mailing the printed Climatological Data has been set as the 15th of
the second following month (45 days after the end of the month for which data are published)

Honthly degree day totals
are the sums of the negative departures of average dally temperatures from 6S*F.

Evaporation Is measured In the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind" Table. Max and Hln in "Evaporation
and Wind" Table refer to extremes of temperature of water In pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

Long-term means for full-time stations (those shown In the Station Index as "U. S. Weather Bureau") are based on the period 1921-19S0, adjusted to represent observations taken at the present
location. Long-term means for all stations except full-time Weather Bureau stations are based on the period 193I-19S5.

Water equivalent values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for obtaining measurements are taken from
different points for successive observations; consequently occasional drifting and other causes of local variability in the snowpack result in apparent inconsistencies In the record.

Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the preceding 12 months will be carried In the June Issue of this bulletin.

Stat Ions appearing in the Index, but for which data are not listed In the tables, are either missing or received too late to be included In
this issue.

Divisions, as used in "Cllmatologlcal Data" Table and on the maps, became effective with data for September 1956.

Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used In this bulletin are: Temperature In °F, precipitation and evaporation In Inches and wind
movement In miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average dally temperatures from 65°F.

Evaporation Is measured In the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation
and Wind" Table. Max and Win in "Evaporation and Wind" Table refer to extremes of temperature of water In pan as recorded during 24 hours ending
at t ime of observat ion

.

Ixjng-term means for full-time stations (those shown in the Station Index as "U. S. Weather Bureau") are based on the period 1921-1950, adjusted
to represent observations taken at the present location. Long-term means for all stations except full-time Weather Bureau stations are based
on the period 1931-1955.

Water equivalent values published In the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground.
Samples for obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently occasional drifting and other
causes of local variability in the snowpack may result In apparent Inconsistencies In the record.

Entries of snowfall In the "Cllmatologlcal Data" Table and the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table, and In the seasonal snowfall table include
snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground Include snow, sleet and ice.

Divisions, as used in "Climatologlcal Data" Table and on the maps, became effective with data for September 1956.

Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in "F, precipitation and evaporation in inches and wind
movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 65°F.

Evaporation Is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation
and Wind" Table. Uax and Mln in "Evaporation and Wind" Table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending
at time of observation.

Long-term means for full-time stations (those shown in the Station Index as "U. S. Weather Bureau") are based on the period 1921-1950, adjusted
to represent observations taken at the present location. Long-term means for all stations except full-time Weather Bureau stations are based
on the period 1931-1955.

Water equivalent values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground.
Samples for obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently occasional drifting and other
causes of local variability In the snowpack may result in apparent Inconsistencies in the record.

Entries of snowfall in the "Climatologlcal Data" Table and the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table, and in the seasonal snowfall table include
snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground Include snow, sleet and Ice.

Data in the "Daily Precipitation" Table; "Daily Temperature" Table; and "Evaporation and Wind" Table; and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow
on Ground" Table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation. The station Index shows observation times in local
standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight saving time.

Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T.

In the Station Index the letters C, G, H, and J in the "Special" column under the heading "Observation Time and Tables", indicate the following:

Long-term means for full-time stations (those shown in the Station Index as "U. S. Weather Bureau") are based on the period 1921-1950, adjusted
to represent observations t<*-ken at the present loention. Long-term means for all stations except full-time Weather Bureau stations are based
on the period 1931-1955.

Water equivalent values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground.
Samples for obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently occasional drifting and other
causes of local variability in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in 'F, precipitation and evaporation in Inches and wind
movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 65*F,

Evaporation Is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation
and Wind" Table. Max and Min in "Evaporation and Wind" Table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending
at lime of observation.

Long-term means for full-time stations (those shown in the Station I ndex as "U . S . Weather Bureau") are based on the period 1921 -1950 ,
adjusted

to represent obsorvat ions taken at the present locat ion . Long-term means for all stat ions except ful 1-t ime Weather Bureau sta t ions are based
on the period 1931-1955.

Water equivalent values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground.
Samples for obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently occasional drifting and other
causes of local variability in the snowpack may result in apparent Inconsistencies in the record.

Entries of snowfall in the "Climatologlcal Data" Table and the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table, and in the seasonal snowfall table include
snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet and ice.

Data in the "Dally Precipitation" Table; "Dally Temperature" Table; and "Evaporation and Wind" Table; and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow
on Ground" Table , when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observa t ion . The stat ion Index shows observation times in local
standard t ime .

Delayed data and corrections will be carried only in the June and December Issues of this bulletin.

Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the preceding 12 months will be carried in the June issue of this bulletin.

Stations appearing in the Index, but for which data are not listed in the tables, are either missing or received too late to be included in
this issue.

Divisions, as used in "Climatological Data" Table and on the maps, became effective with data for September 1956.

Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in °F, precipitation and evaporation in inches and wind
movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average dally temperatures from 65°F.

Evaporation is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation
and Wind" Table. Max and Hln In "Evaporation and Wind" Table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending
at time of observation.

Long-term means for full-time sta t ions (those shown in the Station Index as "U . S . Wea ther Bureau") are based on the per iod 1921 -1 950 ,
adjusted

to represent observations taken at the present location. Long-term means for all stations except full-time Weather Bureau stations are based
on the period 1931-1955.

Water equivalent values published In the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground.
Samples for obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently occasional drifting and other
causes of local variability in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

Entries of snowfall in the "Climatological Data" Table and the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table, and in the seasonal snowfall table include
snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet and ice.

Data in the "Daily Precipitation" Table; "Daily Temperature" Table; and "Evaporation and Wind" Table; and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow
on Ground" Table , when published , are for the 24 hours ending at t ime of observa t ion , The sta t ion Index shows observa tion t imes in loca

Unless otherwise Indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature In ^F, precipitation and evaporation in inches and wind
movement In miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 65*F.

Evaporation is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation
and Wind" Table. Max and Min in "Evaporation and Wind" Table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending
at time of observation.

Long-term means for full-time stations (those shown in the Station Index as "U. S. Weather Bureau'*) are based on the period 1921-1950, adjusted
to represent observations taken at the present location. Long-term means for all stations except full-time Weather Bureau stations are based
on the period 1931-1955.

Water equivalent values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground.
Samples for obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently occasional drifting and other
causes of local variability in the snowpack may result in apparent Inconsistencies in the record.

Entries of snowfall in the "Cllmatological Data" Table and the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table, and in the seasonal snowfall table include
snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet and ice.

Data In the "Dally Precipitation" Table; "Dally Temperature" Table; and "Evaporation and Wind" Table; and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow
on Ground" Table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation. The station Index shows observation times in local
standard t Ime . During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight saving time.

Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table Is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T.

Delayed data and corrections will be carried only in the June and December issues of this bulletin.

Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the preceding 12 months will be carried in the June issue of this bulletin.

Stations appearing in the Index, but for which data are not listed in the tables, are either missing or received too late to be included In
this Issue.

Divisions, as used in "Cllmatologlcal Data" Table and on the maps, became effective with data for September 1956.

Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature In "F, precipitation and evaporation in inches and wind
movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average oaily temperatures from 65'F.

Evaporation is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation
and Wind" Table. Max and Min In "Evaporation and Wind" Table refer to extremes of temperature of water In pan as recorded during 24 hours ending
at time of observation.

Long-term means for full-time stations (those shown in the Station Index as "U. S. Weather Bureau") are based on the period 1921-1950, adjusted
to represent observations taken at the present location. Long-term means for all stations except full-time Weather Bureau stations are based
on the period 1931-1955.

Water equivalent values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground.
Samples for obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently occasional drifting and other
causes of loca 1 variability in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record

.

Entries of snowfall in the "Cllmatologlcal Data" Table and the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table, and in the seasonal snowfall table include
snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground Include snow, sleet and ice.

Data in the "Dally Precipitation" Table; "Daily Temperature" Table; and "Evaporation and Wind" Table; and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow
on Ground" Table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation. The station Index shows observation times in local
standard t Ime . During the summer months some observers take the observat ions on dayl Ight saving t ime

Snow on ground In the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table Is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T.

THE SNOWSTORM OF FEBRUARY 12TH-13TH

On February 12th a storm center de-
veloped in the western Gulf of Mexico
and moved eastward across the Gulf
coast along the southern edge of a cold
air mass which covered all of the Gulf
and southeastern states. The storm pro-
duced moderate to heavy precipitation
over all of Alabama with heavy snow in
North Alabama and a few flurries over
all but the extreme southeast portion.
The snow first began in the extreme
north portion late on the 12th with the
greatest fall that night. On the fol-
lowing day flurries extended all the way
to the coast. The greatest depth of snow
was sixteen inches at Moulton, Lawrence
County but drifts were more than two feet
deep in many localities. More than ten
inches of snow was reported in a belt ex-
tending from Lamar and Marion Counties
northeastward through Limestone and
Madison Counties. The snow cover ex-
tended southward to Cleburne County on
the eastern border and as far south as

Choctaw County on the western bordei

The only serious inconvenience due 1

the heavy snowfall was the closing c

many roads for periods of one to thi
days. In the Haleyville area on th€
night of the 12th about 60 persons
became snowbound in automobiles and
had to be rescued by military vehi-
cles. Hundreds of transients in
automobiles had to delay their trave
until the roads were safe. On Monte
Sano mountain 325 families were
stranded for almost a day.

Damage from the snowstorm was negli-
gible except for numerous automobile
accidents on the hazardous roads. Or
person was killed and more than a sc

injured in automobile accidents.

This snowstorm was very similar to 1

snowstorm of February 1958 both as 1

total accumulation and distribution.

Additional information regarding the climate of Alabama may be obtained by writing to the State Climatologist at Weather Bureau Airport Station,
Dannelly Field, RFD 2. Montgomery, Alabama or to any Weather Bureau Office near you.

Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

Delayed data and corrections will be carried only in the June and December issues of this bulletin.

Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the preceding 12 months will be carried in the June issue of this bulletin.

Stations appearing in the Index, but for which data are not listed in the tables, are either missing or received too late to be included in
this issue.

Divisions, as used in "Climatological Data" Table and on the maps, became effective with data for September 1956

.

Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in °F, precipitation and evaporation in Inches and wind
movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from SS^F.

Evaporation is measured In the staqdard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation
and Wind" Table. Max and Mln in "Evaporation and Wind" Table refer to extremes of temperature of water In pan as recorded during 24 hours ending
at time of observation

.

Long-term means for full-time stations (those shown in the Station Index as "U. S. Weather Bureau") are based on the period 1921-1950, adjusted
to represent observations taken at the present location. Long-term means for all stations except full-time Weather Bureau stations are based
on the period 1931-1955.

Water equivalent values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground.
Samples for obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently occasional drifting and other
causes of local variability in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

Entries of sndwfall in the "Climatological Data" Table and the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table, and in the seasonal snowfall table include
snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet and ice.

Data in the "Daily Precipitation" Table; "Daily Temperature" Table; and "Evaporation and Wind" Table; and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow
on Ground" Table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at t ime of observation . The station Index shows observat ion times in local
standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight saving time.

Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations . For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., CS.T.

In the Station Index the letters C, G, H, and J in the "Special" column under the heading "Observation Time and Tables", indicate the following:

C Recording Rain Gage Station. Hourly precipitation values are processed for special purposes, and are published later in "Hourly
Precipitation Data" Bulletin.

G "Soil Temperature" Table.

H "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table. Omission of data in any month indicates no snowfall and/or snow on ground in that month.

J "Supplemental Data" Table.

SPECIAL WEATHER SUMMARY

For most of Alabama this was the most severe
March weather in history with record breaking
low monthly temperatures, the most severe ice
storm in memory for many northeastern counties
and torrential rains in some local areas of
the south portion.

A continuous supply of cold air surged into
the state until the last few days of the month
when there was an abrupt warming. Daily temp-
erature averages were below normal from the 1st
through the 27th over all but the coastal area.
Many northern counties had 20 days with minimum
temperatures 32° or less. The coldest weather
was on the 5th with minimum readings in the
teens or lower over the northern half of the
state. Over all but the coastal area average
monthly temperatures were the lowest of record
with 66 years of record at Birmingham and Hunts-
ville and 87 years at Montgomery. At Birmingham
the average temperature was 44.2° which was 9.6°
below normal and 1.2° lower than athe previous
record set in March 1915, At Montgomery the
average temperature of 48.9° was 8.2° below
normal and .9° lower than the previous record
set in 1915. In the coastal area the average
temperature of 53.8° at Mobile was 5.7° below
normal and the lowest since 1915.

March weather is usually characterized by
occasional periods of warm weather favorable
for vegetation but maximum temperatures in
the 70 's were rare until the last week of the
month. The lack of warm spells delayed the
usual progress and growth of early spring
vegetation

.

Precipitation varied considerably over the
state but was generally nearl normal in the
northern and central sections and above normal
in the south except well below normal near the
coast and in the extreme southeast portion.
As usual most of the precipitation was in the
form of rain but snow or sleet fell on several
days in northern sections being reported as
late as the 25th. On the 29th and 30th
torrential rains fell in the south central
portion flooding many lowland areas. More
than 5 inches fell in a 24 hour period at
Martin Dam, Evergreen, Greenville and Georgiana
with 8.13 inches at Highland Home. On the 2nd
and 3rd heavy rains mixed with sleet and snow
fell across the northern third of the state
while temperatures were in the low and middle
30 's. In the northeastern counties temperatures
were a little below freezing during the rain
causing heavy glazing and the worst ice storm
in memory

.
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Sleet and freezing rain began early on the
morning of the 2nd and continued much of t

day and part of the following night. Prec
tation amounts were generally 2 to 3 inche
and on Lookout and Sand Mountain in Dekalb
and Marshall Counties most of the precipit
tion formed glaze as it reached the surfac
At Fort Payne the ice was 2 1/2 inches thi
on level ground about 12 hours aft^r the
sleet and freezing rain began. Except for
Dekalb and Marshall Counties most of the
valleys and level terrain remained relativ
ly free of ice while the mountains and rid
of Jackson, Cherokee, Morgan, Madison, Bio
St. Clair, Etowah, Calhoun, Cleburne, Clay
and Randolph Counties had accumulations of
to 2 inches. At New Market, on the slope
the Cumberlands, the observer said of the
ice, "None here but the mountains are cove
with ice which no one could believe withou
seeing it".

Delayed data and corrections will be carried only in the June and December issues of this bulletin.

Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the preceding 12 months will be carried In the June issue of this bulletin.

Stations appearing in the Index, but for which data are not listed in the tables, are either missing or received too late to be Included In
this issue.

Divisions, as used in "Cllmatologlcal Data" Table and on the maps, became effective with data for September 1956.

Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used In this bulletin are: Temperature in "F, precipitation and evaporation in Inches and wind
movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 6S'*F.

Evaporation Is measured in the staqdard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation
and Wind" Table. Max and Min In "Evaporation and Wind" Table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending
at time of observation.

Long-term means for full-time stations (those shown in the Station Index as "U. S. Weather Bureau") are based on the period 1921-1950, adjusted
to represent observations taken at the present location. Long-term means for all stations except full-time Weather Bureau stations are based
on the period 1931-1955.

Water equivalent values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground.
Samples for obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently occasional drifting and other
causes of local variability in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies In the record.

Entries of snowfall in the "Cllmatologlcal Data" Table and the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table, and in the seasonal snowfall table include
snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet and Ice.

Data in the "Dally Precipitation" Table; "Daily Temperature" Table; and "Evaporation and Wind" Table; and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow
on Ground" Table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation. The station Index shows observation times in local
standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight saving time.

Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T.

In the Station Index the letters C, G, H, and J In the "Special" column under the heading "Observation Time and Tables", indicate the following:

C Recording Rain Gage Station. Hourly precipitation values are processed for special purposes, and are published later in "Hourly
Precipitation Data" Bulletin.

G "Soil Temperature" Table.

H "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table. Omission of data in any month indicates no snowfall and/or snow on ground in that month,

J "Supplemental Data" Table.

Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance In miles and direction from the post office.

Delayed data and corrections will be carried only in the June and December issues of this bulletin.

Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the preceding 12 months will be carried In the June Issue of this bulletin.

Stations appearing In the Index, but for which data are not listed in the tables, are either missing or received too late to be included in
this issue.

Divisions, as used in "CI Imatologica 1 Data" Table and on the maps, became effective with data for September 1956.

Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in **F, precipitation and evaporation in inches and wind
movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average dally temperatures from GS^F.

Evaporation Is measured In the staqdard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation
and Wind" Table. Max and Mln in "Evaporation and Wind" Table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending
at t ime of observat Ion

.

Long-term means for full-time stations (those shown in the Station Index as "U. S. Weather Bureau") are based on the period 1921-1950, adjusted
to represent observat ions taken at the present locat ion . Long-term means for all stations except full-t ime Weather Bureau stat ions are based
on the period 1931-1955.

Water equivalent values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground.
Samples for obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently occasional drifting and other
causes of local variability in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

Entries of snowfall in the "Cllmatological Data" Table and the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table, and in the seasonal snowfall table include
snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground Include snow, sleet and ice.

Data in the "Daily Precipitation" Table; "Daily Temperature" Table; and "Evaporation and Wind" Table; and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow
on Ground" Table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation. The station Index shows observation times in local
standard t ime . During the summer months some observers take the observat ions on daylight saving time.

Snow on ground In the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table Is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T.

In the Station Index the letters C, G, H, and J in the "Special" column under the heading "Observation Time and Tables", indicate the following:

Delayed data and corrections will be carried only in the June and December issues of this bulletin.

Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the preceding 12 months will be carried in the June Issue of this bulletin.

Stations appearing In the Index, but for which data are not listed in the tables, are either missing or received too late to be Included in
this Issue.

Divisions, as used In "Cllmatologlcal Data" Table and on the maps, became effective with data for September 1956.

Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in °F, precipitation and evaporation in inches and wind
movement In miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average dally temperatures from 65''T.

Evaporation is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation
and Wind" Table. Max and Min In "Evaporation and Wind" Table refer to extremes of temperature of water In pan as recorded during 24 hours ending
at time of observation.

Long-term means for full-time stations (those shown in the Station Index as "U. S. Weather Bureau") are based on the period 1921-1950, adjusted
to represent observations taken at the present location. Long-term means for all stations except full-time Weather Bureau stations are based
on the period 1931-1955.

Water equivalent values published In the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground.
Samples for obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently occasional drifting and other
causes of local variability In the snowpack may result in apparent Inconsistencies In the record.

Entries of snowfall In the "Cllmatologlcal Data" Table and the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table, and in the seasonal snowfall table Include
snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet and ice.

Data in the "Dally Precipitation" Table; "Dally Temperature" Table; and "Evaporation and Wind" Table; and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow
on Ground" Table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation. The station Index shows observation times in local
standard t ime . During the summer months some observers take the observa t ions on daylight saving time.

Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T.

Stations appearing in the Index, but for which data are not listed in the tables, are either missing or received too late to be included in

this issue.

Divisions, as used in "Climatologiciil Data" Table and on the maps, became effective with data for September 1956.

Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in "F, precipitation and evaporation In Inches and wind
movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from eS^F.

Evaporation is measured In the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation
and Wind" Table. Max and Mln In "Evaporation and Wind" Table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending
at time of observa tion

.

Long-term means for full-time stations (those shown in the Station Index as "U. S. Weather Bureau") are based on the period 1921-1950, adjusted
to represent observations taken at the present location. Long-term means for all stations except full-time Weather Bureau stations are based
on the period 1931-1955.

Water equivalent values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground.
Samples for obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently occasional drifting and other
causes of local variability In the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

Entries of sndwfall in the "Cllmatological Data" Table and the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table, and in the seasonal snowfall table include
snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet and ice.

Data in the "Daily Precipitation" Table; "Daily Temperature" Table; and "Evaporation and Wind" Table; and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow
on Ground" Table , when published , are for the 24 hours ending at time of observa t ion . The stat ion Index shows observa t ion times in local
standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight saving time.

Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T.

Additional Information regarding the climate of Alabama may be obtained by writing to the State Climatologist at Weather Bureau Airport Station,
Dannelly Field, RFD 2, Montgomery, Alabama or to any Weather Bureau Office near you.

Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

Delayed data and corrections will be carried only in the June and December issues of this bulletin.

Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the preceding 12 months will be carried in the June issue of this bulletin.

Stations appearing in the Index, but for which data are not listed in the tables, are either missing or received too late to be included in
th^s issue.

Divisions, as used in "CI imatologica 1 Data" Table and on the maps, became effective with data for September 1956.

Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in °F, precipitation and evaporation in inches and wind
movement In miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from SS'F.

Evaporation is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation
and Wind" Table. Max and Win in "Evaporation and Wind" Table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending
at time of observation.

Long-term means for full-time stations (those shown in the Station Index as "U. S. Weather Bureau") are based on the period 1921-1950, adjusted
to represent observations taken at the present location. Long-term means for all stations except full-time Weather Bureau stations are based
on the period 1931-1955.

Water equivalent values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground.
Samples for obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently occasional drifting and other
causes of local variability in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

Entries of snowfall in the "Climatological Data" Table and the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table, and in the seasonal snowfall table include
snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet and ice.

Data in the "Daily Precipitation" Table; "Daily Temperature" Table; and "Evaporation and Wind" Table; and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow
on Ground" Table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation. The station Index shows observation times in local
standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight saving time.

Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table Is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T.

In the Station Index the letters C, G, H, and J in the "Special" column under the heading "Observation Time and Tables", indicate the following:

C Recording Rain Gage Station. Hourly precipitation values are processed for special purposes, and are published later in "Hourly
Precipitation Data" Bulletin.

G "Soil Temperature" Table.

H "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table, Omission of data in any month Indicates no snowfall and/or snow on ground in that month.

J "Supplemental Data" Table.

Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the preceding 12 months will be carried in the June issue of this bulletin.

Stations appearing in the Index, but for which data are not listed in the tables, are either missing or received too late to be included In
this issue.

Divisions, as used in "Climatological Data" Table and on the maps, became effective with data for September 1956.

Unless otherwise Indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in °F, precipitation and evaporation In inches and wind
movement in miles. Uonthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from BS'F.

Evaporation is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation
and Wind" Table. Max and Bin in "Evaporation and Wind" Table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending
at time of observation.

Long-term means for full-time stations (those shown in the Station Index as "U. S. Weather Bureau") are based on the period 1921-1950 adjusted
to represent observations taken at the present location. Long-term means for all stations except full-time Weather Bureau stations are based
on the period 1931-1955.

Water equivalent values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground.
Samples for obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently occasional drifting and other
causes of local variability in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

Entries of snowfall In the "Climatologlcal Data" Table and the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table, and In the "Seasonal Snowfall" Tnble Include
snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet and ice.

Data in the "Dally Precipitation" Table; "Daily Temperature" Table; and "Evaporation and Wind" Table; and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow
on Ground" Table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation. The Station Index shows observation times In local
standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight saving time.

Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T.

In the Station Index the letters C, G, H, and J In the "Special" column under the heading "Observation Time and Tables", indicate the following:

PREPARATION AND PUBLICATION OF THIS BULLETIN

Much of the data presented in this publication comes from
observations taken by volunteer cooperative observers. These
observations are mailed after the close of the month to a
Weather Records Processing Center, where they are checked for
accuracy and completeness and placed on punch cards. These
cards are used to prepare copy for the various tables. Print-
ing and mailing is done at the National Weather Records Center
at Asheville, North Carolina.

The various steps all take time. Records for any state can
not be checked by machine until nearly all of them for that
state have been received. Printing can not be done until all
tables and the text for an issue are completed and assembled.

Constant effort is made to speed up publication and still main-
tain high quality of the data. A realistic deadline for mail-
ing the printed Climatological Data has been set as the 15th of
the second following month (45 days after the end of the month
for which data are published). If any recipient's copy is un-
duly delayed, the Director, National Weather Records Center,
Asheville, North Carolina should be advised.

Delayed data and corrections will be carried only in the June and December issues of this bulletin.

Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the preceding 12 months will be carried in the June issue of this bulletin.

Stations appearing in the Index, but for which data are not listed In the tables, are either missing or received too late to be included In
this issue.

Divisions, as used In "Cllmatologlcal Data" Table and on the maps, became effective with data for September 1956.

Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in °F, precipitation and evaporation In Inches and wind
movement In miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 65°F.

Evaporation Is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation
and wind" Table. Max and Mln in "Evaporation and Wind" Table refer to extremes of temperature of water In pan as recorded during 24 hours ending
at time of observation.

Long-term means for full-time stations (those shown in the Station Index as "U. S. Weather Bureau") are based on the period 1921-1950, adjusted
to represent observations taken at the present location. Long-term means for all stations except full-time Weather Bureau stations are based
on the period 1931-1955.

Water equivalent values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground.
Samples for obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently occasional drifting and other
causes of local variability In the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

Entries of snowfall In the "Cllmatologlcal Data" Table and the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table, and in the 'Seasonal Snowfall" Table Include
snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground Include snow, sleet and ice.

Data In the "Dally Precipitation" Table; "Dally Temperature" Table; and "Evaporation and Wind" Table; and snowfall In the "Snowfall and Snow
on Ground" Table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation. The Station Index shows observation times In local
standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight saving time.

Snow on ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 6:00 a.m., C.S.T.

In the Station Index the letters C, G, H, and J in the "Special" column under the heading "Observation Time and Tables", indicate the following:

C Recording Rain Gage Station. Hourly precipitation values are processed for special purposes, and are published later in "Hourly
Precipitation Data" Bulletin.

G "Soil Temperature" Table.

H "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table. Omission of data in any month Indicates no snowfall and/or snow on ground in that month.

Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the preceding 12 months will be carried in the June issue of this bulletin.

Stations appearing In the Index, but for which data are not listed in the tables, are either missing or received too late to be included in
this Issue.

Divisions, as used in "Cllmatologlcal Data" Table and on the maps, became effective with data for September 1956.

Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in *'F, precipitation and evaporation in inches and wind
movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average dally temperatures from 65''F.

Evaporation is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation
and Wind" Table. Max and Hin in "Evaporation and Wind" Table refer to extremes of temperature of water In pan as recorded during 24 hours ending
at t Ime of observat ion

.

Long-term means for full-time stations (those shown in the Station Index as "U. S. Weather Bureau") are based on the period 1921-1950, adjusted
to represent observations taken at the present location. Long-term means for all stations except full-time Weather Bureau stations are based
on the period 1931-1955.

Water equivalent values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground.
Samples for obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently occasional drifting and other
causes of local variability in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies In the record.

Entries of snowfall in the "Cllmatologlcal Data" Table and the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" Table Include
snow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet and Ice,
