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ARKANSAS JANUARY 1949

GENERAL SUMMARY

The Month of January, 1949 in Arkansas was marked by temperatures averaging 0.9° above normal, and precipitation averaging 5.81
inches above normal. Only 13 stations in northwest and southwest counties showed negative temperature departures, while all
sections of the State showed positive precipitation departures.

The weather during January was favorable for the growth of winter grains and cover crops, except in lowlands where floods occurred.
There was still considerable cotton in the fields at the first of the month and frequent rains prevented much picking. Straw-
berries were progressing well at the close of the month. The warm weather during the first two decades of January caused buds to
swell, and some apprehension was felt, but colder weather at the end of the month halted development before a critical state was
reached.

Temperatu;.*es were generally above normal throughout the state until abou': the middle of the month, when a cool wave brought daily
means below normal fo - a few days. There was soon a reaction to warmer weather which continued unt::l about the 27th, when another
mass of cold air covered the entire State, bringing below zero readings at Gravette and Devils Knob on the 30th; and temperatures
of 10° or lower to the southern border counties. The warmest weather of the month was around the 9th or 10th in most sections, and
record or near-record high readings occurred at some stations.

Rain fell at some point in the state every day during the Month, but amounts were light and scattered on the 1st, and from the 6th
to the 12ih; but thereafter precipitation was heavy, halting all farming preparation, damaging all cotton in the fields, and over-
flowing all streams of the state.

TEMPERATURES

The mean temperature for January was 42.0°, which is 0.9° above normal. Monthly means ranged from 33.8° at Bentonville to 49.9°
at Portland, a diff9rence of 16.1° between northwestern and southeastern sections of the State. Extremes ranged from 82° at Pine
Bluff on the 10th, to 3° below zero at Grav. tte on the 30th. The extremes approximated these dates throughout the state.

PRECIPITATION

The average precipitation in January was 10.16 inches, which is 5.81 inches above normal. Monthly totals ranged from 15.21 inches
at Turnpike, to 4.18 inches at Gravette. There were 38 stations with monthly totals exceeding ten inches. The greatest 24-hour
amounts were 7.72 inches at Lutherville, 7.62 inches at Mena, and 7.52 inches at Turnpike, all occurring on the 24th. The average
number of days with 0.01 inch or more precipitation was 14. Snowfall averaged 3,1 inches, the heavier totals being in south-
eastern counties. Portland, Wa;"ren, Cummins Farm and Dumas had eight inches or more. This is the wettest January on record since
1937, when the average precipitation for the State was 12.61 inches, and is the second wettest of the past 59 years.

TORNADOES

Three tornadoes occurred m the state on the evening of January 3, 1949. The first started about 3:15 P.M. ten miles north of
Shreveport

,
Louisiana, and moved northeastward about 145 miles in 2 hours and 45 minutes, averaging about 52 miles per hour.

Damage occurred in Columbia, Union, Ouachita, Calhoun, Bradley, Drew and Lincoln Counties. Two people were killed and 18 injured
near El Dorado. At Warren 55 people were killed and 400 injured, 120 homes destroyed, seventy -two had major damage, and an ad-
ditional 500 suffered some damage. The total damage is estimated at $1,317,920.

The second tornado moved in a northeasterly path of about 45 miles in Dallas, Cleveland and Grant Counties. Two persons were in-
jured, and property damage is estimated at $15,700.

A third tornado, with a path about 60 miles long, occurred in Hot Spring, Garland, Saline and Pulaski Counties, doing damage es-
timated at $12,000.

FLOODS

The almost unprecedented rains in January brought floods on all the streams in the state. However, the Arkansas flooded only at
Dardanelle and above, and was of minor importance. The Ouachita at Camden reached 44.1 feet at midnight January 29, which is
within 0.7 foot of the record high at Camden, which cccurred April 13, 1945. The stages on the White and Black were high, but
were n:t record-breaking except at Georgetown, where 32.8 feet was reported on January 31. The previous high mark at Georgetown
was 31.4 on May 18, 1943.

In the Upper Arkansas Valley, Fort Smith, Clarksville and Russellvllle were hard-hit by locally heavy rains, A flash flood on
Spadra Creek overflowed into the business section of Clarksville, flooding business houses and forcing 25 families to move to
higher ground.

Several thousand acres of farm land were flooded on the Ouachita in the Camden area, and some livestock was lost despite timely
warnings

.

Searcy and Boone Counties was halted when mountain streams covered roads and bridges.

The flood above Batesville was not so severe as on the Lower White, but Batesville's crest of 37.6 feet brought a serious flood to

the lowlands between Batesville and Newport. State Highway No. 14 between Batesville and Newport being under water for several
days. Polk Bayou flooded Central Avenue in the City of Batesville. The Missouri Pacific, White River Division, tracks at Creswell,
four miles south of Calico Rock, were blocked by a landslide when rain-soaked earth slipped over the tracks. Walnut Ridge and
Jonesboro reported local flash floods, and at Hardy the Frisco Railroad tracks were flooded.

Highways were closed at 48 points in the State of Arkansas. Rural schools in the Dardanelle area were closed because of high
water. Icing in the northern sections of the state added to the discomfort, but served to lessen the run-off and decreased the
flood crests.

At Newport private levies were sand-bagged , while at Jacksonport levees were topped, and that section was flooded.

Construction work on the Blakely Mountain Dam on the Ouachita River was halted by the high water. The Arkansas Academy at Arlberg
was flooded by the Little Red, necessitating abandonment of the plant, with a loss estimated at $17,000.

The Legislature empowered the Governor to call out the Arkansas National Guard for flood duty, but conditions did not become suf-
ficiently serious to necessitate this.

DEATHS

:

Robert Earl Carter of Blackwell, and Alvin Mathis of Nogo, 30 miles north of Russellvllle, were drowned. Three negroes of
Hamburg were drowned when their car plunged into Bearhouse Creek in Ashley County. Clarence Lonnie Despain of Enright was drowned
in the Little Red River.

The levee on the Ouachita at Calion broke and most of the town of Calion was flooded. At Des Arc 40 houses were inundated or sur-
rounded but the levees on the White River did not break.

Flood damage to roads and bridges by the flood and freeze during January and early February was estimated at $1,106,115 by the
State Highway Department. Adequate and timely warnings were issued and all interests were notified.

ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

In addition to the cllmatologlcal data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records from Hydroclimatlc
Network Stations which were formerly reproduced in the Hydrologic Bulletin Series, The Hydrocl imat Ic Network is a nation-wide net of rain gages — mostly of
the recording type which produce continuous records of precipitation. It was established in 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the
Army, to supplement existing precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall intensity which were essential to the planning of flood control and
related works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has been maintained by the
Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers, These transfers averaged about $250,000 per year be-
tween 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000 since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture transferred about $100,000 per year to provide
data required In its work and since 1947 the Bureau o^ Reclamation has transferred about $25,000 per year to meet the increasing needs of their program In the
Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series^ data from Hydrocllmatic Network stations were presented in bulletins (Bydrologic Bulletins) which were
issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet the Internal requirements of the
Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating agencies and to cer-
tain public repositories. A list of locations where reference copies of the Bydrologic Bulletin Series are available for inspection may be obtained upon ap-
plication to Chief, U. S. Weather Bureau, Washington 25, D. C.

Many other records published In this bulletin have been made available through the cooperatloD of various public offices, private agencies, and Individuals as
listed in the Station Index.

GENERAL SUMMARY

The outstanding characteristic of the weather in Arkansas during the Month of February was
the positive temperature departure. Only six stations recorded monthly mean temperatures
below normal - Dardanelle, DeQueen, Jonesboro, Mammoth Spring, Portland and Prescott. The
unusual feature of this temperature record was that the coldest weather, the heaviest rain-
fall and the largest negative departure all occurred in southern sections of the State.
Prescott, with a temperature departure of minus 1.6 degrees was the only station averaging
as much as a degree below normal.

February opened cool, the lowest temperature of the month occurring throughout the State
on the first or second, but a reaction to warmer weather set in by the sixth; and temper-
atures were uniformly near normal or above until near the close of the month, when another
cool wave overspread the state. The Month closed with daily means about 10° below normal.

Rainfall was general on the third and fourth, from the 13th to the 15th, and showers were
numerous from the 19th to the 28th. All sections reported rainfall on the 24th. Winter
grains and cover crops made good growth throughout the month, and strawberries were prom-
ising at the close of the month. Gardening was started, and a little breaking was done in
upland sections of the State.

The flood of January continued into February on the White, Black and Ouachita, the White
at Newport being above flood stage most of the month; and at stations below Newport flood
stages continued throughout the month. The White above Newport was above flood stage from
the 15th to the 20th. The Ouachita at Camden was above flood stage during the first de-
cade and again at the close of the month. The Arkansas also flooded at Fort Smith and Van
Buren from the 15th to the 23rd. The Petit Jean was at flood stage mr above at Danville
most of the month. Flood loss was not extensive, and the loss that occurred was due to
continued flooding of lowlands, delaying early spring preparation for farming, rather than
tangible losses. There were no destructive windstorms during the month.

TEMPERATURES

The mean temperature for the Month of February was 46.0 degrees, which is 2.4 degrees
above normal, all stations except six showing positive departures. Temperatures were
fairly uniform throughout the State. Monthly means ranged from 52.7° at Magnolia to 40.0°
at Mammoth Spring, a difference of only 12.7° between the extreme northerti and southern
counties. The highest temperature recorded was 83° at Crossett on the 13th, while the
lowest was 3° below zero at Benton on the first. The low occurred in all sections on the
first or second while the highest occurred on different dates.

PRECIPITATION

The average precipitation for February was 3.98 inches, which is 0.43 inch above normal.
Monthly totals ranged from 8.25 inches at White Rock, Franklin County, to 1.70 inches at
Fordyce, Dallas County. Most of the heavier totals were in the mountainous section of the
state, while the lighter totals were in the lowlands. The greatest amount measured in any
24-hour period was 4.25 inches at Mammoth Spring on the 14th. The average snowfall was
only a trace, while the greatest monthly total was 3.5 inches, and occurred at Malvern on
the first. The average nvunber of days with 0.01 inch precipitation was eight.

ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

In addition to the cl imatological data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records from Hydroclimatic
Nt twork Stations which were formerly reproduced in the Hydrologic Bulletin Series. The Hydroclimatic Network Is a nation-wide net of rain gages — mostly of
the recording type which produce continuous records of precipitation. It was established in 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the
Army, to supplement existing precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall intensity which were essential to the planning of flood control and
related works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has been maintained by the
Wfather Bureau through working funds transferred annually to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers averaged about $250,000 per year be-
tw, en 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000 since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture transferred about $100,000 per year to provide
data required in its work and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000 per year to meet the increasing needs of their program in the
Weste-n States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydroclimatic Network stations were presented in bulletins {Hydrologic Bulletins) which were
Issued morthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet the internal requirements of the
Feder.-il agencies referred to above, no provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating agencies and to cer-
tain public i fi'Ositories. A list of locations where reference copies of the Hydrologic Bulletin Series are available for inspection may be obtained upon ap-
plicaiion to Chief, U. S. Weather Bureau, Washington 25, D. C.

GENERAL SUMMARY

The outstanding characteristics of the weather in Arkansas during March, 1949 were the negative tem-
perature and positive precipitation departures. Only five stations, El Dorado, Fordyce , Hot Springs
Russellville and Wynne reported a monthly mean temperature above normal; and only 16 stations showed
negative precipitation departures, all of these being in the western section of state except Corning
Daily mean temperatures were considerably below normal the opening days of the month, near or some-
what above from the 5th to the 9th, then below until around the 20th, when a reaction to warmer
weather set in, daily means being near normal the remainder of the month. The cool weather held
fruit buds and strawberry development in check, making future frost damage less likely. Spring oats
were seeded and preparation for planting made some progress as weather permitted. Peaches and plums
were blooming by the close of the month, and strawberries were promising.

There was little rain during the first seven days of March, but thereafter showers were frequent.
Flood stages continued on the Black River at Black Rock from March 1 to 8 and from the 11th to the
close of the month. The White at Clarendon was above flood stage throughout the month, and the
Ouachita at Camdem exceeded flood stage March 1 to 4th, 12th to 17th, and 26th to 31st. No farming
was possible on the lowlands adjacent to these streams, but there was some plowing and early plant-
ing in upland sections.

STORMS

A wind storm struck two miles north of Banks, Bradley County at 10:30 A.M. March 9th. The destruc-
tive path was 100 yards wide, and property damage was estimated at $1,000. No lives were lost.

Two tornadoes occurred in the State on March 26. One moved from near Westville, Oklahoma into Ark-
ansas, striking 12 miles west of Springdale in Washington County, near the Tontitown Community.
There was no loss of life, and property damage was $2,500.

A destructive tornado, starting near Whelen Springs in Southern Clark County about 2:30 P.M. March
26, moved northeastward through 10 counties, killing 19 people, injuring 152, destroying 111 build-
ings, damaging 186 others. In the Whelen Springs area there was one killed, seven injured, and 18
to 20 buildings damaged or destroyed. In Grant County most damage was to standing timber near
Dalark. Extensive damage occurred in the Keo~England area; 13 killed, 49 injured, property damage
estimated at $500,000. Hensley, Pulaski County, suffered some damage, but no casualties. At Lonoke
a woman was killed by lightning. Damage at Hazen, Prairie County, was estimated at $100,000. The
Howell Community, near McCrory, Woodruff County, had one killed and several injured. At Beedeville,
Jackson County, several homes were destroyed and 13 people were injured. Augusta, Woodruff County,
reported one killed and several injured. At Jonesboro, Craighead County, wind and water damaged
railroad tracks and flooded stores. At Harrisburg, Poinsett County, a rice mill was heavily dam-
aged and the City Jail unroofed.

TEMPERATURES

The mean temperature for the Month of March was 50.9°, which is 1.6° below normal. Extremes ranged
from 84° at Ashdown on the 26th to 18° at Mount Magazine on the 18th. The highest temperature oc-
curred during the closing days of the month in most sections of the state, while the lowest occurred
early in the month, or around the 15th-19th.

PRECIPITATION

The average precipitation in March was 5.42 inches, which is 0.65 inch above normal. The greatest
monthly total was 10.46 inches at Denver, Carroll County. There were three stations with monthly
totals exceeding 10 inches - Denver, Arkansas City and Lake City. The least monthly total was 2.27
inches at Fayetteville. The greatest 24 hour amount was 7.00 inches at Dermott on March 24-25.
The average snowfall was 0.5 inch. The average number of days with 0.01 or more precipitation was
eight.

ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

In addition to the cl Ifflatological data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records from Hydroclimati*
Network Stations which were formerly reproduced in the Hydrologic Bulletin Series. The Hydroclimatic Network is a nation-wide net of rain gages — mostly of
the recording type which produce continuous records of precipitation. It was established in 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the
Army, to supplement existing precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall intensity which were essential to the planning of flood control and
related works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has been maintained by the
Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These tj-ansfers averaged about $250,000 per year be-
tween 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000 since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture transferred about $100,000 per year to provide
data required in its work and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000 per year to meet the increasing needs of their program in the
Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydroclimatic Network stations were presented in bulletins (Hydrologic Bulletins) which were
Issued BOnthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet the internal requirements of the
Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating agencies and to cer-
tain public repositories. A list of locations where reference copies of the Hydrologic Bulletin Series are available for inspection may be obtained upon ap-
plication to Chief, U. S. Weather Bureau, Washington 25, D. C.

Hany other records published in this bulletin have been made available through the cooperation of various public offices, private agencie's, and individuals as
listed In the Station Index.

Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperatures in *F, precipitation and evaporation in inches, and wind movement in
miles. Evaporation is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4 foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following Table 6.

GENERAL SUHUARY

April, 1949 was marked by relatively cool dry weather. Temperatures averaged 1.6°

while precipitation averaged 2.21 inches below normal.
below normal

,

Wet weather delayed field work over the Delta Counties of the eastern part of the state during the
first week, and over the entire state during the second week. Dry weather during the third week
permitted a resumption of farm work and excellent progress was made in the preparation of seed beds
and the planting of crops. A return of wet weather during the last week helped crops without
causing undue delay in work schedules, except in the west central and southern sections of the
state.

By the close of the month about half the cotton acreage had been planted and was up to good statiuet.

The planting of rice was well underway in most areas. Rains during the latter pajft of the month
were favorable to the strawberry crop, and the harvest was in full swing by the plose. Pastures
and grains made good to fair progress.

TEMPERATURES

The mean temperature for the month was 60.0°, which is 1.6° below normal. Monthly station means
ranged from 55.3° at Mount Magazine to 63.9° at Fordyce. The lowest temperature reported was 23°

at Lead Hill on the 16th, and at Mammoth Spring on the 2nd. Temperatures in the middle 20' s were
general over the northwestern counties on the morning of the 16th, when freezing weather extended
as far southward as Arkadelphia. The highest temperature reported was 92° at Nimrod Dam on the
25th. High temperatures for the month generally occurred on the 25th to 28th.

PRECIPITATION

The average precipitation for the state was 2.75 inches, which was 2.21 inches below normal,
making it the driest April since 1936. Only a limited area, in Ashley and Bradley Counties, in
the southeast portion of the State received precipitation in excess of the monthly normal. The
greatest monthly total was 6.58 inches at Alum Fork, and the least 0.90 inch at Lead Hill. The
greatest amount of precipitation in 24 hours was 4.03 inches at Bee Branch on the 26th. No snow-
fall was reported.

No severe storms were reported.

STORMS

FLOODS

Flood stages on the Black, White and Ouachita Rivers continued into the Month of Arpil. Stages
on the Lower White at Clarendon and St. Charles fell below flood stage during the latter part of
the month, for the first time since Mid- January. All crests during the month were secondary
crests and were only slightly above flood stage, with the exception of a crest of 34.1 ft. at
Camden, on the Ouachita, on March 31, which receded to below flood stage by April 6. Flood
losses were negligible, except for a delay in planting on lowlands adjacent to these streams.

ACKNO?fLEDGMENTS

In addition to the cl imatological data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records from Hydroclima tic

Network Stations which were formerly reproduced in the Hydrologic Bulletin Series. The Hydrocl imat ic Network is a nation-wide net of rain gages — mostly of

the recording type which produce continuous records of precipitation. It was established in 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the

Army, to supplement existing precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall intensity which were essential to the planning of flood control and

related works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has been maintained by the

Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers averaged about $250,000 per year be-

tween 1940 and 1944. and nearly $375,000 since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture transferred about $100,000 per year to provide

data required in its work and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000 per year to meet the increasing needs of their program in the

Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydroclimatic Network stations were presented in bulletins CHydrologic Bulletins) which were

Issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet the internal requirements of the

Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating agencies and to cer-

tain public repositories. A list of locations where reference copies of the Hydrologic Bulletin Series are available for inspection may be obtained upon ap-

plication to Chief, U. S. Weather Bureau, Washington 25, D. C.

GENERAL SUMMARY

The month of May, 1949 over Arkansas was characterized by warm and comparatively moist
weather. All stations reported monthly mean temperatures above the seasonal normal. Pre-
cipitation over the state averaged slightly above normal, but individual station totals
varied widely. In general weather was favorable for farm work and crop growth.

STORMS

There were no general storms during the month.

A small tornado occurred at Marked Tree at 9:30 P.M. May 21, which unroofed a cotton gin,
broke up several houses, and uprooted trees. Property damage was estimated at $3,000.
There was no loss of life.

There were several local wind and hailstorms resulting in purely local damage to crops,
small outbuildings, power and communication lines, signs, etc. No injury to persons or
loss of life was reported.

CROPS

The month was, in general, very favorable for crop growth and farm work. About 90% of all
cotton had been planted and much was up to good stands by the middle of the month. By the
close of the month most of the early planted cotton had been worked and chopped out.
Planting rice was 95% completed by shortly after the middle of the month, with most fields
up to good stands. Some late planted fields were still coming up at the close of the
month. Corn made good growth. Oats matured rapidly, with harvest of fall planted fields
getting underway by the close of the month. Yields were reported as poor in most sections
The strawberry harvest was mostly completed by the close of the third week except for the
northwestern counties.

TEMPERATURES

The mean temperature for the month, 71.3° was 2.2° above normal. The highest temperature
recorded was 94° on the 31st at Ft. Smith and Magnolia. The lowest reported was 30° on
the 3rd at Corning. Fifty stations reported maximum temperatures of 90° or over on one or
more days. Pine Bluff had 90° or higher on 11 days. Only two stations. Corning and
Norfork Dam had freezing temperatures.

PRECIPITATION

The average precipitation for the month was 5.29 inches, which 0.23 inch above normal.
The precipitation generally occurred in the form of thundershowers and was well distri-
buted throughout the month. There was no day during the month on which precipitation was
not recorded at some station in the state. The heaviest monthly total reported was 11.58
inches at Ozark, and the least was 0.85 inch at Crystal Valley. The greatest 24-hour
amount was 5.20 inches on the 20th at Ozark.

FLOODS

Flood stages occurred on the Ouachita at Arkadelphia from May 2nd to May 4th, cresting on
May 3rd at 21.5 feet; and at Camden from May 4th to 8th, cresting on the 6th at 29.8 feet.
Flood stages occurred on the Arkansas from Ft. Smith to Morrilton the latter part of the
month. Crests: Ft. Smith, 28.6 feet May 22; Van Buren, 29.3 feet May 21; Ozark, 25.9
feet May 22; Dardanelle, 27.1 feet May 23; Morrilton 31.0 feet May 24.

Damage was negligible except locally to crops on lowlands adjacent to the streams.

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ARKANSAS JUNE, 1949

GENERAL SUMMARY

June, 1949, over Arkansas, was characterized by warm moist weather. Precipitation was
generally moderate to excessive, especially during the first two weeks.

Wet fields during the first half of the month seriously interfered with the cultivation
of crops, and in many localities, with the harvesting of hay, girains and potatoes.

Cotton made generally good progress during the first two weeks, except that many fields
became grassy because of excessive moisture. During the last half of the month condi-
tions were more favorable except that continuing rainfall prevented proper working of
fields, many continued grassy throughout the month.

Rice, corn and soybeans made good progress during the month. Early corn was tassellng
and silking by the close.

Yields of small grains were substantially reduced by wet harvest.

TEMPERATURES

The mean temperature for the month was 77.9° which is 0.8° above normal. Monthly means
ranged from 71.9° at Mt. Magazine to 81.4° at Camden. The highest temperature recorded
was 101° on the 24th at Camden and the lowest 52° on the 16th at Lead Hill. The highest
temperatures of the month generally occurred during the last 10 days. There waa an
average of 14 days having maximum temperatures of 90° or higher,

PRECIPITATION

The average precipitation for the State was 5.17 inches which is 1.05 inches above
normal. Precipitation principally occurred in the form of thundershowers and was well
distributed throughout the month, with the heaviest amounts generally falling in the
first two weeks. Individual station totals varied widely. The greatest total recorded
was 11.06 inches at Ft. Smith and the least 1.67 inches at Camden. There were only two
days, the 17th and 18th, on which measurable precipitation was not recorded at some
point in the State. The greatest 24-hour fall was 4.02 inches on the 15th at St. Charles,

STORMS

No severe storms were reported during the month.

FLOODS

Minor floods occurred on the Arkansas and Ouachita Rivers during the month, with only
minor loss to crops on lowlands adjacent to the rivers. The Arkansas was above flood
stage at Van Buren from the 12th to the 16th with a crest of 23.4 feet, 1.4 feet above
flood stage on the 15th; and reached flood stage, 22.0 feet at Dardanelle on the 16th.
The Ouachita was above flood stage at Arkadelphia on the 15th and 16th with a crest of
20.4 feet, 3.4 feet above flood stage, on the 15th; and on the 18th and 19th at Camden,
reaching a crest of 26.5 feet, only 0.5 feet above flood stage, on the 19th.

ACKNOWLEDGUENTS .

In addition to the cl imatological data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records from Hydroclimatic
Network Stations which were formerly reproduced in the Hydrologic Bulletin Series. The Hydroclimatic Network is a nation-wide net of rain gages — mostly of
the recording type which produce continuous records of precipitation. It was established in 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the
Army, to supplement existing precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall intensity which were essential to the planning of flood control and
related works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has been maintained by the
Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers averaged about $250,000 per year be-
tween 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000 since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture transferred about $100,000 per year to provide
data required in its work and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000 per year to meet the increasing needs of their program in the
Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydroclimatic Network stations were presented in bulletins JHydrologic Bulletins) which were
Issued monthly for each of 8 drainrige areas embracing the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet the internal requirements of the
Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating agencies and to cer-
tain public repositories. A list of locations where reference copies of the Hydrologic Bulletin Series are available for inspection may be obtained upon ap-
plication to Chief, U. S. Weather Bureau, Washington 25, D. C.

Many other records published in this bulletin nave been made available through the cooperation of various public offices, private agenclWs, and individuals as
listed in the Station Index.

GENERAL SUMMARY

July, 1949 over Arkansas was characterized by warm and showery Weather. Warm dry weather on the opening days, which
was favorable for field work and crop growth, was followed by a general showery condition on the fourth, which continued
almost to the closing days. Excessively heavy rainfall over the northcentral section of the state during the latter
part of the first week, and the beginning of the second caused flood stages on the Black and brought high stages on the
Lower White.

The latter part of the month saw a return to more favorable conditions for crop growth and field work, except the field
work was hampered in many localities by frequent showers.

Cotton responded favorably to warm weather, and ample soil moisture, and was good over the northern part by the close.
The condition of the crop was, however, not so good over the southern half and the Upper Arkansas Valley, where many
fields were rank and weedy on account of excessive moisture. Boll weevils made severe inroads on the crop. Poisoning
of fields was seriously hampered by frequent showers and lack of necessary chemicals. At the close a fair to good corn
crop was in prospect. The last week was generally favorable for curing hay. The yield was good throughout the state.

Early rice was beginning to head at the close, with a good crop in prospect. Soybeans did well throughout the month. By
the close, in many fields, the plants were waist high and so dense that the rows could not be seen.

TEMPERATURES

at Mount
and at Green

The mean temperature for the month was 81.1°, which is 0.6° above normal. Monthly means ranged from 75.2
Magazine to 83.9° at Camp Chaffee. The highest temperature recorded was 102° at Camp Chaffee on the 20th
Mountain on the 30th. The lowest temperature recorded was 53° at Lead Hill on the 31st. There was an average of 22

days on which the temperature reached 90° or higher. Camp Chaffee and Mount Ida had temperatures of 90° or higher
every day of the month, while Turnpike and White Rock each had only 4 days of 90° temperature.

PRECIPITATION

The average precipitation for the month was 4.32 inches. Rainfall occurred principally in the form of thundershowers

,

and was well distributed, with the principal amounts falling generally during the second and third weeks. Individual
station totals varied widely. The greatest monthly total was 9.35 inches at Conway, and the least, 0.41 inch at Camp
Chaffee. The greatest amount recorded in 24 consecutive hours was 3.96 inches at Conway on the 30th. For the state as
a whole, there was an average of 10 days with measureable precipitation.

No severe storms were reported.

STORMS

FLOODS

The Black River, at Black Rock reached flood stage on July 8, 1949, and remained there or above through July 12, 1949.
The crest stage was 20.4 feet, 6.4 feet above flood stage, and occurred at 1:00 PM on July 9, 1949. There was consider-
able damage to crops on lowlands adjacent to the river. No other damage was reported. There were near flood stages on
the Lower White River, below Newport, but overflows did not occur.

SILENT OBSERVERS

Mr. T. C. Cogbill, observer at Cummins Farm since June 15, 1944, passed away on July 16, 1949.

Mr. Willis T. Moyer, former observer at Newport, Arkansas passed away on July 18, 1949. Mr. Moyer served continously
from April 1, 1943 through June 30, 1949, when he resigned because of failing health.

ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

In addition to the cl imatological data from some 6,000 Heather Bureau and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records from Hydroclimatic
Network Stations which were formerly reproduced in the Hydrologic Bulletin Series. The Hydroclimatic Network is a nation-wide net of rain gages — mostly of
the recording type which produce continuous records of precipitation. It was established in 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the
Army, to supplement existing precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall intensity which were essential to the planning of flood control and
related works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has been maintained by the
Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers averaged about $250,000 per year be-
tween 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000 since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture transferred about $100,000 per year to provide
data required in its work and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000 per year to meet the increasing needs of their program in the
Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydroclimatic Network stations were presented in bulletins (Hydrologic Bulletins) which were
Issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet the internal requirements of the
Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating agencies and to cer-
tain public repositories. A list of locations where reference copies of the Hydrologic Bulletin Series are available for inspection may be obtained upon ap-
plication to Chief, U. S. Weather Bureau, Washington 25, D. C.

Many other records published in this bulletin have been made available through the cooperation of various public offices, private agencies, and individuals as
listed In the Station Index.

August, 1949 over Arkansas was characterized by relatively cool showery weather. While temperatures
averaged slightly below normal, except during the second week, there was ample warmth and sunshine
for farm work and crop growth. Rainfall was predominatly in the form of showers, which in many
localities were frequent throughout the month.

The condition of the cotton cop throughout the month varied widely. Frequent showers in many local-
ities seriously interferred with poisoning operations, preventing effective control of insects, es-
especially in the southern sections of the state. Cotton was fruiting heavily the opening days of
the month. Old cotton was maturing and some fields beginning to open by the close of the second
week. The first bales of the season were. ginned during the second week in Phillips and Columbia
Counties. A scattered harvest began over most of the state during the third week, and continued on
a limited scale throughout the month. Defoliation of some early cotton was reported in Lincoln
County the closing week.

Early rice was beginning to head the opening days of the month, and early rice matured rapidly
throughout the month. Harvest of early varieties of rice began on a limited scale the closing week.

Corn made good progress during the month, except in the northwest portion and a few north central
counties where it was in need of rain. Some early corn was harvested the closing week, to make room
for sowing small grains. Soybeans and sorghums did well during the month. By the close, the cutting
of sorghums for silage was well along. Hay and pastures made good progress. Cutting and baling hay
in many sections was delayed by frequent showers. A large amount of hay was baled the closing week
with exceptionally good yields being obtained. The watermelon harvest was practically completed by
the middle of the month. By the close a large portion of the Jonathan apple crop had been picked and
the grape harvest was in full swing. •

TEMPERATURES

The mean temperatuce for the month was 77.7°, which is 2.4° below normal. Monthly means ranged from
73.0° at Mt. Magazine to 81.1° at Fordyce. The highest temperature recorded was 104° on the 13th at
Camp Chaffee. The lowest temperature recorded was 42° on the 22nd at Siloam Springs. There was an
average of 17 days on which the temperature reached 90° or higher.

PRECIPITATION

The average precipitation for the month was 3.11 inches, which is 0.42 inch below normal. Rainfall
was principally in the form of thundershowers . While dally amounts and individual monthly totals
varied widely, precipitation was well distributed throughout the month. There were only two days,
the 22nd and 23rd, on which measureable precipitation was not recorded at some point in the state.
The greatest monthly total was 8.99 inches at Eagle Gap, and the least, 0.33 inch at Wedington Lake.
The greatest rainfall in any one day was 3.08 inches at Turnpike. There was an average over the
state of 8 days with measureable precipitation.

STORMS

There were no severe storms reported in Arkansas during August, 1949.

There were no floods during August, 1949.

ACKMOWLEDGHENTS

In addition to the cl imatologlcal data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records from Hydroclimatlc
Network Stations which were formerly reproduced in the Bydrologic Bulletin Series. The Hydrocl imat ic Network is a nation-wide net of rain gages — mostly of
the recording type which produce continuous records of precipitation. It was established in 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the
Army, to supplement existing precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall intensity which were essential to the planning of flood control and
related works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non- recording rain gages, has been maintained by the
Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers averaged about $250,000 per year be-
tween 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000 since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture transferred about $100,000 per year to provide
data required in its work and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000 per year to meet the increasing needs of their progran in the
Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydroclimatic Network stations were presented in bulletins (Bydrologic Bulletins) which were
Issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet the internal requirements of the
Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating agencies and to cer-
tain public repositories. A list of locations where reference copies of the Bydrologic Bulletin Series are available for inspection may be obtained upon ap-
plication to Chief, U. S. Weather Bureau, Washington 25, D. C.

Nany other records published in this bulletin have been made available through the cooperation of various public offices, private agencies, and Individuals as

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ARKANSAS SEPTEMBER 1949

Walter C. Hickmon, Section Director - Little Rock

GENERAL SUMMARY

The first two weeks of September, 1949 were favorable for farm wo-rk and maturing crops. Temper-
atures were moderate, averaging slightly below the seasonal normal. Precipitation was limited to
scattered showers. There was a return to cool rainy weather the closing days of the second week,
with general rain on the thirteenth. Showers were general over the entire state during the third
week, with precipitation reported from most sections on every day through the ninteenth. Wet weath-
er seriously hampered farm work in many localities. There was a return to fair weather on the
twentieth. Clear skies and bright sunshine prevailed through the remainder of the month.

Cotton picking made good progpress during the first week and was in full swing during the second
week. The work was retarded by general rains the third week, but rapidly returned to full swing
with the advent of favorable weather on the twentieth, which caused bolls to open rapidly. Weevil
damage continued throughout the month. Rank cotton opened slowly and defoliation was necessary.
Defoliation also helped in reducincr wp-evil damage in many localities. The yield of cotton was some
better than had previously been anticipated, except where weevil infestation had been heavy. In
many areas the quality of the crop was lowered by excessive moisture.

The harvest of early rice was in progress and late varieties were heading the opening week. Medium
and late varieties were in the milk or dough stage the second week. The harvest of early varieties
was in full swing the third week when it was delayed by excessive rains. The moisture content of
mature standing grain had risen as a result of weather conditions. The harvest had reached the
half-way mark by the closing week, and in some sections was 65% completed.

The harvest of early corn was underway the opening week with good yielcls. Late corn was in need
of rain the first two weeks, but was benefited the heavy rains of the third week. The gather- '

ing of corn continued throughout the month. Sorghums, both for grain and silage, were being cut
the first week, and the harvest was well along by the close. Soybeans matured during the month,
and most early fields had been combined by the close. The harvest of peanuts was well underway by
the close of the month, with good yields reported. Extensive seedbed preparation was underway the
latter half of the month. Pastures furnished good grazing during the month. High grade cattle and
feeder calves moved to market in considerable numbers throughout the month.

Scattered points in the northern part of the state had frost on the mornings of the 29th and 30th.
Elkins, Arkansas reported a light frost on the morning of the 26th, and heavy frost with 1/16 inch
of ice on the mornings of the 29th and 30th.

TEMPERATURES

The mean temperature for the month was 69.1°, which is 5.1° below normal. Monthly mean temperatures
ranged from 64.3° at Batesville Livestock Experiment Station, to 74.2° at Arkadelphia. The highest
temperature recorded was 99° at Hope and Okay on the 7th. The lowest was 28° at Batesville Live-
stock Experiment Station on the 30th. There was an average of four days on which the temperature
reached 90° or higher.

PRECIPITATION

The average precipitation for the month was 3.20 inches, *tiich is 0.09 inch below normal. Rainfall
during the month was mostly in the form of showers and thundershowers . Rains were, however, general
on the 7th, 13th, 15th, 16th, 17th, 18th and 19th. The greatest monthly total was 9.06 inches at
Rogers, and the least 0.60 inch at Marianna. The greatest amount on any one day was 4.72 inches at
Fayetteville on the 18th. There was an average of seven days with measurable precipitation during
the month. . .

FLOODS I

There were no floods during the month.

STORMS

No severe storms occurred in Arkansas during the month of September.

ACKNOWLEDGMENTS •

In addition to the cl Imatological data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records from Hydroclimatic

Network Stations which were formerly reproduced in the Hydrologic Bulletin Series. The Hydrocl imatic Network is a nation-wide net oi rain gages — mostly of

the recording type which produce continuous records of precipitation. It was established in 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the

Army, to suppleraent existing precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall intensity which were essential to the planning of flood control and

related works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has been maintained by the

Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers averaged about $250,000 per year be-

tween 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000 since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Depart.iient of Agriculture transferred about $100,000 per year to provide

data required in its work and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transiferred about $25,000 per year to meet the .-".ncreasing needs of their program in the

Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydroclimatic Network stations were presented in bulletins (Hydrologic Bulletins) which were

issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet the internal requirements of the

Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating agencies and to cer-

tain public repositories. A list of locations where reference copies of the Hydrologic Bulletin Series are available for inspection may be obtained upon ap-

plication to Chief, U. S. Weather Bureau, Washington 25, D. C,

Many other records published In this bulletin have been made available through the cooperation of various public offices, private agencies, and individuals as

listed in the Station Index.

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ARKANSAS OCTOBER 1949

GENERAL SUMMARY

October, 1949, over Arkansas was characterized by excessive rainfall and mild generally seasonal temperatures.

General rains which set in on the evening of the first and continued through the twelfth seriously hampered
the picking of the cotton crop. In many localities the rains beat the cotton out of the bolls and caused the
seed to sprout. Damage to the grade of cotton was general throughout the state.

The rains of the first 12 days delayed the rice harvest. Fields were too wet for the operation of combines.
Rain and winds flattened rice in some localities. The harvest of the corn and soybean crops was also brought
to a standstill. Where mature corn remained in the fields, damage by rodents, weevils and rot was reported.
Some late corn was blown down by winds in several localities. The last cuttings of hay were lost in a few
sections because of the rains. The harvest of sorghums was delayed.

The rains of the first twelve days were beneficial to pastures. Early planted small grains, and winter le-
g»imes made excellent progress. Recently seeded fields germinated rapidly.

A period of generally dry sunny weather prevailed from the thirteenth through the nineteenth. Fields in most
areas had dried sufficiently by the fourteenth to allow some cotton picking. In most localities fields did
not dry sufficiently to permit the combining of rice and soybeans.

General rains again set in on the twentieth and continued through the twenty- f i f th . These further delayed the
harvest of cotton, rice, corn, etc. The frequent and heavy rains during the month considerably lowered the
quality of the cotton crop. Seeds continued to sprout in the bolls, and much of the lint was badly discolored.
There was a brief period of dry sunny weather from the twenty-sixth through the twenty-ninth, which permitted
a slow resumption of farm activities. By the close of the month the harvest of the cotton crop ranged from
half to two-thirds completed. The harvest of rice continued through the close of the month, with some still
in the fields, seriously damaged by wind and excessive rains.

The combining of soybeans was resumed during the last week.

TEMPERATURES

The mean temperature for the month was 62.8°, which is exactly normal. Monthly mean temperatures ranged from
57.6° at Mount Magazine, to 66.7° at Helena. The highest recorded temperature was 91° on the 11th at Camden
and Sheridan. The lowest temperature recorded was 23° on the 31st at Devils Knob and Marshall. There was an
average of one day on which the temperature fell to 32° or lower.

PRECIPITATION

The average precipitation for the month was 8.50 inches, which is 5.25 inches above normal. This was exceeded
only in 1919, when the average precipitation for the state was 10.90 inches. In addition to 1919 and 1949,
the only other October having an average precipitation in excess of 8.00 inches was in 1941, when the average
was 8.11 inches. The greatest monthly total was 14.92 inches at Augusta, and the least, 2.66 inches at Denver.
There was an average of 12 days during the month on which measurable rain occurred, and an average of 3 days
on which an inch or more of rain was measured.

FROST

Light frosts were recorded locally in protected places at various places over the state on the morning of Oct-
ober 1, 13 and 14th. The first general light frosts were recorded on the mornings of the 26th and 27th.
Killing frosts were reported from several points on the morning of the 31st.

FLOODS

The Black River reached a stage within 0.2 ft. of flood stage on October 7, 1949. Another rise on October
13th brought the stream to within 0.5 ft. of flood stage. The Lower White River remained within a few feet of
flood stage the last half of the month. It reached a stage within 0.5 ft. of flood stage at Clarendon on the
last day of the month.

No damage was reported except locally to crops in low areas adjacent to the streams.

STORMS

There were no storms reported. There was some local damage to standing crops, principally rice, from beating
rain and local winds.

WEATHER SUMMARY

November, 1949, closed the driest November on the state's 59-year record, with an average precipitation of
only 0.37 inch. The second driest November was in 1910, when the state's average was 0.47 inch. The month's
weather was characterized by abundant sunshine and mild seasonal temperatures.

The average precipitation for the state was 0.37 inch, which is 3.45 inches below normal. There was only one
day, the 12th, on which precipitation was general throughout the state. Amounts on this date were generally
light, with the heaviest fall 1.17 inches at Lee Creek, which was also the state's greatest monthly total.
Aside from the 12th, precipitation was limited to a few light and widely scattered showers. There was an
average of only one day with measureable precipitation over the state. Okay, Ozark, Perryville and Stuttgart
had no precipitation. Snow did not fall at any point in the state during the month.

The state's average temperature for the month was 52.3°, which is 1.0° above normal. Temperature extremes
were seasonal, with the highest recorded 85° on the 28th at Magnolia; and the lowest, 12°, on the 22nd at
Lead Hill and Mammoth Spring. There was an average, over the state, of 11 days or which the temperature sank
to 32° or below.

There was a general killing frost on the morning of the first, which affected those localities which did not
have a killing frost during the last week of October.

The weather during the month was unusually favorable for all outdoor activities. Dry sunny weather permitted
the resumption of work delayed by the heavy and frequent rains of the preceding October. The picking of
cotton, gathering of corn, harvesting of rice, soybeans, etc., progressed rapidly; and were near completion by
the close. Construction projects, interrupted by wet weather during October, were resumed.

Ample soil moisture and abundant sunshine favored rapid growth of cover crops and winter grains during the
first two weeks. Continued dry weather was, however, unfavorable for these crops during the last two weeks.
Strawberries made excellent progress the entire month. Livestock remained in good condition.

The dry cool weather of the closing week was favorable for outdoor farm activities, such as clearing, wood
cutting

,
butchering, etc.

The extremely dry weather of the month, created a serious fire hazard over the forests of the state. Several
major fires were reported during the last two weeks of the month. Lack of precipitation made the control of
these fires extremely difficult.

Warm dry weather and clear skies seriously interferred with the duck hunting season in the Stuttgart area.
Flights of ducks were delayed by the warm weather. Much of the hunting ground was so dry that many flights
did not light in the area.

STORMS

There were no storms in Arkansas during November, 1949.

FLOODS

There were no floods on the streams in Arkansas during November, 1949. (JFR)

• ACKNOWLEDGIIQITS

In addition to the cllmatological data from sOBe 6,000 Weather Bureau and cooperative veather stations, this bulletin series contains records from Hydroclioatic
Network Stations which were formerly reproduced in the Bydrologic Bulletin Series. The Hydrocllmatic Network is a nation-wide net of rain gages — mostly of
the recording type which produce continuous records of precipitation. It was established in 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the
Army, to supplement existing precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall intensity which were essential to the planning of flood control and
related works hy the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has been maintained by the
Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually to the Weather Bureau hy the Corps of Engineers. These transfers averaged about $250,000 per year be-
tween 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000 since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture transferred about $100,000 per year to provide'
data required in its work and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000 per year to meet the increasing needs of their program in the
Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydrocllmatic Network stations were presented in bulletins (Bydrologic Bulletins) which were
issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet the internal requirements of the
Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating agencies and to cer-
tain public repositories. A list of locations where reference copies of the Bydrologic Bulletin Series are available for inspection may be obtained upon ap-
plication to Chief, U. S. Weather Bureau, Washington 25, D. C.

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ARKANSAS DECEMBER 1949

WEATHER SUMMARY

The weather over Arkansas during the Month of December, 1949, was characterized by frequent and
relatively general precipitation, with above normal temperatures.

The month's rainfall was well distributed, with an average of 11 days with measurable precipitation
over the state. There was only one day, the 29th, oh which there was no measurable precipitation
recorded at some point in the state. The average total precipitation was 4.77 inches, which is 0.53
inch above, or 112% of the normal. The greatest monthly total precipitation was 10.08 inches at
Beaty Lake, and the least, 1.58 inches at Gilbert. The greatest amount recorded in any one day was
3.97 inches, at Dumas on the 12th. There was some sleet and snow over the northern portion of the
state on the evening of the 8th and the morning of the 9th, and in widely scattered localities on
the 12th.

Temperatures during the month were mild, averaging 44.9°, which is 2.1° above the normal. Monthly
mean temperatures ranged from 40.4° at Gilbert, to 50.9° at Portland. The highest temperature re-
corded was 85° at Portland on the 12th, and the lowest, 9° at Lead Hill on the 14th.

At the opening, the state was extremely dry from the deficient precipitation of the previous
November. Many extensive forest fires were burning over the timbered areas of the state. Light
rains the opening days, becoming general on the 4th, did much toward retarding the fires, but did
not completely extinguish them. Light and scattered rains continued over the state until the 9th,
when they again became general, extending through the 13th. These rains completely checked the
forest fires, most of which had been burning since the previous month. During the remainder of the
month, general rains occurred on the 17th, 18th, 21st, 22nd, 26th and 31st, with scattered rains on
all intervening days except the 29th.

Despite frequent and abundant rainfall the month's weather was favorable for all outdoor activities.
Mild temperatures favored the gathering of remant crops, clearing, wood cutting, fence building,
butchering, plowing and similar chores. Weather conditions also permitted the completion of con-
struction projects and paving, delayed by adverse weather during the early fall.

The rains were beneficial to winter grains and cover crops, which had been retarded by dry weather
during the preceding November. Wheat and oats made excellent progress during the month. By the
close, the strawberry prospects were best in the past several years. Pastures afforded some grazing
throughout the month, and livestock remained in very good condition.

FLOODS

There were no floods on the streams of the state during December, 1949. During the latter half of
the month the Black, the Lower White and the Ouachita Rivers rose to within a few feet of flood
stages, and remained high at the close.

STORMS

At 2:46 P.M. of December 11th, a small tornado struck near Providence, Arkansas, cutting a path 660
yards wide, and 4 1/2 miles long, from the southwest to the northeast. One person was killed, and
seven persons injured. There was considerable damage to houses and barns, with about 15 buildings
destroyed. Monetary damage was estimated at $50,000.

Between 3:00 and 4:P.M. of the 11th, this tornado struck the Cross Roads Community, 3 1/2 miles
northwest of Bradford, Arkansas, on Highway 87. Four persons were killed and four injured.
Property damage was slight, being estimated at $2,000..

Another tornado struck the edge of Clinton, Arkansas at 1:15 P.M. of the 11th. Principal damage was
to the eastern portion of the town, and the country to the east of the town. The storm traveled
from southwest to northeast, with a destructive path 220 yards wide. There were no personal in-
juries or loss of life. Principal damage was to houses and barns, and to the hay and corn crops.
There was also some loss of poultry and livestock. Monetary damage was estimated at $75,000.

At 2:30 P.M. of the 11th, a man was electrocuted when lightning struck a power pole at his home
near Round Mountain, Arkansas, The bolt destroyed the transformer, causing the wires to sag and
power to flow in the neutral wire. The man was killed when he came into contact with the sagging
wires. JFR

ACKNOirLEDGIIENTS I

In addition to the cl Imatologlcal data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records fro« eydrocllBatli||
Network Stations which were formerly reproduced In the Bydrologlc Bulletin Series. The Bydrocl Imatlc Network Is a nation-wide net of rain gages — mostly of
the recording type which produce continuous records of precipitation. It was established In 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers, Departaent of the i

Army, to supplement existing precipitation stations In order to provide records of rainfall Intensity which were essential to the planning of flood control and
related works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non- recording rain gages, has been maintained by the
Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers averaged about $250,000 per year be
tween 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000 since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture transferred about $100,000 per year to provide'
data required In its work and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000 per year to meet the Increasing needs of their program In the
Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydrocllmatlc Network stations were presented in bulletins (Bydrologlc Bulletins) which were
Issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet the internal requirements of the
Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating agencies and to cer-
tain public repositories. A list of locations where reference copies of the Bydrologlc Bulletin Series are available for inspection may be obtained noon ap-
plication to Chief, U. S. Weather Bureau, Washington 25, D. C.

Many other records published in this bulletin have been made available through the cooperation of various public offices, private agencies, and individuals as
listed In the Station Index.

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ARKANSAS YEAR 1949

LEATHER SUMMARY

The year, 1949, over Arkansas, was characterized by near normal temperatures and above normal precipitation. Monthly mean temperatures averaged above normal
during the months of January, February, Hay, June, July, November and December; and below normal during March, April, August and September. October averaged
exactly normal. The greatest departure from the normal was -5.1° during September. The average temperature for the year was 61.3", which is 0.1° below normal.
The year's precipitation, for the state as a whole, averaged 57.04 inches, which is 8.41 inches above, or 117% of the normal. The wettest month was January,
with an average precipitation of 10.16 inches, which is 234% of normal. This was the second wettest January on record, being exceeded only in 1936, when the
average precipitation for the state was 12.61 inches. The driest month was November, with the average precipitation only 10% of the normal.

Almost unprecedented rainfall during January caused major floods on all streams in the state, except the Arkansas. High water persisted through February,
on at least the lower reaches of most streams, and continued into April on the Shite and Black Rivers. Floods during the remainder of the year were of minor
nature and ctf brief duration. High water during the early part of the year seriously interfered with farming operations, caused extensive property damage and
some loss of life. Later floods resulted in only limited local damage in lowlands immediately adjacent to the streams.

The year 1949 presented a series of factors unfavorable to the cotton crop in Arkansas. The planting and early growth of the crop were favored by the warm,
relatively dry weather of April, together with abundant soil moisture remaining from the opening months of the year. Warm» moist weather during May and June
accelerated the growth of the plants, but also favored the growth of grass. Wet fields made chopping difficult to impossible, and many became exceedingly rank
by the close of the month of June. Warm weather during the winter and early spring favored the development of boll weevil. By summer the weevil infestation
had become excessive. Frequent showers that persisted throughout the summer months made poisoning exceedingly difficult, unsatisfactory, and very expensive.
In many areas weevil damage continued at an alarming rate, despite repeated dusting operations. The harvesting of the crop was seriously hampered by frequent
showers in September, and brought to a stop by excessive rains in October. Much lint was beaten out of the bolls by the heavy rains. In many fields excess-
ive moisture caused the seed to sprout in the bolls, resulting in much discoloration of the lint.

On the whole, the year was favorable for the growth and maturing of other major crops. Moisture was ample throughout the growing season. Yields of small
grains were, however, reduced in many localities by wet fields and excessive precipitation during the harvest season.

Frequent rains throughout the summer and early fall interfered to a considerable extent with outdoor construction projects. Road building was delayed by
wet ground and heavy rains tended to wash out new grades. Moisture also interfered with surfacing operations.

SYNOPSIS BY MONTHS

JANUARY: The month brought excessively heavy rains and above normal temperatures. The average monthly precipitation was 10.16 Inches, which is 234% of
the normal. The heaviest monthly total was 15.21 inches at Turnpike, and the least, 4.18 inches at Gravette. The greatest fall in 24 hours was 7.72 inches
at Lutherville. The average snowfall was 3.1 inches, with falls of 8 inches or more at Portland, Warren, Cummins Farm and Dumas. This was the second wettest
January on the 59-year record. All streams in the state, except the Arkansas, below Dardanelle, reached flood stage or above. Temperatures averaged 42.0°,
which is 0.9° above normal. The highest temperature recorded was 82" at Pine Bluff on the 10th, and the lowest, 3" below zero at Gravette on the 30th. Three
tornadoes occurred on the 3rd.

FEBRUARY: The outstanding characteristic of the month was its positive temperature departure. Only six stations had monthly mean temperatures below the
normal. The monthly mean temperature was 46.0°, which is 2.4° above normal. The highest monthly mean was 52.7° at Magnolia, and the lowest, 40.0° at Mammoth
Spring. The highest temperature recorded was 83° at Crossett on the 13th, and the lowest, 3° below zero at Benton on the 1st. Precipitation averaged 3.98
inches, which is 0.43 inch above, or 112% of the normal. The greatest monthly total was 8.25 inches at White Rock, and the least, 1.70 inches at Fordyce.
The greatest 24-hour fall was 4.25 inches at Mammoth Spring on the 14th. While the average snowfall wa only a trace, Malvern had a fall of 3.5 inches on the
1st. The White, Black and Ouachita Rivers continued above flood stage most of the month, with the White, below Newport, remaining above flood stage through-
out the month. There were no destrictive windstorms during the month.

MARCH: The weather during the month was relatively cool and wet. Precipitation averaged 5.42 inches, which is 114% of the normal. The greatest monthly
total was 10.46 inches at Denver, ,the least was 2.27 inches at Fayetteville. The greatest 24-hour fall was 7.00 inches at Dermott on the 24th and 25th. The
average snowfall was 0.5 inch. The Black, White and Ouachita Rivers were above flood stage much of the month. Temperatures averaged 50.9°, which is 1.6°
below normal. The highest temperature was 84° at Ashdown on the 26th, the lowest, 18° at Mt , Magazine on the 18th. There was a destructive windstorm in
Bradley County on the 9th. Two tornadoes occurred on the 26th, one of which resulted in heavy property damage and some loss of life.

APRIL: The month of April was marked by relatively cool, dry weather. Temperatures averaged 60.0°, which is 1.6° below normal. The highest temperature
recorded was 92° at Nlmrod Dam on the 25th. The lowest temperature was 23° at Lead Hill on the 16th, and Mammoth Spring on the second. Precipitation over
the state averaged 2.75 inches, which is 55% of the normal. This was the first month of the year having below normal precipitation. The greatest monthly
total was 6.58 Inches, at Alum Fork, and the least, 0.90 inch at Lead Hill. The greatest amount in 24 hours was 4.03 inches at Bee Branch on the 26th.
There were some floods, but all crests were secondary on streams already swollen by high water from previous months.

MAY: The weather of the month was characterized by warm and comparatively moist weather. All stations in the state had above normal temperatures. The
mean temperature fc * the month was 71,3°, which is 2.2" above normal. The highest temperature recorded was 94° on the 31st, at Fort Smith and Magnolia. The
lowest was 30° on the 3rd at Corning. Average precipitation for the month was 5.29 inches, which is 105% of the normal. The greatest monthly total was 11.58
Inches at Ozark, and the least, 0,85 inch at Crystal Vallev. The greatest 24-hour total was 5.20 inches on the 20th at Ozark. Flood stages occurred on the
Ouachita the first part of the month, and on the Arkansas, ±rom Fort Smith to Morrilton, the latter part. A small tornado occurred at Harked Tree on the 21sti
with slight property damage, and no loss of life. There were several local wind and hall storms, resulting in purely local damage to crops,

JUNE: The month's weather was comparatively warm and moist. Temperatures averaged 77.9°, which is 0.8° above the normal. The highest temperature recorded
was 101° on the 24th at Camden, and the lowest, 52° on the 16th at Lead Hill. The average precipitation was 5.17 inches, which is 125% of the normal. The
heaviest monthly total was 11.06 inches at Fort Smith, and the least, 1.67 inches at Camden. The greatest 24-hour fall was 4.02 Inches on the 15th at St.
Charles. Minor floods occurred on the Arkansas and Ouchita Rivers during the month, with only minor loss to crops on lowlands adjacent to the rivers. There
were no severe storms.

JULY: The month's weather was warm and showery. The mean temperature for the month was 81.1°, which is 0.6° above normal. The highest temperature record-
ed was 102° at Camp Chaffee, and at Green Mountain on the 30th. The lowest was 53° at Lead Hill on the 31st. Monthly precipitation averaged 4.32 inches,
which is 117% of the normal. precipitation was mostly in the form of thundershowers , with individual station totals varying widely. The greatest total was
9.35 inches at Conway, and the least, 0.41 inch at Camp Chaffee. The greatest 24-hour fall was 3.96 inches at Conway on the 30th. The Black River at Black
Rock was at or above flood stage from the 8th through the 12th of the month. There were no severe storms.

AUGUST: The weather during the month was relatively cool and showery. Temperatures averaged 77.7°, which is 2.4° below the normal. The highest temperature
recorded was 104° at Camp Chaffee on the 13th, and the lowest, 42° at Slloam Springs on the 22nd. Precipitation over the state averaged 3.11 inches, which
is 88% of the normal. The greatest monthly total was 8.99 inches at Eagle Gap, and the least, 0.33 inch at Wedington Lake. The greatest 24-hour rainfall
was 3.08 inches at Turnpike on the 15th. There were no floods or severe storms.

SEPTEMBER: Precipitation during the month was limited to scattered showers, while temperatures were slightly below seasonal. The average precipitation
was 3.20 ijiches , which is 97% of the month's normal. The greatest monthly total was 9.06 inches at Rogers, and the least, 0.60 inch at Marianna. The great-
est amount to fall on any one day was 4.72 inches at Fayetteville, on the 18th. The monthly mean temperature was 69.1°, which is 5.1° below the normal. The
highest temperature recorded was 99^ at Hope and Okay on the 7th. The lowest temperature of the month was 28° at the Batesville Livestock Experiment Station,
on the 30th. There were no floods or severe storms.

OCTOBER: Rainfall during the month was excessive, while temperatures were mild and seasonable. The average precipitation was 8.50 inches, which is 262%
of normal, the greatest departure of the year. This was the second wettest October on record, being exceeded only in 1919, when the average precipitation
for the state was 10.90 inches. The greatest monthly total was 14.92 inches at Augusta, and the least, 2.66 inches at Denver. The greatest 24-hour fall
was 5.00 inches at Prescott on the 5th. Despite nearly three times the normal precipitation, there were no floods on the streams of the state, although
stages within a few tenths of a foot of flood stage were recorded on the White and Black Rivers. The state's mean temperature for the month was 62.8°, which
is exactly normal. The highest temperature recorded was 91°, at Camden and Sheridan on the 11th, the lowest was 23° on the 31st, at Devils Knob and Marshall.
Killing frosts were reported from several points on the morning of the 31st.

NOVEMBER: The month was the driest November on the state's 59-year record, with an average precipitation of only 0.37 inch, which was just 10% of the
normal. The greatest monthly total was 1.17 inches at Lee Creek. Several stations had no precipitation during the month. The month's mean temperature was
52.3°, which is 1.0° above the normal. The highest temperature recorded was 85° on the 28th at Magnolia, and the lowest, 12° on the 22nd at Lead Hill and
Mammoth Spring. There was a general killing frost on the morning of the first. There were no severe storms or floods.

DECEMBER: Frequent and relatively general precipitation, with above normal temperatures, characterized the month's weather. Rainfall was well distributed
throughout the month, with only one day (the 29th) on which measurable precipitation was not recorded at some point in the state. The average total precipi-
ation was 4.77 inches, which is 112% of the normal. The greatest monthly total was 10.08 Inches at Beaty Lake, and the least, 1.58 inches at Gilbert. The
greatest fall on any one day was 3.97 inches at Dumas on the 12th. Monthly mean temperatures averaged 44.9°, which is 2.1° above the normal. Monthly^mean
temperatures ranged from 40.4° at Gilbert, to 50.9° at Portland. jhe highest temperature recorded was 85° at Portland on the 12th, and the lowest, 9 at

Lead Hill on the 14th. (JFH).
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Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to coopei-ating agencies and to cer-
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plication to Chief, U, S. Weather Bureau, Washington 25, D. C.

WEATHER SUMMARY

The month was the fourth wettest January on the state's 60-year record. Precipitation was general throughout the month, with all stations reporting
monthly totals in excess of the normal. The average monthly precipitation for the state was 9.63 inches, which is 5.19 inches above the normal. This
average was exceeded by state averages of 12.61 inches in 1937, 10.13 inches in 1949, and 9. 6,7 inches in 1932. The greatest monthly total was 16 . 43

inches at Newhope, and the least, 4.38 inches at Siloam Springs. The greatest fall in any 24-hour period was 3.80 inches at Mammoth Spring on the 5th.

There was an average of 16 days with measurable precipitation over the state during the month. Measurable precipitation was recorded at some point
in the state on every day of the month.

Temperatures during the month were mild, except for a period of below normal readings during the first week. The mean temperature for the state was
47.2" which is 6.0'^ above the normal. The highest mean temperature was 57. 0° at Crossett, and the lowest , 39 .

2° at Green Mountain . The highest
temperature recorded was 87° on the 25th at Searcy, and the lowest ,

6° on the 4th at five stations. High temperatures for the month occurred generally
on the 25th, with many stations exceeding their previous high record for that date.

A period of moderate to heavy general precipitation began on the last day of the preceding December, and continued through the 6th, with excessive
amounts on the 2nd, 3rd, 4th and 5th. Freezing rain and sleet over the northern portion of the state on the 4th seriously interferred with air and

highway traffic, and disrupted communications and electric service. The glaze also caused considerable damage to timber, fruit and shade trees. This
period of precipitation also caused general rises on the streams in the state, with flooding of lowlands along the Black, White and Quachita Rivers.

There was a brief period of only scattered precipitation on the 7th and 8th, with a return to general precipitation on the 9th, which continued
through the 19th. Heavy to excessive amounts fell on the 10th, 12th, 13th, 14th and 15th. This moisture falling on the watersheds of already swollen
streams caused major flooding on the White, Black, Little Red, Cache, Quachita and St. Francis Rivers. While precipitation occurred every day during
the period from the 20th through the 25th, it was quite scattered, and amounts were generally light. There was a return to moderate to locally heavy
general precipitation on the 26th and 27th, followed by lighter scattered precipitation on the 28th and 29th. Precipitation was again general and
moderate to heavy on the 30th and 31st. The rivers of the state continued at high stages through the close of the month. A glaze storm on the 30th
caused widespread damage to telephone and power lines over the northern and north-central portions of the state. There was also considerable damage
to fences, farm out-buildings, orchards ,, shades trees and shrubbery.

Excessively wet weather seriously hampered farm work throughout the month. Very little was accomplished aside from daily chores, some butchering,
trapping and odd jobs. Construction projects and other outdoor work was also either slowed or halted by the wet weather.

Cover crops and winter grains remained in fair to good condition throughout the month. Pastures frunished some grazing most of the month, but most
fields were too wet to permit grazing of cover crops or grains. On the whole, the month was unfavorable for livestock. Warm weather the latter part
of the month caused some fruit tree buds to swell, and there were scattered reports of strawberries blooming. These conditions were not, however,
sufficiently widespread to materially affect the crop prospects.

SWKUS

At 5:25 A.M. on January 13, 1950, a small tornado struck the farm of Mr. L. A. Roope, 2 miles southeast of Cove, Arkansas, killing Mrs. Roope , and
seriously injuring Mr. Roope. The house and furnishings were destroyed.' Property damage is estimated at $1,000.

Freezing rain and sleet over th^ northern portion of the state on the 4th seriously interferred with highway and air traffic, and disrupted wire
communications and electric service. The glaze caused considerable damage to t imber , fruit and shade trees and shrubbery. It is estimated that
damage to telephone lines, as a result of this storm, exceeded $250,000. An accurate estimate of the total monetary loss as a result of this storm
is not possible because of wide coverage of the storm and the localized nature of the damage. Sections of highways and roads over the northern portion
of the state remained glazed for several days. The State Police attributed several automobi le accidents to slick roa ds . Five persons were injured
as a result of these accidents.

A second glaze storm on January 30th over the northern and north-central portions of the state caused considerable damage to telephone and electric
power lines, shade and fruit trees, and shrubbery. Damage to telephone lines was estimated at $250,000. There is no estimate of other monetary
loss as a result of this storm. Many highways and roads over the northern half of the state were impassable for several days after the storm. Some
communities were without electric power and telephone service for from two to three days.

FLOODS

General precipitation of moderate to heavy intensity which began on the closing day of the preceeding December, and continued almost without inter-
ruption throughout the month of January, 1950, brought floods to all streams in the state, except the Arkansas River. The first flooding of the month
was on the Black River at Black Rock on the third. By the seventh, flood stages had been reached all along the course of the Black, White and
Quachita Rivers, and their tributaries. No record stages were reached.

The Black River at Black Rock remained above flood stage from the third through the close of the month, cresting at a stage of 26.9 feet on the fifth.
There was an estimated $8,000 damage to property in the town of Black Rock. There was an estimated 34,600 acres of land inundated in the vicinity
of Black Rock, with a loss of $5,000 in crops and farm animals, and $4,000 in farm buildings and equipment. It is estimated that there was $1,000
damage to highways and bridges

.

On the Upper White River, in the vicinity of Batesville there was no flood damage except for the loss of five head of cattle. It is reported that
timely warnings resulted in the saving of many thousands of dollars in this area.

On the White River at Newport, there was an estimated $2500 damage to town property. In the surrounding area there was an estimated 15,000 acres
inundated , with loss of $4300 in crops and farm animals , and $1900 in farm buildings and equipment . Damages to highways and bridges is estimated
to have been $15,000. There was also a $15,000 damage to public utilities in the area.

On the White River at Augusta and the Little Red River at Sugar Loaf Mountain,, there was no damage of consequence. Timely warnings and forecasts
are credited with saving many head of cattle and hogs, as we 11 as 10, 000 bushels of corn, in the two areas. On the Little Red River at Judsonia

,

there was an estimated loss of $5,472 in town property. While only 300 acres were inundated in the area, there was a loss of $1,050 to farm buildings
and equipment , and $700 to highways and bridges

.

On the Vhite River at Des Arc, there was no damage to city property. There was an estimated 50,000 acres inundated in the vicinity, with an estimated
loss of $12,000 to crops and livestock, and $15,000 to farm buildings and equipment. There was an estimated $5,000 damage to highways and bridges.
Principal damage in the area was by waters from the Cache, rather than the White River.

On the Quachita River flood damage was slight, despite a stage of 38.1 feet at Camden on the 18th.

Highways in the northeast sect ion of the state were impassable , due to flood waters much of the month.

There were four deaths due to drowning in flood waters during the month. The American Red Cross estimated that 350 families had been evacuated from
lowlands by the middle of the month, and that the number of evacuees had swollen to 1,252 families by the 18th.

The Governor of Arkansas alerted the National Guard for emergency flood duty on January 14, 1950. Units of the Guard served intermittently, evacuating
families from the lowlands, and providing shelter for homeless persons throughout the remainder of the month. (J.F.R.)

ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

In addition to the cl imatological data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records from Bydrocllmatic
Network Stations which were formerly reproduced in the Hydrologlc Bulletin Series. The Bydrocllmatic Network is a nation-wide net of rain gages — mostly of
tbe recording type which produce continuous records of precipitation. It was established in 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the
Army to supplement existing precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall intensity which were essential to the planning of flood control and
related works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non- recording rain gages, has been maintained by the
weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers averaged about $250,000 per year be-
tween 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000 since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture transferred about $100,000 per year to provide'
data required in its work and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000 per year to meet the Increasing needs of their program in the
western States. , f j

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydroclimatic Network stations were presented in bulletins (Hydrologlc Bulletins) which were
issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet the Internal requirements of the
reaerai agencies referred to above, no provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating agencies and to cer-
tain public repositories. A list of locations where reference copies of the Hydrologlc Bulletin Series are available for Inspection may be obtained upon ap-
plication to Chief, V. S. Weather Bureau, Washington 25, D. C.

Many other records published in this bulletin have been made available through the couperation of various public offices, private agencies, and individuals as
listed In the Station Index.

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ARKANSAS - FEBRUARY 1950

Walter C. Hickmon, Section Director - Little Rock

WEATHER SUMMARY

The outstanding characteristics of the weather over Arkansas during February, 1950, were above normal temperatures and periods of general moderate to heavy pre-
cipitation.

The monthly mean temperature for the state was 46.4", which is 2.7, above the normal. Every station in the state had an above normal monthly mean temperature.
The highest monthly mean was 53.9° at Magnolia, and the lowest, 35.5° at Green Mountain. The highest temperature recorded during the month was 85" at Ashdown
on the 25th, and the lowest, 12° at Lead Hill on the 3rd,

The average monthly precipitation was 6.22 inches, which is 2.63 inches above the normal for February. Only two stations, El Dorado and Warren, received less
than the normal monthly totals. The greatest monthly total was 10.94 inches, at Sheridan, and the least, 2.59 inches at Green Mountain. The greatest fall on
any one day was 6.51 inches on the 12th at Mount Ida,

The month opened with a period of below normal temperatures and moderate to heavy precipitation. On the first many stations received over an inch of precipita-
tion, and several over two inches. This precipitation was in the form of rain over the southern portion of the state, and in the form of freezing rain, sleet
or snow, over the northern two-thirds of the state. On the first, an ice storm described as the "worst" in the history of some sections of Northern Arkansas,
snapped telephone and power lines, and brought highway traffic to a virtual standstill. A large section of the northeastern and north-central portions of the
state was without electric power and telephone service for several days. The glaze storm continued through the second over much of the northern portion of the
state. On the evening of the second, several highways in the northern portion were impassable because of ice. Precipitation on the first and second caused
further rises on the swollen streams of the state.

A period of mild temperatures and only scattered and generally light precipitation began on the third, and continued through the 10th. Unseasonably high temp-
eratures caused peach buds to swell, and in some localities the trees were almost ready to bloom, causing apprehension for the cropfc.

General precipitation set in again on the eleventh, and continued through the fourteenth. Precipitation was heavy to excessive over almost the entire state on
the twelfth, when the majority of the stations recorded over two inches, and many over three inches. It was on this date that Mount Ida received 6.51 inches.
This precipitation period caused further rises along the already swollen streams of the state. The heaviest rainfall on this date was concentrated over the
southern half of the state, with greatest amounts falling on the Ouachita watershed. This sent the Ouachita River out of its banks for the second tine during
the month.

During the remainder of the month precipitation was general on the 18th, 21st, 22nd and 28th. Amounts on these days were generally light to moderate, with falls
generally under one-half inch.

Mild temperatures and abundant moisture during the month wore favorable for winter pastures, winter grains and cover crops. By the close of the month pastures
were greening, oats and wheat were making good growth, and some gardens had been started.

There was little farm activity during the month except for some spring plowing, stalk cutting, fence building and general chores. In many sections the ground
was too wet for plowing much most of the month. On low land, inundated by floods along the rivers, very little to no farm work was accomplished.

STORMS

A severe ice and glaze storm covered the northern half of the state on February 1, 1950, and continued into the 2nd in some sections. This storm was a

continuation of ice and glaze storms that set in on the 30th of the preceeding January. Principal damage was in Izard, Stone. White and Boone Counties, with
some damage over all portions of northern and north-central Arkansas. Orchards were damaged, some extensively. There was considerable damage to timber, shade
trees and shrubbery. Communications and electric service were disrupted over much of the northeastern and north-central parts of the state. Damage to
telephone lines was estimated at $250,000, with no monetary estimate of damage to power lines available. Many communities were without telephone and power for
up to four days. Highway traffic was brought to a virtual standstill on the first, and by the evening of the second, many highways over the northern portion of
the state were impassable.

On February 9, 1950, lightning struck the First Methodist Church at Blevins, Arkansas. The building was completely destroyed by the resulting fire. Damage is
estimated at $10,000.

A tornado struck Mount Holly, Arkansas, at 3:00 P.M. on February 12, 1950, destroying two houses, and damaging another. Several barns and outbuildings were
destroyed. Power lines to the community were damaged. A store, five miles to the north of Mount Holly was also hit, but damage was slight. Monetary damage is
estimated at $20,000.

Another tornado struck the Cane Creek Community, 12 miles north of Sheridan, Arkansas at 12:30 P.M. One house was unroofed, a chicken house, a barn, and an
outhouse blown away,. and approximately two acres of timber destroyed. Some hail accompanied the storm, but damage was slight.

A hailstorm struck Marianna, Arkansas at 5:00 P.M. on February 28, 1950. The path of the storm was five miles wide. Stones averaged 3/4 inch in diameter, with
some stones as large as one inch. Roofs and automobiles suffered most. Nearly every house in Marianna required roof repairs as a result of the storm. Auto-
mobiles suffered dents, marred paint and some broken glass. About 300 panes of glass were broken in greenhouses in the community. Since there were no crops
standing in the fields, crop damage was small. There is no estimate of the monetary damage available.

FLOODS

Floods on the rivers in Arkansas during the Month of February, 1950, may be considered as secondary rises on streams already swollen from the general high
waters of the preceeding January.

The Petit Jean River at Danville, Arkansas was above flood stage from the opening of the month to the 3rd, and again from the 12th through the 19th, cresting
at 25.0 feet at 12:45 P.M. of the 13th.

The Upper White River was above flood stage: at Calico Rock on the 13th and 14th, cresting at 23.0 feet at 8:30 P.M. of the 13th; at Batesville from the 13th
to the 17th, cresting at 28.8 feet at 7:00 A.M. of the 14th; at Newport from the 14th to the 22nd, cresting at 29.9 feet at 7:00 A.M. of the 16th.

The Lower White River from Augusta to its mouth was above flood stage continuously throughout the month. Crest stages on the Lower White River were as follows;
Augusta, 34.5 feet on the 18th at 7:00 A.M.; Georgetown, 27.2 feet on the 19th at 7:00 A.M.; Des Arc, 30.6 feet on the 20th at 7:00 A.M.; Clarendon, 32.3 feet
on the 22nd at 7:00 A.M.; St. Charles, 33.2 feet on the 25th at 7:00 A.M.

The Black Rivpr was above flood stage at Black Rock continuously throughout the month, cresting at 24.8 feet at 1:00 P.M. on the 14th.

The Ouachita River was above flood stage: at Arkadelphia from the 2nd to the 4th, and the 13th to the 16th, cresting at 25.0 feet on the 3rd at 7:00 A.M. and
26.0 feet on the 13th at 4:00 P.M.; at Camden from the 3rd to the 25th, cresting at 39.5 feet on the 17th at 7:00 A.M.

The Little Missouri River was above flood stage at Boughton on the 3rd and 4th, and 13th and 14th, cresting at 21.4 feet on the 3rd at 7:00 A.M., and 22.0 feet
on the 14th at 3:45 P.M.

The principal flood damage during the month was to roads in lowlands adjacent to flooded streams. In many sections highway traffic was halted for almost the
entire month. The Arkansas Highway Department estimates that damage to roads, culverts and bridges amounted to several millions of dollars. Many older roads
were exceptionally hard-hit.

Other property damage from floods during the month was slight, since the areas affected had previously been inundated by flood of the previous month. The
principal losses were due to the continued flooding of lowlands, which resulted in delay in spring plowing and other preparations for the coming crop season.

It was estimated that on the opening days of the month up to 25,000 persons were homeless due to flood waters, and that by the middle of the month there were
still 20,000 homeless persons.

J. D. Pounds, 50, and his son, Russell Pounds, 21, were drowned in the St. Francis River, near Council, Arkansas, February 5th, when their boat overturned while
they were on a hunting trip.

Raymond Rutledge, 48, drowned when his boat overturned in the backwaters of Cow Bayou, near Marianna, Arkansas, on February 5th.

William Rufus Lee, 19, was drowned when his boat struck a submerged bridge near Chatfield, on February 5th.

Miss Roady Novella Lowe, 30, was drowned when- the automobile, in which she was riding was swept from a low water bridge, on Little Washburn Creek, 8 miles west
of Booneville, on Febj-uary 12th.

Mrs. Mattie Irene Dildene and her son, Jimay, 7, vere drowned when their wagon was overturned by the swift waters of Caney Creek in Lawrence County on February
12th. (J.F.R.)

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ARKANSAS - MARCH, 1950

WEATHER SUMMARY

March 1950 was the first month with below-normal precipitation since November 1949, and the first month with below-normal temper-
atures since September 1949. In general, the month's weather was favorable for outdoor work, plowing, seeding and other farm
activities.

The state's mean temperature for the month was 49.2°, which is 3.2° below the normal. The highest mean temperature was 55.3°
at Magnolia, and the lowest, 43.7° at Gravette. The highest temperature recorded was 85° at Magnolia on the 24th, and at Paris
and Texarkana on the 26th, The lowest temperature recorded was 11° at Harrison on the 14th. There was an average of 10 days on
which temperatures of 32° or below were recorded. Frosts were recorded during the month at various points in the state. A gen-
eral killing frost occurred on the 30th, but because of the early season, damage was not extensive.

The average precipitation over the state was 4.20 inches, which is 0.56 inch below, or 88% of the normal. The greatest monthly
total was 12.13 inches at Warren, and the least, 0.92 at De Queen. The greatest daily amount was 5.05 inches at Fordyce on the
12th. There was an average of 7 days with 0.01 inch or more of precipitation.

The opening weeks of the month were quite favorable for all farm activities. Much spring plowing was done, and some early pota-
toes, truck crops and gardens were planted. Winter grains and cover crops made good progress. Pastures and meadows greened.

Although temperatures the first two weeks were below the seasonal normal, there were reports of fruit buds swelling and straw-
berries blooming. A period of low temperatures near the middle of the month damaged tender vegetation. This damage, however,
was not extensive because of the limited amount of vegetation sufficiently advanced to be subject to frost damage.

Fair weather prevailed over the state during the first ten days of the month. A period of general moderate to heavy precipitation
on the 11th, 12th and 13th resulted in secondary rises on the Black, White and Ouachita Rivers. Heavy rainfall with amounts
locally exceeding 5.00 inches fell over the southwestern section of the state.

During the latter half of the month precipitation was light and scattered, except for general light to moderate amounts on the
19th, and moderate to locally heavy amounts on the 26th and 27th.

Weather during the latter half of the month was favorable for farm activities. Good progress was made in the preparation of
seedbeds and with planting. Pastures greened and winter grains made good growth. By the close of the month peaches and plums
were blooming, and the strawberry prospects were good. Despite freezing weather in many sections, crop damage was slight.

STORMS

High winds were general over the state on the afternoon and evening of March 7. There was local damage to telephone lines in the
northern portion and some property damage in the City of Pine Bluff. A sailor was killed when a tree was toppled onto a barge on
which he was working on the Mississippi River near Helena.

On March 19th lightning struck a 85,000 barrel oil storage tank at the Schuler Oil Field, 15 miles west of El Dorado. Damage
from the resulting fire is estimated at $113,000.

On the afternoon of March 24th a series of hailstorms accompanied by high winds occurred over the southern portion of the state.
There was considerable damage to roofs, windows and automobiles. In some localities fruit trees were stripped and there were re-
ports of livestock being killed. There was considerable damage from wind in southern Chicot County, from Parksdale to Eudora,
where several school buildings were daniaged and two houses destroyed. Damage from the storms was estimated at $3,000 at Arka-
delphia, $50,000 at Warren, $10,000 at the Bucksnort Community near Fordyce, and $5,000 at Portland. There is no estimate of the
monetary loss in southern Chicot County. One person was killed in southern Chicot County.

During the evening of March 26th, a series of small tornadoes occurred in a line from Arkadelphia, northeastward to eastern Izard
County. A tornado, having a path 150 yards in width and 15 miles in length, struck Arkadelphia at 7:30 P.M. The storm moved from

southwest to northeast, destroying 3 homes and 13 farm buildings, and damaging several others. Some livestock was killed. Three
persons were injured, and the monetary damage is estimated at $35,000.

At 7:31 P.M. of March 26th, a tornado having a path 200 yards wide and six miles long, struck the Violet Hill Community in eastern;
Izard County. One person was injured, and a church, a large consolidated school building, thirty houses and many barns were des- '

troyed. Monetary damage to buildings is estimated at $100,000, and to crops and livestock at $3,250. \

At 8:30 P.M. of March 26th, a tornado struck the southwest outskirts of Little Rock, then progressed in a northeasterly direction
j

through the residential area to the main business section. The storm then crossed the Arkansas River into North Little Rock, whercl
it continued in its northeasterly direction. The path of destruction was 600 yards wide, and ten miles long. There was consid-
erable damage to trees, roofs and automobiles. The screen of a Drive-In Theater was damaged and two automobiles in the theater
lot were overturned. In the business section there was extensive damage to windows, signs and roofs. Seven persons were injured 1

and property damage is estimated at $500,000, about $40,000 of which was to glass in the business district.

A tornado that was apparently a continuation of the storm that struck Little Rock earlier in the evening, struck Hickory Plains
at 9:15 P.M., and the Gregory-McClelland area in Woodruff County at 11:30 P.M. Fifteen persons were injured in the vicinity of

.

Hickory Plains and there was extensive damage to houses, farm buildings, equipment, livestock and timber. Monetary damage in the
vicinity of Hickory Plains is estimated at $150,000. In the Gregory-McClelland area two persons were Injured, and ten houses were
either destroyed or damaged extensively. Several barns were destroyed. There is no estimate of the monetary loss occasioned by
the storm in this area.

At 10:00 P.M. of March 26, high wind, hail and heavy rain struck Augusta in Woodruff County. The storm continued until 4:00 A.M.
of the 27th. There is no evidence of this storm having been a tornado. Principal damage was in the town of Augusta, where 20
buildings were damaged, mostly by falling trees.

Because of the season, damage to crops by the above storms was very slight.

FLOODS

Streams in the Little Rock District, with the exception of the Arkansas River, continued at high stages throughout the month of
March 1950. All crests occurring during the month were the result of secondary rises on streams already swollen from high water
of the previous two months.

Damage from high water during the month was very slight, since the streams affected were at flood stages during the previous two
months. The only appreciable damage to agriculture was a delay in spring plowing and other preparations for the coming crop
season.—JFR

ACKNOWLEDGHEin'

In addition to the Climatological data from aome 6,000 Weather Bureau
and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records
from HydrocliBatic Network Stations which were formerly reproduced In
the Hydrologlc Bulletin Series. The Hydrocl Imat Ic Network Is a na-
tionwide net of rain gages — mostly of the recording type which produce
continuous records of precipitation. It was established in 1939 at the
request of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the Army, to supplement
existing precipitation stations in order to "provide records of rainfall
intensity which were essential to the planning of flood control and re-
lated works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering a-
bout 2.000 recording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has been main-
tained by the Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually
to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers aver-
aged about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000
since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture
transferred about $100,000 per year to provide data required in its
work. and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about

$25,000 per year to meet the increasing needs of their program in the
Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin Series, data from Hydro-
climatic Network Stations were presented in bulletins (Hydrologlc Bulle-
tins) which were Issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing
the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet
the Internal requirements of the Federal agencies referred to above, no
provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution
being listed to cooperating agencies and to certain public repositor-
ies. A list of locations where reference copies of the Hydrologlc Bulle-
tin Series are available for Inspection may be obtained upon application
to Chief, U. S. Weather Bureau, Washington 25, D. C.

Many other records published In this bulletin have been made available
through the cooperation of various public offices, private agencies, and
individuals as listed In the Station Index.

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REFERENCE NOTES

The four digit identification numbers in the index number column of the Station Index are assigned on a state basis. There will be no duplication of numbers
within a state. Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance in miles and direction from the postoffice. Observation
times given in the Station Index are in local standard time.

Delayed data and corrections will be carried only in the June and December issues of this bulletin. Monthly and seasonal snowfall for the preceding 12 months
will be carried In the June issue of this bulletin.

Stations appearing in the Index, but for which data are not listed in the tables, are either missing or received too late to be Included in this issue.

Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in "F, precipitation and evaporation in inches, and wind movement In
miles. Evaporation is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4 foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following Table 6.

Sleet and hail were Included in snowfall averages in Table 1, beginning with July 1948.

Amounts in Table 4 are from recording gages. Traces are not shown. Aaicunts in Table 3 are from non-recording gages, unless otherwise Indicated.

Data in Tables 3, 5, 6, and snowfall data in Table 7 are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation. See the Station Index for observation time. Snow
on ground in Table 7 Is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and CAA stations. For these stations snow on ground values are at 1830.

No record In Tables 3, 4, 6, 7 and the Station Index. No record in Tables 2 and 5 is indicated by no entry. When hourly precipitation is missing
or accumulated for several days, only the first and last days are shown in Table 4,

WEATHER SUMMARY'

The weather over ArkansaB during the month of April was generally favorable for all outdoor activities and the growth of early
crops

,

The state's mean temperature was 58.2°, which is 3.4° below the normal . It was the coolest April since 1928, and the fifth cool-
est on the state's record. The highest mean temperature was 62.5° at Fordyce and Perryville, and the lowest, 49.7° at Green
Mountain. The highest temperature recorded was 91° on the 22nd at Paris, and the lowest, 20°, on the 14th at Harrison and Lead
Bill. Below-freezing temperatures were recorded at most stations in the northern half of the state on the 6th, and at various
points in the northern half on the 13th, 14th and 15th. There were some freezing temperatures recorded locally in the extreme
northwestern and north-central portions on the 20th and 21st, and again on the 26th.

Killing frosts were general over the northern half of the state on the 6th and in the extreme northwest and north-central portions
on the 13th, 14th and 15th. There was some local damage in the extreme northwestern and north-central portions on the 26th.
Peaches suffered considerable damage, especially over the northern half of the state, with some damage extending into the south-
western section. Frosts also caused considerable local damage to the strawberry crop over the northern half of the state. This
damage was not, however, sufficient to materially affect the crop.

The average precipitation for the state was 3.29 inches, which is 1.65 inches below normal, or 67% of the normal. The greatest
monthly total was 6.34 inches at Crossett and the least, 1.04 inches, at Compton. The greatest amount recorded on any one day
was 2.95 inches at Bentonville on the 29th. There was an average of nine days with 0.01 inch or more of precipitation.

Precipitation was well distributed throughout the month. General light to moderate rains occurred on the 1st through the 4th,
the 10th and 11th, the 16th through the 19th, the 24th an'' 25th, and the 29th and 30th. There were only six days during the
month on which measurable precipitation was not recorded at some point in the state. These were the 8th, 9th, 12th, 13th, 14th,
and 15th.

The preparation of seed beds and other field work was delayed over the eastern half of the state tlfe first ten days by excessive
moisture. Elsewhere good progress was made throughout the month. Many fields became cloddy by the third week due to drying
winds, but this situation was relieved by general rains on the closing days. These rains also provided moisture which was badly
needed to bring up late seedings. These rains were also beneficial to winter grains.

Planting cotton and other tender crops was seriously delayed by cool weather during the first three weeks of the month, and did
not generally get into full swing until the closing week. Because of the cool weather, some apprehension was felt for cotton
planted prior to the last week of the month. By the close, cotton planting was about two-thirds complete, ranging in various
localities, from 10% to as much as 90%.

By the close of the month rice planting was in full swing; about 50% was completed but very little had sprouted.

More than 80% of the Hempstead County watermelon acreage had been planted by the close of the third week. Some reseeding was
necessary, however.

There were prospects of a good strawberry crop in all but the northwest portion by the close of the month with United harvest
underway in the White County area.

Corn planting ranged from one-third to more than three-fourths complete at the close. The crop was retarded by cold weather in
many sections, but some good stands were reported.

Hay and pastures made good progress throughout the month.

Apples were in full bloom in the northwestern counties the closing week.

STORMS

Two small tornadoes occurred on the afternoon of April 2nd. The first struck one mile northwest of Tuckerman at 3:00 P.M. The
storm followed a path from the southwest to the northeast. The path of destruction was 2 1/3 miles in nidth, and 2 1/2 miles
long. Mrs. Hazel Clayton was killed and Mr. Floyd Clayton was seriously injured when their home was destroyed. Property damage
consisted of one house destroyed and one unroofed. Five barns, one hay shed, two garages, and ten tons of stacked hay were des-
troyed. Monetary loss was estimated at $8,300.

The second storm struck Yarbro in Mississippi County, Arkansas, at 6:00 P.M. The storm moved from west to east. The path of
destruction was 100 yards in width and 1300 yards long. There was considerable damage to farm buildings, power and telephone
lines, and sign boards. Some small hail occurred but no crop damage was reported. Monetary loss was estimated at $6,000.

FLOODS

Flood damage during April 1950 was very slight. The only appreciable damage was to agriculture, resulting from delays in land
utilization.

The Black River continued above flood stage at Black Rock from the previous month through April 20th.

The Lower White River was at high stages from Augusta to its mouth throughout the month. The river was above flood stage from
the 10th through the 12th at Augusta; the 11th through the 18th at Georgetown; from the previous month through the 28th at Clar-
endon; and continuously throughout the month at St, Charles and below.

Flooding on the White River during April 1950 was not due to water falling on the basin, but to high water from previous months.

ACKNOWLEDGMENT

In addition to the Climatologlcal data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau
and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records
from Hydrocllmatlc Network Stations which were formerly reproduced In
the Hydrologlc Bulletin Series. The Hydrocllmatlc Netuork Is a na-
tionwide net of rain gages — mostly of the recording type which produce
continuous records of precipitation. It was established in 1939 at the
request of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the Army, to supplement
existing precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall
intensity which were essential to the planning of flood control and re-
lated works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering a-
bout 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has been main-
tained by the Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually
to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers aver-
aged about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000
since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture
transferred about $100,000 per year to provide data required In Its
work, and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about

$25,000 per year to meet the Increasing needs of their program in the
Western States.

Previous to the Introduction of this bulletin Series, data from Hydro-
cllmatlc Network Stations were presented in bulletins (Hydrologlc Bulle-
tins) which were Issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing
the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet
the Internal requirements of the Federal agencies referred to above, no
provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution
being listed to cooperating agencies and to certain public repositor-
ies. A list of locations where reference copies of the Hydrologlc Bulle-
tin Series are available for inspection may be obtained upon application
to Chief, U. S. Weather Bureau, Washington 25, D. C.

Uany other records published in this bulletin have been made available
through the cooperation of various public offices, private agencies, and
individuals as listed in the Station Index.

Snow
on ground in Table 7 Is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and CAA stations. For these stations snow on ground values are at 1830.

WEATHER SUMMARY

The weather of May 1950 over Arkansas was characterized by slightly above-normal temperatures and heavy rainfall.

The mean temperature for the state was 69.7°, which is 0.6° above the normal. The highest monthly mean was 74.1° at Crossett, and
the lowest monthly mean was 64.3° at Turnpike. The highest temperature recorded was 95° at Blythevllle on the 23rd, and at Brinkley
and Camden on the 26th. The lowest temperature recorded was 40° at Fayettevllle and Lead Hill on the 6tk«

The average precipitation over the state was 8.12 Inches, which Is 3.01 Inches above or 158% of the normal. The greatest monthly
total was 15.27 Inches at Wedlngton Lake. Beaver had a total of 15.00 inches, and Rogers, 14.88. Several stations in the northern
portion had monthly totals exceeding 10.00 inches. The least monthly total was 3.77 Inches at El Dorado. The greatest 24-hour
amount was 8.16 Inches at Rogers on the 10th. Several stations in the northwestern portion of the state recorded amounts of over
5.00 inches on that date. There was an average of 11 days during the month on which 0.01 inch of precipitation was recorded. There
were only two days, the 22nd and 23rd, on which measurable precipitation did not occur at some point in the state. There were a
few local hailstorms recorded, but the damage was not extensive.

Precipitation was heavy during the first two weeks of the month, especially over the northern half of the state. Excessively heavy
rains fell over the northwestern quarter of the state on May 8th, 9th, 10th and llth. The fall at Rogers during this period totaled
12,05 inches. Unofficial readings made 9 miles east of Slloam Springs totaled 14.60 inches. Several stations in the northwest
quarter received over 10.00 inches during the same period.

Rains continued locally moderate to heavy during the third week. The first clear, sunny weather of the month occurred during the
first part of the fourth week. Wet weather the first three weeks of the month delayed field work in all but the southeast section
of the state. About one-third of the cotton planted up to the middle of the month had to be replanted. Cotton made very uneven
progress during the month. On many farms the crop was being planted, replanted, cultivated and chopped at the same time. Excessive
moisture also tenJed to make fields very grassy. A period of fair weather during the fourth week, however, permitted field work, and
much progress was made on the crop. By the close of the month, much early cotton had been both chopped and cultivated, and hoeing
was in full swing. Most of the cotton that was up looked good, but many uneven stands were reported.

Early corn made only poor progress during the first half of the month. Many fields, except in extremely well drained areas, became
rank with grass and weeds. The crop, however, made good progress during the latter half of the month. By the close a good portion
of the crop had been cultivated and was in good condition, except that plants in many fields were yellow from excess moisture. Dur-
ing the last week some farmers had begun side-dressing early corn with nitrates. Much late corn was still to be planted at the close
of the month.

Excessive moisture caused considerable damage to the strawberry crop. In many localities, immature, as well as ripe berries, rotted
in the fields. The latter half of the month was more favorable than the first half. Movement to the processors was heavy during
the third week, and the harvest was drawing to a close during the last week.

Early sown rice made good progress during the month, and by the third week a number of fields were up to good stands and had been
watered. Wet weather interfered with the preparation of seedbeds and planting of later varieties of rice. By the close of the
month, however, most of the crop had been planted.

Fall sown grains made good progress throughout the month and matured rapidly during the latter part. Pastures and hay made excellent
progress. As a result of lush pastures, cattle made good gains and milk production was high.

The excessively wet weather of the first three weeks of the month also delayed other outdoor work. Road building in many sections
of the state was slowed by wet ground and unfavorable working conditions.

FLOODS

Excessive rains over Northeastern Oklaho-aa, Northern Arkansas and Southern Missouri on May 9th through 11, caused flooding on the
Upper White, Arkansas and Black Rivers in Arkansas.

The Upper White River went above flood stage at Beaver on May 10th, reaching a crest of 32.0 feet at 7:30 P.M. of the 12th. As a
result of the above storm, flooding occurred on the Middle and Lower White River, and the Black River.

There was flooding on the Arkansas River between Fort Smith and Morrilton, which was due to rains in Oklahoma, rather than to pre-
cipitation falling on the basin in Arkansas.

On the Upper White River, there was considerable flood damage in the vicinity of Sprlngdale. It is estimated that damage to roads
in the area amounted to $100,000. In the town of Sprlngdale a storm sewer overflowed, doing an estimated $100,000 damage to build-
ings and merchandise.

There was extensive damage to crops and some loss of livestock and poultry on the Middle and Lower White River and the Black River.
Greatest losses were in the vicinity of Oil Trough and Newport on the White. A total of fifty families were driven from their homes
in the Oil Trough area.

Losses along the Arkansas were not extensive, being limited to crops on lowlands adjacent to the river. While a large acreage along
the Ouachita River was inundated, losses were moderate.

There were no severe storms in Arkansas during May 1950.

ACENOWLSDGHENT

Jn addition to the Cllmatological data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau
and cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records
from Hydrocllmatlc Network Stations which were formerly reproduced in
the Hydrologlc Bulletin Series. The Hydrocllmatlc Network is a na-
tionwide net of rain gages — mostly of the recording type which produce
continuous records of precipitation. It was established In 1939 at the
request of the Corps of Engineers, Department of the Army, to supplement
existing precipitation stations in order to provide records of rainfall
Intensity which were essential to the planning of flood control and re-
lated works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network, now numbering a-
bout 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has been main-
tained by the Weather Bureau through working funds transferred annually
to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers aver-
aged about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000
since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture
transferred about $100,000 per year to provide data required In its
work, and since 1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about

$25,000 per year
Western States.

to meet the increasing needs of their program in the

Previous to the Introduction of this bulletin Series, data from Hydro-
cllmatlc Network Stations were presented In bulletins (Hydrologlc Bulle-
tins) which were issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing
the entire United States, but since the Network was established to meet
the Internal requirements of the Federal agencies referred to above, no
provision was made for public dissemination of the data, distribution
being listed to cooperating agencies and to certain public repositor-
ies. A list of locations where reference copies of the Hydrologlc Bulle-
tin Series are available for inspection may be obtained upon »nplication
to Chief, V. S. Weather Bureau, Washington 25, D. C.

GENERAL SUMMARY

The weather during June 1950 over Arkansas was generally favorable for farming and other outdoor activities.

The mean temperature for the state was 76.1°, which is 1.0° below the normal. The highest mean temperature was 79.6° at
Blytheville, and the lowest mean temperature was 70.0° at Turnpike. The highest temperature recorded was 102° on the 17th
at Blytheville, and the lowest, 44° on the 5th at Harrison and Lead Hill. There was an average of 12 days on which the
maximum temperature reached 90° or higher.

The average precipitation for the state was 3.52 inches, which is 0-.59 inches below the normal. The greatest monthly total
was 10.26 Inches at Melbourne, and the least, 0.90 inch at Magnolia 5 N. The greatest 24-hour amount was 5.45 inches at
Mountain View, on the 3rd. There was an average of 6 days during the month on which 0.01 inch or more of rain was recorded.

Rains were general over the state the opening days of the month. Amounts of over one inch were common over the state on
the 3rd, with some excessively heavy falls over the north central portion. General rains ended on the fourth, but scat-
tered showers continued through the 8th. Rains again became general on the 9th and 10th. Amounts on those dates exceeded
an inch in many localities, and were excessive in parts of the north-central portion.

Rain occurring during the first 11 days of the month interfered with field work in many sections of the state. Farmers
were, however, able to make some headway during the relatively dry period from the 5th through the 8th. Rains on the 2nd
and 3rd caused some flooding of lowlands on the Upper White, and the Black Rivers, and continued high water on the Lower
White River. The rains on the 10th and 11th brought floods to some small streams.

A period of dry sunny weather from the 12th through the 18th permitted farmers to make excellent progress with field work,
delayed by rains and wet ground earlier in the month. Row crops were cultivated, small grains harvested, and hay put up.
This period was "real cotton weather" and the crop made rapid growth. Rains again set in on the 19th, becoming general on
the 20th, 21st and 22nd. Amounts were mostly moderate. Some stations, however, reported amounts of from two to five inches
during the period. There was another period of rather general rains on the 27th, 28th and 29th. Amounts were generally
light to moderate, except for some locally heavy falls.

Except for the cool, wet weather of the first week the month's weather was favorable for cotton. By the end of the second
week late planted fields were coming up, and chopping was in progress. During the third week blooms had begun to appear
as far nortl^ as Crittenden County. By the close of the month early cotton was squaring rapidly and blooms were appearing
in numbers.

Rice made good progress throughout the month. The water supply continued ample. By the close of the month many early
fields had been drained.

The month's weather was very favorable for corn. By the third week most late corn had been planted, and early corn was
tasseling. By the closing week some corn was in need of rain.

On the whole, all crops fared well during the month. In many instances crops harvested during the month showed better
yields than had previously been anticipated. Pastures continued unusually good through the entire month. As a result,
cattle remained in excellent condition.

FLOODS

Flooding on the rivers in Arkansas during June 1950 was limited to the White and Black Rivers. This flooding was due prin-
cipally to continuing high stages from the previous month. All crests may be considered as resulting from secondary rises.

The Black River was above flood stage at Black Rock from June 1st to 14th, cresting at 21.5 feet on June 5th.

The White River was above flood stage at Augusta from June 6th to 10th, cresting at 32.2 feet on the 8th; at Georgetown the
previous month to the 16th, cresting at 22.2 feet on the 11th. At Des Arc from the previous month to the 4th, and again
from the 9th to the 15th, cresting at 24.4 feet on the 12th; at Clarendon from the previous month to the 25th; and at Saint
Charles from the previous month to the 29th.

A sudden downpour, totaling 5.44 inches in the vicinity of Mountain View, on the morning of June 3rd, caused a flash flood
at Lock No. 1, Batesville. The stream rose from a stage of 14.1 feet at 7 A.M. of the 3rd, reached a crest of 25.3 feet
by 9 P.M., and then fell to a stage of 21.5 feet by 7 A.M. of the 4th.

There was some damage to county roads in the vicinity of Mountain View. An estimate of the monetary loss is not available.
The only other appreciable flood damage during June 1950 was due to continued inundation of lowlands adjacent to the streams,
which resulted in a serious loss of the use of the lands for agricultural purposes. There is no estimate of the monetary
losses incurred.—JFR

In iddltloD to the cllaatologlcil data froa some 6,000 leather Bureau and
cooperatlTC weather stations, this bulletin series contains records Iron Hy-
drocllaatlc Network Stations which were formerly reproduced In the Hydrologlc
Bulletin Series. The BydrocllMatlc Network Is a nationwide net of rain gages—Mostly of the recording type which produce contlnaous records of precipita-
tion. It was established In 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers,
Department of the Army, to supplement existing precipitation stations In order
to provide records of rainfall Intensity which were essential to the planning
of flood control and related works by the Corps of Engineers, This Network,
now numbering about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has
been maintained by the Weather Bureau through working funds transferred an-
nually to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers av-
eraged about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000
since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture trans-
ferred about $100,000 per year to provide data required In Its work, and since
1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000 per year to meet
the Increasing needs of their program fn the Western Stetes.

Previous to the Introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydrocllmatic
Network stations were presented In bulletins (Bydrologlc Bulletins) which
were Issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire Dnlted
States, but since the Network was established to meet the Internal require-
ments of the Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for
public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating
agencies and to certain public repositories. A list of locations where ref-
erence copies of the Bydrologlc Bulletin Series are available for inspectiov
may be obtained upon application to Chief, U. S. Weather Bureau, Washington
25, D. C.

Delayed data and corrections will be carried only in the June and December issues of this bulletin. Monthly and seasonal snowfall for the preceding 12 months
will be carried in the June issue of this bulletin.

Stations appearing in the Index, but for which data are not listed in the tables, are either missing or received too late to be included in this issue.

Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in °F, precipitation and evaporation in Inches, and wind movement in
miles. Evaporation is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4 foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following Table 6.

Sleet and hail were included in snowfall averages in Table 1, beginning with July 1948,

Amounts in Table 4 are from recording gages. Traces are not shown. Amounts in Table 3 are from non-recording gages, unless otherwise indicated.

Data in Tables 3, 5, 6, and snowfall data in Table 7 are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation. See the Station Index for observation time. Snow
on ground in Table 7 is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and CAA stations. For these stations snow on ground values are at 1830.

No record in Tables 3, 4, 6, 7 and the Station Index. No record in Tables 2 and 5 is indicated by no entry. When hourly precipitation is missing
or accumulated for several days, only the first and last days are shown in Table 4.

WEATHER SUMMARY
'

July 1950 was both the fourth coolest and the fourth wettest on record in Arkansas. The monthly mean temperature for the
State was 76.8°, which is 3.7° below the normal, making it the coolest July since 1906. Lower July mean temperatures were
76.7° in 1905 and 1906, and 76.5° in 1891. The highest monthly mean temperature was 80.6° at Pine Bluff and Stuttgart. The
lowest mean was 71.0° at Turnpike. The highest temperature recorded during the month was 99° at Camden on the 13th. The
lowest temperature recorded was 53° at Camden and Sheridan on the 1st, at the Batesville Livestock Experiment Station on
the 8th, 9th and 10th, and at Bentonville on the 22nd.

Precipitation during July 1950 was principally in the form of showers. The average monthly precipitation for the state was
7.10 inches, which is 3.36 inches above the normal. This amount was the fourth heaviest on the State's record, being ex-
ceeded by 7.60 inches in 1905, 7.34 inches in 1895, and 7.24 inches in 1891. The greatest monthly total was 21.54 inches
at Mount Magazine, which' was the greatest amount recorded at any station during the month of July since 1905, when Dodd
City in Marion County had 22.35 inches. The smallest monthly total was 1.87 inches at the Little Rock Airport Station.
The greatest 24-hour amount was 6.45 inches at Lutherville on the 17th. There was an average of 13 days on which 0.01 inch
or more of rainfall was recorded. This number of days with measurable precipitation equals the previous record established
in 1905. There was only one day, the 2nd, on which measurable precipitation was not recorded at some point in the state.

The weather during the first two weeks of the month was generally favorable for crop growth. Much needed rains fell at
numerous points in the State on the 3rd. Rains became fairly general during the second week. Temperatures during the per-
iod were below the seasonal normal, but not sufficiently low to retard crop growth. Rains became more frequent and general
during the latter half of the month, with temperatures continuing below normal.

The first three weeks of the month were very favorable for cotton. Early plantings squared rapidly during the first week
and blooms appeared in numbers. Bloom appeared in the northern counties during the second week, and older cotton was fruit-
ing heavily. Half grown bolls were reported over the southern portion of the State during the third week. The deterior-
ating effect of frequent rains began to be evident the closing week. Showers the last half of the month seriously hampered
insect control measures.

Corn made excellent progress throughout the month. Some fields were rather short of moisture during the first two weeks,
but this situation was relieved by the frequent rains of the latter half. The early crop was in the roasting ear stage by
the beginning of the third week. Most of the early crop was made by the third week and had begun to mature by the close
of the month. Late corn made a very rapid growth during the last week. A few fields were, however, in need of cultivation
and dry weather by the end of the month.

Rice made good progress during the month. Some fields, however, were grassy. Heavy rainfall and cool weather during the
latter half of the month kept pumping cost low but hampered drainage and drying out for the control of rice weevil maggots.

The picking of Elberta peaches began during the third week and was in full swing as the month ended. There was some loss
of fruit and deterioration of quality due to the frequent rains.

The harvest of small grains was practically completed by the middle of the month. The harvest of late fields was delayed
by the wet weather of the latter half, and some damage from grain sprouting in the shock was reported.

Rains during the month were very beneficial to pastures and livestock. Meadows and hay did very well. Some hay was, how-
ever, damaged by excess moisture after having been cut.

The harvest of cantaloups and watermelons began near the middle of the month, and had passed its peak by the close.

The month's weather was generally favorable for truck crops and soybeans.

STORMS

There were no severe storms in Arkansas during July 1950.

FLOODS

Flooding on the rivers in the Little Rock District was confined to the Arkansas River at Dardanelle. High water from pre-
cipitation falling in Oklahoma caused the Arkansas River to rise above flood stage from the 23rd to 26th at Fort Smith and
23rd to 27th at Van Buren

.

Water from locally heavy showers falling on the watershed on the 20th, 21st and 22nd, with totals for the three days amount-
ing to as much as six inches at several points, combined with the flow from above, caused slight flooding in the vicinity
of Dardanelle. The river was above flood stage at Dardanelle from the 23rd to the 26th, cresting at 23.8 feet at 6:00 P.M.
of the 24th, and again on the 31st, cresting at 22.1 feet on that date.

Damage from this flooding was negligible.—JFR

ACENOWLEDGHENTS

In addition to the cl Imatologlcal data fron sose 6,000 Weather Bureau and
cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records froB By-
drocllaatlc Network Stations which were formerly reproduced In the Hydrologlc
Bullet4n Series. The Hydrocllnatlc Network Is a nationwide net of rain gages
—Hostly of the recording type which produce continuous records of precipita-
tion. It was established In 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers,
DepartBent of the Arsy, to supplenent existing precipitation stations In order
to provide records of rainfall Intensity which were essential to the planning
of flood control and related works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network,
now nUBberlng about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 ooD-recording rain gages, has
been Balntalned by the Weather Bureau through working funds transferred an-
nually to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers av-
eraged about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000
since that date. For the years 1940-42, the DepartBent of Agriculture trans-
ferred about $100,000 per year to provide data required In Its work, and since
1947 the Bureau of Reclaaatlon has transferred about $25,000 per year to aeet
the increasing needs of their progras fn the Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydrocl laatlc
Network stations were presented In bulletins (Hydrologlc Bulletins) which
were Issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire United
States, but since the Network was established to meet the internal require-
ments of the Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for
public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating
agencies and to certain public repositories. A list of locations where ref-
erence copies of the Hydrologlc Bulletin Series are available for inspection
may be obtained upon application to Chief, U. S. Weather Bureau, Washington
25, D. C.

Many other records published in this bulletin have been made available through
the cooperation of various public offices, private agencies, and Individuals
as listed in the Station Index.

WEATHER SUMMARY

This was the second coolest and the third wettest August in Arkansas since statewide records were begun in 1891.

The monthly mean tenperature was 75.6°, which is 4.4° below the normal. The only cooler August was in 1915 when the State's
monthly mean temperature was 74.7°. The highest station monthly mean temperature was 79.7° at Magnolia, and the lowest
68.3° at Turnpike. The highest temperature recorded during the month was 102° at Magnolia on the 16th. The lowest temper-
ature recorded was 44° at the Batesville Livestock Experiment Station on the 20th.

The average precipitation over the State was 6.87 inches, which is 3.28 Inches above the normal. This was the third highest
average precipitation on the State's record, being exceeded only by 10.44 inches in 1915, and S.19 inches in 19il. The
greatest monthly total was 15.65 inches at Sheridan. The smallest monthly total was 1.26 inches at Nashville. The greatest
amount of precipitation recorded in 24 hours was 9.22 inches at Sheridan on the 23rd. There was an average of 10 days on
which 0.01 inch or more of precipitation occurred. There were a few scattered reports of light hail.

Frequent general rains from the previous July continued through the 8th of the month. The precipitation was generally in
the form of showers, with some locally heavy amounts occurring at several points in the State.

Cotton continued to make good growth during this period, but frequent rains seriously interfered with insect control oper-
ations and other field work. By the close of the first week the crop was in serious need of warm dry weather. The wet
weather was also unfavorable for the harvest of small grains. Some small grains were reported to have begun sprouting in
the shocks.

Although the weather was unfavorable for cotton and small grains, the first eight days of the month were favorable for corn,
grain sorghums, peanuts, soybeans, forage crops, and pastures. The wet weather caused considerable loss of hay.

Rice made good progress, but was weedy in some areas. By the close of the first week some early fields had begun to head.

The advent of dry sunny weather early in the second week improved crop prospects, aided insect control and permitted the
performance of badly needed field work.

Cotton grew well during the second week and was blooming and fruiting over most of the State. Bolls were maturing in early
fields and a few open bolls were reported in Jefferson County.

The dry weather of the second week permitted putting up the first general hay crop of the season. Threshing of shocked
grains was underway but considerable moisture damage was evident.

There was a return to showery conditions at the close of the second week with frequent showers continuing throughout the
remainder of the month.

Cotton continued to make good progress, but rainy weather and rank growth, caused by excessive moisture, seriously hampered
insect control measures during the latter half of the month. During the last week bolls were opening with scattered picking
beginning in southern counties.

The weather during the last half of the month was favorable for corn, grain sorghum, rice, soybeans, forage crops and pas-
tures. By the close of the month picking of early corn had begun and the late crop made. On the whole, the season had
been almost ideal for corn, and crop prospects were excellent.

Showers and wet fields during the last two weeks interfered with the seeding of oats and other fall grains.

Pastures continued excellent throughout the month and cattle did exceptionally well. Many beef calves were marked during
the month.

In general the month of August may be considered as having been favorable for agriculture.
J

Frequent rains and continued high water on the streams in the state delayed highway construction in several sections. Other
construction projects were not seriously hampered.

STORMS

Thunderstorms occurred over a wide area of southeastern Arkansas during the evening of August 8th. These storms were ac-
companied locally by severe lightning and high winds, with a few reports of light hail. The principal damage was from
lightning: at England a man was killed when lightning struck a tree under which he had sought shelter from the rain; at
Monticello lightning struck and damaged the roof of the Ridgeway Hotel; at Dermott lightning burned out the electrical
wiring in a warehouse. There were scattered reports of wind damage to small buildings. While some light hail was reported,
damage from this source was negligible.

A small tornado struck Almyra at 3:45 A.M. on August 24th. The storm moved from southwest to northeast, cutting across
the southwestern and central sections of the town. Seven persons were injured, three of whom required hospitalization.
Property damage included one home, two barns, three garages, and several outbuildings, with an estimated monetary loss of
$15,000. About 10 acres of rice ready for harvest was destroyed, and some hay and lespedeza damaged. Loss to crops is
estimated at $3,500.

FLOODS

The only flooding during the month was on the Arkansas River at Dardanelle. The river was above flood stage at that station
from August 3rd to 7th, cresting at 24.1 feet at 7:00 A.M. on the 6th. This flood was due to water from upstream in Okla-
homa, rather than to precipitation falling on the basin in Arkansas. Damage was negligible.—JFR

ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

In mddltlon to the cl lamtologlcal d&ta froH soho 6,000 Weather Bureau and
cooperatlTe weather statlone, this bulletin eerles contains records trou By-
dxocllmatlc Network Stations which were formerly reproduced In the Hydrologlc
Bulletin Series. The Bydrocllmatlc Network 1b a nationwide net of rain gages
--Bostly of the recording type which produce continuous records of precipita-
tion. It was established In 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers,
Department of the Amy, to supplenect existing precipitation stations In order
to provide records of rainfall Intensity which were essential to the planning
of flood control and related works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network,
now nunberlng about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has
been maintained by the Weather Bureau through working funds transferred an-
nually to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers av-
eraged about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000
Bince that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture trans-
ferred about $100,000 per year to provide data required In Its work, and since
1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000 per year to meet
the increasing needs of their program fn the Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydroclimatlc
Network stations were presented in bulletins (Hydrologlc Bulletins) which
were issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire United
States, but since the Network was established to meet the Internal require-
ments of the Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for
public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating
agencies and to certain public repositories. A list of locations where ref-
erence copies of the Hydrologlc Bulletin Series are available for Inspection
may be obtained upon application to Chief, U. S. Weather Bureau, Washington
25, D. C.

Many other records published in this bulletin have been made available through
the cooperation of various public offices, private agencies, and individuals
as listed in the Station Index.

WEATHER SUMMARY

The weather over Arkansas during the month of September 1950 was marked by frequent showers and below-normal tenqperatures

.

The Bocthly mean temperature for the state was 70.1° , i^lcb is 4.0° below the normal. The highest station monthly mean was.
74.9° at Okay, and the lowest, 64.5° at Turnpike. The highest temperature recorded during the month was 95° on the 12th
at Magnolia. The lowest temperature recorded was 33° on the 25th at the Batesville Livestock Experiment Station, and at

Harrison on the same day.

The average monthly total precipitation for the State was 5.35 inches, which is 2.03 inches above the normal. Monthly
totals at individual stations ranged from 1.29 inches at Viola, to 15.86 Inches at Grannis. The greatest amount of pre-
cipitation recorded in 24 hours was 7.41 inches at Grannis on the 21st. There was an average of 11 days upon which 0.01
inch or more of precipitation was recorded. Precipitation was recorded at some point in the State on ev^ry day of the
month with the exception of the 24th.

Frequent rains and below-normal temperatures during the month were unfavorable for cotton in all sections of the State.
The crop matured so slowly that picking did not get into full swing until the third week. Insect control measures were
seriously hampered by wet weather. As a result, insects took a heavy toll. Excessive moisture caused considerable rot-
ting of bolls, especially on the lower branches of the plants and in rank fields. Moisture also caused a general lower-
ing of the quality of the crop. In some areas chemical defoliants were applied in an effort to combat the deteriorating
effects of wet weather. These efforts, however, met with only limited success because of the unsettled weather. At the
close of the month there were reports of seed sprouting in the bolls.

Rice matured slowly during the first two weeks. Wind and rain caused some damage to rank fields. Wet weather delayed
harvesting in most sections but combining of early varieties was well along by the close of the month. Average yields
of grain harvested during the month proved to be very good.

Early corn was ready for harvest and the late crop made as the month opened. The harvest of the early crop was, however,
delayed by wet weather. As the mouth progressed there were some losses as a result of rot and insects. In many fields
the quality of the crop was lowered, but in general the early varieties produced a good crop. Late corn matured very
slowly during the month.

Soybeans matured slowly during the month. By the close only a limited amount of some of the early varieties had dried
sufficiently to permit combining. Prospects for the harvest were, however, excellent.

The maturing and harvest of grain sorghums progressed slowly during the month. Some were cut for silage during the first
two weeks. The portion of the crop that was harvested yielded well despite the fact that the heads did not fill completely.

The preparation of seed beds for small grains, winter legumes and miscellaneous crops was slowed by wet ground. Those
fields that were seeded, however, came up to good stands.

Pastures continued excellent during the month and in many sections were reported to be the best ever known during Sep-
tember. As a result, cattle continued in fine condition.

In contrast to pastures, much hay was lost due to wet weather. In many sections a shortage of hay was in prospect.

Wet weather during the month hampered construction projects. Some highway construction was delayed.
,

FLOODS

Heavy rain, with total amounts ranging from three to six inches, fell on the Ouachita, Little Missouri and Petit Jean
River Basins on September 13th to 16th. These rains caused minor flooding on the streams. The Ouachita River was above
flood stage at Arkadelphia from September 17th to 19th, cresting at 22.5 feet at 7:00 A.M. of the 18th, and at Camden from
the 19th to the 26th, cresting at 32.8 feet at 7:00 A.M. of the 22nd. The Little Missouri River was above flood stage at
Boughton on the 18th, cresting at 20.7 feet at 7:00 A.M. on that date. The Petit Jean River at Danville reached flood
stage at 7:00 A.M. of the 17th.

Lowlands adjacent to these streams had been subject to flooding earlier in the growing season. Damage from this flooding
was, therefore, negligible.

STORMS '

The only severe storm reported during September 1950 was a wind and hail storm that struck Sevier County at 3:30 A.M. on
the 14th. Damage was limited to a small area to the south and east of DeQueen. The wind and hail stripped cotton plant?
in the fields. Monetary loss was estimated at $2,000.00.—JTFR

ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

la addition to the cl Imatologlcal data froa aoue 6,000 Weather Bureau and
cooperative veather stations, this bulletin series contains records from Hy-
drocllmatlc Network Stations which were formerly reproduced In the Hydrologlc
Bulletin Series. The Bydrocllnatlc Network Is a nationwide net of rain gages—Mostly of the recording type which produce continuous records of precipita-
tion. It was established in 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers,
Department of the Amy, to supplement existing precipitation stations in order
to provide records of rainfall Intensity which were essential to the planning
of flood control and related works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network,
now numbering about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has
been maintained by the Weather Bureau through working funds transferred an-
nually to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers av-
eraged about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375 000
since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture trans-
ferred about $100,000 per year to provide data required in Its work, and since
1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000 per year to meet
the increasing needs of their program fn the Western States.

Previous to the Introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydroclimatlc
Network stations were presented In bulletins (Hydrologlc Bulletins) which
were Issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire United
States, but since the Network was established to meet the internal require-
ments of the Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for
public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating
agencies and to certain public repositories. A list of locations where ref-
erence copies of the Hydrologlc Bulletin Series are available for Inspection
may be obtained upon application to Chief, U. S. Weather Bureau, Washington
25, D. C.

Many other records published in this bulletin have been made available through
the cooperation of various public offices, private agencies, and individuals
as listed In the Station Index.

WEATHER SUMMARY

October was favorable for the harvesting of crops and outdoor work in general.

The monthly mean temperature for the State was 66.5°, which is 3.6° above the normal. The highest
monthly mean temperature at any station was 69.9° at Okay, and the lowest, 62.9° at Gilbert. The
highest temperature recorded was 93° at Blytheville on the 16th. The lowest temperature recorded
was 33° at the Batesville Livestock Experiment Station on the 5th. Light frost was reported by sev-
eral stations in the northeastern portion of the state on the morning of the 5th. Frost damage was
negl igible

.

The average precipitation over the State was 1.91 inches, which is 1.32 inches below the normal. The
greatest monthly total was 4.04 inches at Corning, and the least, 0.39 inch, at Parthenon. The great-
est amount recorded in 24 hours was 3,33 inches at Corning on the 22nd. There was an average of four
days during the month on which 0.01 inch or more of precipitation was recorded. Precipitation during
the month was limited to two major periods, the first extending from the 2nd through the 18th; and
the second, from the 17th through the 22nd. Otherwise rainfall was in the form of light, widely
scattered showers.

Aside from the first week, the weather during the month was favorable for cotton. The advent of dry
sunny weather early in the second week did much toward checking boll rot and improving the quality of
the lint and seeds. Dry weather caused bolls to open more rapidly. Picking was in full swing near
the middle of the month. By the close of the month the harvest had passed its peak in most areas.
In general, yields and quality exceeded earlier expectations.

The harvesting of rice made excellent progress after the first week. By the middle of the month,
from 50 to 75 per cent of the crop had been harvested, with good yields and high quality reported
from all sections of the State. At the close of the month, late varieties were maturing rapidly and
were generally out of frost danger.

By the close of the second week much of the corn crop had dried sufficiently to permit harvesting.
Gathering corn was in full swing during the last two weeks, and had reached its peak by the close of
the month. The quality of the crop had been materially lowered by ear worms, weevils and excess
moisture

,

Soybean and grain sorghum harvests made good progress diuring the last two weeks and were in full swing
by the close of the month.

Miscellaneous crops generally benefitted from the dry sunny weather prevailing during the last three
weeks of the month. Good progress was made in the preparation of seed beds and the sowing of small
grains

.

Pastures continued in good condition and provided excellent grazing throughout the month. As a result,
cattle fared very well.

Many construction and paving projects that had been delayed by wet weather during previous months were
resumed. In many instances much of the time that had been lost was regained.

There were no floods or severe storms in Arkansas during October 1950.— JFR

ACtKOHLKtWMEMTS

In addition to the cl luatologlcal data from sone 6,000 Weather Bureau and
cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records from Hy-
droclimatlc Network Stations which were formerly reproduced In the Eydrologlc
Bulletin Series. The Hydroclinatlc Network Is a nationwide net of rain gages—mostly of the recording type which produce continuous records of precipita-
tion. It was established in 1930 at the request of the Corps of Engineers,
Department of the Army, to supplement existing precipitation statlonti In order
to provide records of rainfall lutenslty which were essential to the planning
of flood control and related works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network,
DOW numbering about 2,000 recording, and 1 ,/000 non-recording rain gages, has
been maintained by the Weather Bureau through working funds transferred an-
nually to the (leather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers, These transfers av-
eraged about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000
since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture trans-
ferred about $100,000 per year to provide data required In its work, and since
1947 the Bureau of Reclaaatlou has transferred about $25,000 per year to meet

the Increasing needs of their program in the Western States.

Previous to the Introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydrocllaatic
Network stations were presented In bulletins (Bydrologic Bulletins) which
were issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire United
States, but since the Network was established to meet the internal require-
ments of the Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for
public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating
agencies and to certain public repositories. A list of locations where ref-
erence copies of the Hydrologlc Bulletin Series are available for inspection
ay be obtained upon application to Chief, U. S. Weather Bureau, fashlngton
25, D. C.

Many other records published in this bulletin have been made available through
the cooperation of various public offices, private agencies, and Individuals
as listed In the Station Index.

Sleet and hail were included in snowfall averages in Table 1, beginning with July 1948.

Amounts in Table 4 are from recording gages. Traces are not. shown.

Amounts in Table 3 are from non-recording gages, unless otherwise indicated.

Data in Tables 3, 5, 6, and snowfall data in Table 7 are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation. See the Station Index for observation time.

Snow on ground in Table 7 is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and CAA stations. For these stations snow on ground values are at 1830 CST.

No record in Tables 3, 4, 6, 7, and the Station Index. No record in Tables 2 and 5 is indicated by no entry. When hourly precipitation is missing
or accumulated for several days, only the first and last days are shown in Table 4.

WEATHER SUMMARY

The month of November 1950 was favorable for agriculture and outdoor activities. The weather
was cool with mostly light, well distributed precipitation.

The monthly mean temperature for the State was 47.4°, which is 3.8° below the normal. This
was the coolest November since 1932, when the mean temperature was 46.7°, and the fifth
coolest on the State's record. The highest monthly mean temperature was 52.5° at Magnolia
and the lowest, 42.3° at the Batesville Livestock Experiment Station. The highest tempera-
ture recorded during the month was 89° on the 1st at Norfork Dam and the lowest, 0° at Mount
Magazine on the 24th. There was an average of 15 days on which the temperature fell to 32°

or lower. The first killing frost of the season was generally on the 5th, although there
were few northern stations that reported killing frosts on the 4th. Frost damage was slight
because all crops had matured.

The average precipitation for the month was 2.24 inches, which is 1.56 inches below the nor-
mal. Individual monthly totals ranged from 0.22 inches at Gravette, to 6.67 inches at Bur-
dette. The greatest 24-hour amount was 2.31 inches, 9 miles east-southeast of Stuttgart,
on the 16th. Measurable precipitation occurred on an average of 7 days during the month.
There was widely scattered snow and sleet in the northwest portion of the State on the 3rd
and quite general snow and sleet over the state during the afternoon and evening of the
23rd, extending into the early morning of the 24th, in the southern portion. The greatest
depth of snow and sleet reported was 3.5 inches at Blytheville on the 23rd.

The picking of cotton continued throughout the month. The work progressed satisfactorily
despite occasional delays occasioned by rains during the first three weeks of the month.
Some fields were gone over for the second time. There was a noticeable improvement in grade
over cotton picked during the previous month. Considerable .remnant cotton was picked during
the closing week.

The harvesting of the remaining portion of the early corn crop was generally completed dur-
ing the first week. The harvest of late varieties was in full swing by the middle of the
month. Yields were satisfactory, but quality was generally impaired by high moisture content,
rot, and insect damage.

The combining of grain sorghums was completed during the first part of the month. Yields were
satisfactory in all sections. Good progress was made with the planting of winter grains, and
early plantings made excellent growth. The seeding of winter legumes continued through the
third week. Pastures continued good. Most hay had been harvested early in the month, but
the supply continued short.

Favorable weather during the month permitted good progress with miscellaneous outdoor work
such as plowing, fencing, wood cutting, and butchering. The only general interruption of
outdoor work was caused by the sleet and snow of the 23rd and by the abnormally low tempera-
tures following the storm.

There were no severe storms or floods in Arkansas during the month of November 1950.—JFR

ACKNOWLEDGHEHTS

la addition to the climatological data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau and
cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records from Hy-
droclimatlc Network Stations which were formerly reproduced in the Hydrologlc
Bulletin Series. The Hydroclimatic Network is a nationwide net of rain gages—mostly of the recording type which produce contlnrous records of precipita-
tion. It was established in 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers,
Department of the Army, to supplement existing precipitation stations in order
to provide records of rainfall intensity which were essential to the planning
of flood control and related works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network,
now numbering about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has
been maintained by the Weather Bureau through working funds transferred an-
nually to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers av-
eraged about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000
since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture trans-
ferred about $100,000 per year to provide data required in its work, and since
1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000 per year to Beet

the increasing needs of their program In the Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydroclimatic
Network stations were presented in bulletins (Hydrologlc Bulletins) which
were issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire United
States, but since the Network was established to meet the internal require-
ments of the Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for
public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating
agencies and to certain public repositories. A list of locations where ref-
erence copies of the Hydrologlc Bulletin Series are available for inspection
may be obtained upon application to Chief, 0. S. Weather Bureau, Washington
25, D. C.

Uany other records published in this bulletin have been made available through
the cooperation of various public offices, private agencies, and individuals
as listed in the Station Index.

WEATHER SUMMARY

Arkansas enjoyed pleasant weather and abundant sunshine during December 1950.
the first week, the weather was favorable for outdoor activities.

Except for a brief period during

The monthly mean temperature for the State was 38.6°, which is 4.2° below the normal. The highest monthly mean
temperature was 45.5° at Okay, and the lowest, 32.6° at Mammoth Spring. The highest temperature recorded was
81° at Grannis on the first, and the lowest was -8° at Lead Hill on the 7th. Temperatures fell to 32° or lower
on an average of 23 days during the month. Generally, temperatures were above normal only on the first two days
of the month, and again from the 22nd to the 25th. Otherwise, teii5)eratures were uniformly below normal.

The monthly average precipitation for the State was 1.25 inches, which is 2.94 Inches below normal, and the least
since the Month of November, 1949. The total precipitation at every station in the state was less than normal.
The greatest monthly total at any station was 5.31 inches at Arkansas City. Cove had no precipitation during
the month. The greatest precipitation in 24 hours was 3.64 inches on the third at Arkansas City. The average
snowfall over the State during the month was 1.3 inches. The greatest monthly snowfall was 8.5 inches at Buffalo
Tower. A total of 18 stations had no snowfall during the month. There was an average of six days with 0.01 inch
or more of precipitation.

The month opened with abnormally hi ^ temperatures on the first and second. Maximum temperatures in several
localities were near the record high temperatures for the month, and in some places the records were broken.

The warm weather was followed by a cold wave, beginning on the 6th, with record low temperatures for so early
in the season general over the State on the morning of the 7th. This cold wave was accompanied by freezing rain,
sleet and snow, which covered much of the State to a depth of from one to four inches. This storm rendered many
highways impassable for from two to three days. Aside from this, damage from the storm was negligible.

The remainder of the month was very favorable for all forms of outdoor work. The principal agricultural activity
was the preparation of fields for spring planting, but some late corn was gathered and some remnant cotton picked.
A small amount of rice was threshed early in the month. Below-normal temperatures were favorable for butchering,
and weather was for the most part nearly ideal for such chores as cutting wood, building and repairing fences,
etc. During the latter part, some progress was made with pruning grapevines and fruit trees.

Dry weather during the last three weeks of the month interfered with plowing in some sections, and increased the
fire hazard in the State's forests. In general, winter crops were in need of rain by the close.

Construction work continued almost without Interruption throughout the month. Building, especially of new homes,
progressed at a rapid rate.

STORMS

At 4:25 P.M. on December 2nd, a tornado struck the LaCross area in Izard County. The storm was quite severe,
but the path was very narrow. The storm moved from southwest to northeast, over a distance of about 8 miles.
Since there were no communities along the path, damage was slight. Two houses and a barn near Myron werfe des-
troyed, and several other barns were either damaged or destroyed. Several chicken houses were destroyed and
some livestock was injured.

FLOODS

There were no floods in Arkansas during December 1950.—JFR

ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

In addition to the climatologlcal data from some 6,000 Weather Bureau and
cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records fron Hy-
drocllmatic Network Stations which were formerly reproduced in the Hydrologic
Bulletin Series. The Hydrocl imatic Network is a nationwide net of rain gages—mostly of the recording type which produce continuous records of precipita-
tion. It was established in 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers,
Department of the Army, to supplement existing precipitation stations in order
to provide records of rainfall Intensity which were essential to the planning
of flood control and related works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network,
now numbering about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has
been maintained by the Weather Bureau through working funds transferred an-
nually to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers av-
eraged about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000
since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture trans-
ferred about $100,000 per year to provide data required in its work, and since
1947 the Bureau of Reclajnatlon has transferred about $25,000 per year to meet

the increasing needs of their program in the Western States.

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydrocl imatic
Network stations were presented in bulletins (Hydrologic Bulletins) which
were Issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire United
States, but since the Network was established to meet the Internal require-
ments of the Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for
public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating
agencies and to certain public repositories. A list of locations where ref-
erence copies of the Hydrologic Bulletin Series are available for inspection
may be obtained upon application to Chief, D. S. Weather Bureau, Washington
25, D. C.

Many other records published In this bulletin have been made available through
the cooperation of various public offices, private agencies, and individuals
as listed In the Station Index.

WEATHER SUMMARY

The weather over Arkansas during the year 1950 was wet and
relatively cool. The State's mean annual temperature was
60.2°, which is 1.2° below the normal. The highest annual
mean temperature was 64.9° at Magnolia, and the lowest 55.5°

at Turnpike. The highest temperature recorded was 102° at
Blytheville on June 17th, and at Magnolia on August 16th.
The lowest temperature recorded was 8° below zero at Lead
Hill on December 7th. No statewide temperature records
were broken during the year.

The average annual precipitation was 59.70 inches, which
is 10.88 inches above the normal. The greatest annual total
was 77.97 inches at Eagle Gap, and the least, 39.27 inches
at the Fort Smith Water Plant. The greatest daily amount
recorded was 8.16 Inches at Rogers on May 10th.

Excessive precipitation during the early spring months
seriously delayed the preparation of fields for spring
planting. Frequent moderate to heavy rainfall during the
growing season was detrimental to the cotton crop in all
sections. Many fields became rank, and insect control
measures were hampered. Frequent rainfall also adversely
affected the corn crop, but to a lesser extent than cotton.
Dry sunny weather during the fall was almost ideal for
cotton picking, which made yields higher than had previously
been anticipated. The year's weather was generally favor-
able for rice, legumes, small grains, hay and pastures.
Frosts in mid^April damaged peaches in the northern and
western portions of the State.

Excessive precipitation during the late winter and spring
months caused widespread flooding along the streams in the
State. There was extensive flood damage along the White,
Black, Saint Francis and Ouachita Rivers and their tribu-
taries .

SYNOPSIS BY MONTHS

JANUARY: The month was the fourth wettest January on the
State's 60-year record. Precipitation was general through-
out the month, with all stations reporting totals in ex-
cess of the normal. The average monthly precipitation for
the State was 9.63 inches, which is 5.19 inches above the
normal. The greatest monthly total was 16.43 inches at
Newhope, and the least, 4.38 inches at Siloam Springs.
Measurable precipitation was recorded at some point in the
State on every day during the month. As a result of fre-
quent moderate to heavy precipitation, there were floods
on all streams in the State, with the exception of the
Arkansas River. Temperatures were mild except for a period
of below-normal readings during the first week. The mean
temperature for the State was 47.2°, which is 6.0° above
the normal. The highest temperature recorded was 87° at
Searcy on the 25th, and the lowest, 6° on the 4th at five
stations. A tornado occurred 2 miles southeast of Cove
at 5:25 a.m. on January 13th, killing one person, seriously
injuring another, and destroying a house. There were gen-
eral glaze and sleet storms over the northern portion of
the 4th, and over the northern and north-central portions
on the 30th. Both of these storms disrupted highway traffic
and telephone and electric power services.

FEBRUARY: The outstanding characteristics of the weather
over Arkansas 'during February 1950 were above-normal tem-
peratures and periods of general moderate to heavy pre-
cipitation. The monthly mean temperature was 46.4°, which
is 2.7° above the normal. Monthly mean temperatures were
above normal at every station in the State, with individual
mean temperatures ranging from 35.5° at Green Mountain, to
53.9° at Magnolia. The highest temperature reported was
85° at Ashdown on the 25th, and the lowest 12° at Lead Hill
on the 3rd. The average precipitation for the State was
6.22 inches, which is 2.63 inches above the normal. El Dor-
ado and Warren were the only stations reporting totals of
less than the normal. The greatest monthly total was 10.94
inches at Sheridan, and the least, 2.59 inches at Green
Mountain. On the 1st and 2nd, a glaze and ice storm, des-
cribed as the "worst" in the history of some sections of
northern Arkansas, snapped telephone and power lines, and
brought highway traffic to a virtual standstill. A large
section of north-central and northeastern portions of the
State was without electric power and telephone service for
several days. Damage to telephone lines was estimated at

$250,000. On the 12th a tornado struck the Cane Creek
Community, 12 miles north of Sheridan, destroying some
timber and damaging some farm buildings. At 3:00 p.m. of
the same day, another tornado struck Mount Holly, destroying
one house and damaging several other buildings. On the
28th, a severe hailstorm struck Marlanna, doing consider-
able damage to roofs and automobiles. Floods during the
month were secondary rises on streams already swollen from
the high waters of the previous month. Damage was princi-
pally to roads on lowlands adjacent to the flooded streams.

MARCH: March was the first month with below-normal pre-
cipitation since November 1949, and the first month with
below-normal temperatures since September 1949. In gen-
eral, the weather was favorable for outdoor work, plowing,
seeding and other farm activities. The mean temperature
for the month was 49.2°, which is 3.2° below the normal.
The highest temperature recorded was 85° at Magnolia on
the 24th, and at Paris and Texarkana on the 26th. The
lowest was 11° at Harrison on the 14th. Although tempera-
tures the first two weeks were below the seasonal average,
there were reports of fruit buds swelling and strawberries
blooming. A period of low temperatures near the middle
of the month damaged tender vegetation. The average monthly
total precipitation for the State was 4.20 inches, which is
0.55 inch below the normal. Totals at individual stations
ranged from 0.92 inch at DeQueen , to 12.13 inches at Warren.
High winds were general over the State during the afternoon
and evening of the 7th. These winds caused considerable
damage. On the 19th lightning did considerable damage when
it struck an oil storage tank in the Schuler Oil Field,
west of El Dorado, On the afternoon of the 24th a series
of hailstorms, accompanied by high winds, caused consider-
able property Jamage over the southern portion of the State.
One person was killed. During the evening of the 26th there
was a series of small tornadoes from Arkadelphia north-
eastward to eastern Izard County. Another tornado during
the same evening struck the Violet Hill Community in Izard
County. Later during the same evening, a tornado struck
the southwest outskirts of Little Rock, and progressed
across the city in a northeasterly direction, causing ex-
tensive property damage in the business district, and in-
juring seven persons. This storm continued in a north-
easterly direction to Hickory Plains and the Gregory-
McClelland area of Woodruff County, injuring two persons
and causing extensive property damage. Also, late in the
evening of the 26th, a storm of high wind, hail and ex-
cessive rainfall struck Augusta. Streams in the State
continued at high stages throughout the month.

APRIL: This was the coolest April since 1928, and the
fifth coolest on the State's record. The mean temperature
for the State was 58.2°, which is 3.4° below the normal.
The highest temperature reported was 91° on the 22nd at
Paris, and the lowest, 20° on the 14th at Harrison and Lead
Hill . Below-freezing temperatures were general over the
northern half of the State on the 6th, and in various points
in the northern half on the 13th, 14th and 15th. Some
local freezing temperatures were recorded in the extreme
northwest and north-central portions on the 20th and 21st.
Killing frosts were general over the northern half of the
State on the 6th, and over the extreme northwest and north-
central portions on the 13th, 14th and 15th. The average
precipitation for the State was 3.29 inches, which is 1.65
inches below the normal. The greatest monthly total was
6.34 inches at Crossett, and the least, 1.04 inches at
Compton. There was an average of nine days with measurable
precipitation. Cool weather and wet fields delayed cotton
planting until the closing week. By the close of the month
about half of the State's rice acreage had been planted.
The weather during the month was generally favorable for
crops. Two small tornadoes occurred on the afternoon of
the 2nd. The first struck one mile northwest of Tuckerman
at 3:00 p.m., killing one person, injuring another, and
doing moderate property damage. The second struck Yarbro
in Mississippi County at 6:00 p.m., damaging farm buildings,
power and telephone lines and signs. The Black River con-
tinued above flood stage at Black Rock from the previous
month through the 20th. The White River continued at high
stages from Augusta to its mouth throughout the month.

MAY: The weather during the month was characterized by
heavy rainfall and slightly above-normal temperatures. The
monthly mean temperature for the State was 69.7°, which is
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0.6° above the normal. The highest temperature recorded
was 95° at Blytheville on the 23rd, and at Brinkley and Cam-
den on the 26th. The lowest was 40° at Fayetteville and
Lead Hill on the 6th. The average precipitation for the
State was 8.12 Inches, which is 3.01 inches above the nor-
mal. Monthly totals at individual stations range from 3.77
inches at El Dorado to 15.27 inches at Wedington Lake. Sev-
eral stations in the northern portion had totals in excess
of 10.00 inches. The greatest 24-hour amount recorded was
8.16 inches at Rogers on the 10th. There were only two days
on which measurable precipitation was not recorded at some
point in the State. The excessive moisture during the month
and wet fields were unfavorable for field work and crop
growth. Cotton and corn made unsatisfactory progress. The
only crops making good progress were winter sown grains,
early rice, hay and pastures. There were no severe storms
during the month. Heavy rainfall caused floods on all
streams in the State except the Ouachita. There was con-
siderable flood damage along the Upper White, in the vi-
cinity of Sprlngdale and the Middle and Lower White and
Black Rivers. Otherwise, flood losses were not extensive.

JUNE: The month's weather was favorable for farming and
outdoor activities. The monthly mean temperature for the
State was 76.1°, which is 1.0° below the normal. The
highest temperature recorded was 102° on the 17th at Blythe-
ville, and the lowest, 44° on the 5th at Harrison and Lead
Hill. There was an average of 12 days on which tempera-
tures rose to 90° or higher. The average precipitation for
the State was 3.52 inches, which is 0.59 inches below the
normal. Monthly totals ranged from 0.90 inch at Magnolia 5N
to 10.26 inches at Melbourne. The greatest 24-hour amount
recorded was 5.45 inches at Mountain View on the 3rd. Rain
occurring during the first eleven days of the month inter-
fered with field work. A period of dry sunny weather from
the 12th through the 18th permitted farmers to make ex-
cellent progress that had been delayed by rains during the
previous months and the opening days of June. The last 3
weeks of the month were favorable for cotton. Rice and
corn made good progress throughout the month. On the whole,
all crops, fared well. Floods during the month were limited
to the White and Black Rivers and were due principally to
continuing high stages on streams swollen from the rains of
previous months.

JULY: This was both the fourth wettest and the fourth
coolest July on record in Arkansas. Precipitation was
principally in the form of showers. The average for the
State was 7.10 inches, which is 3.36 inches above the nor-
mal. The greatest monthly total was 21.54 inches at Mount
Magazine, and the least, 1.87 Inches at the Little Rock
Airport. Precipitation was well-distributed throughout the
month. The 2nd was the only day on which measurable pre-
cipitation was not recorded at some point in the State.
The monthly mean temperature for the State was 76.8°, which
is 3.7° below the normal. The highest temperature recorded
was 99° at Camden on the 13th, and the lowest 53° at Camden
and Sheridan on the 1st, at the Batesville Livestock Ex-
periment Station on the 8th, 9th and 10th, and at Benton-
ville on the 22nd. The weather of the first two weeks was
favorable for crop growth in general, with the first three
weeks being favorable for cotton. The effects of wet
weather on cotton began to show during the closing week.
Rice and corn made good progress throughout the month. In
general, crops fared well during the month. There were no
severe storms. The only flooding during the month was on
the Arkansas River, from Fort Smith to Dardanelle. Flood
damage was, however, negligible.

AUGUST: This was the second coolest and the third wettest
August on the State's record. The monthly mean temperature
for the State was 75.6°, which is 4.4° below the normal.
The highest temperature reported was 102° at Magnolia on
the 16th, and the lowest was 44° at the Batesville Experi-
ment Station on the 20th. The only cooler August was in
1915. The average precipitation over the State was 6.87
inches, which is 3.28 Inches above the normal. Monthly
totals ranged from 1.26 inches at Nashville, to 15.65
inches at Sheridan. The greatest 24-hour amount was 9.22
inches at Sheridan on the 23rd. Cotton continued to make
good growth, but frequent rains seriously interfered with
insect control measures and other field work. This re-
sulted in heavy insect infestation and in rank growth in
many sections. The weather during the last half of the
month was favorable for rice, corn, soybeans, grain sor-
ghums, forage crops and pastures. In general the month
was favorable for agriculture. A series of thunderstorms
occurred over a wide area in southeastern Arkansas on the
evening of the 8th. These storms were accompanied by severe
lightning, which caused one death and considerable property
damage. At 3:45 a.m. on the 24th, a small tornado struck

$15,000 property damage, plus about $3,500 crop damage.
The only flood during the month was on the Arkansas River
at Dardanelle. Damage was negligible.

SEPTEMBER: The weather during September 1950 was marked
by frequent showers and below-normal temperatures. The
monthly mean temperature for the State was 70.1°, which
is 4.0° below the normal. The highest temperature recorded
during the month was 95° at Magnolia on the 12th, and the
lowest, 33° at the Batesville Experiment Station and at
Harrison on the 25th. The monthly average precipitation
for the State was 5.35 inches, which is 2.03 inches above
the normal. Monthly totals ranged from 1.29 inches at
Viola to 15.86 inches at Grannls. The greatest 24-hour
amount reported was 7.41 inches at Grannls on the 21st.
The month's weather was unfavorable for cotton in all sec-
tions of the State. Excessive moisture caused rotting of
the bolls and a general lowering of the quality of the
crops. Wet weather also delayed the harvest of rice and
corn in most sections. Wet weather caused the loss of
much hay. Rains with totals ranging from 3 to 6 inches
fell on the Ouachita, Little Missouri, and Petit Jean River
Basins on the 13th to 16th, causing minor flooding on those
streams. Damage was, however, negligible.

OCTOBER: The month was favorable for agriculture and out-
door work in general. The monthly mean temperature for the
State was 66.5°, which is 3.6° above the normal. The high-
est temperature recorded was 93° at Blytheville on the
16th, and the lowest, 33° at the Batesville Livestock Ex-
periment Station, on the 16th. Light frost was reported
by several stations in the northeastern portion of the
State on the morning of the 5th. The average precipitation
for the State was 1.91 inches, which is 1.32 Inches below
the normal. Station totals ranged from 0.39 inch at Par-
thenon, to 4.04 inches at Corning. The greatest daily
amount recorded was 3.33 inches at Corning on the 22nd.
Aside from the first week, the weather during the month was
favorable for the maturing and harvest of crops. There
were no floods or severe storms during the month.

NOVEMBER: The weather during the month was cool with
mostly light, well-distributed precipitation. The monthly
mean temperature was 47.4°, which is 3.8° below the normal,
making this the coolest November since 1932, and the fifth
coolest on record. The highest temperature recorded was
89° at Norfork Dam on the 1st, and the lowest, 0° at Mount
Magazine on the 24th. The average monthly precipitation
for the State was 2.24 inches, which is 1.56 inches below
the normal. Individual monthly totals ranged from 0.22
Inches at Gravette to 6.67 inches at Burdette. The greatest
daily amount was 2.31 Inches, 9 miles east-southeast of
Stuttgart on the 16th. There was Widely scattered snow
and sleet on the third over the northwest portion and quite
general snow and sleet over the State during the afternoon
and evening of the 23rd and the early morning of the 24th.
Cotton picking continued throughout the month, with only
slight delays. There was a noticeable improvement in grade
over cotton picked during the previous month. The harvest
of most crops was generally completed during the month.
There were no severe storms or floods.

DECEMBER: Arkansas enjoyed pleasant weather and abundant
sunshine during the month. The monthly mean temperature
for the State was 38.6°, which is 4.2° below the normal.
The highest temperature recorded was 81° at Grannls on the
1st, and the lowest was 8° below zero at Lead Hill on the
7th. Temperatures fell to 30° or lower on an average of
23 days during the month. The average precipitation for
the State was 1.25 inches, which is 2.94 inches below the
-normal, and the least during any month since November 1949.
Every station in the State had totals that were below the
normal. Monthly totals at Individual stations ranged from

at Cove to 5.31 inches at Arkansas City. The month
opened with abnormally high temperatures on the 1st and
2nd. This was followed by a cold wave, beginning on the
6th, which was accompanied by freezing rain, sleet and
snow that covered much of the State, with from one to four
inches of snow and ice. This storm rendered many highways
impassable for from 2 to 3 days. The remainder of the
month was ideal for all forms of outdoor work. The prin-
cipal agricultural activity was the preparation of fields
for spring planting. Toward the close of the month dry
weather interfered with plowing in some sections and created
a fire hazard in the State's forests. A tornado struck the
LaCross area in Izard County at 4:25 p.m. on the second.
This storm was quite severe, but the path was very narrow.
The path extended for about eight miles. Since no communi-
ties were in the path, damage was slight. There were no
floods during the month.—JFR

In addition to the cllMatological data fi-oa some 6,000 Weather Bureau and
cooperative weather stations, this bulletin series contains records from Ey-
drocllutlc Network Stations which were formerly reproduced In the Hydrologlc
Bulletin Series. The Hydrocllsatlc Network Is a nationwide net of rain gages
—mostly of the recording type which produce contlnaous records of precipita-
tion. It was established In 1939 at the request of the Corps of Engineers,
Department of the Amy, to supplement existing precipitation stations In order
to provide records of rainfall Intensity which were essential to the planning
of flood control and related works by the Corps of Engineers. This Network,
now numbering about 2,000 recording, and 1,000 non-recording rain gages, has
been maintained by the feather Bureau through working funds transferred an-
nually to the Weather Bureau by the Corps of Engineers. These transfers av-
eraged about $250,000 per year between 1940 and 1944, and nearly $375,000
since that date. For the years 1940-42, the Department of Agriculture trans-
ferred about $100,000 per year to provide data required In Its work, and since
1947 the Bureau of Reclamation has transferred about $25,000 per year to meet
the increasing needd of their program fn the Western States.

\

Previous to the introduction of this bulletin series, data from Hydroclimatic
Network stations were presented in bulletins (Hydrologlc Bulletins) which
were issued monthly for each of 8 drainage areas embracing the entire United
States, but since the Network was established to meet the internal require-
ments of the Federal agencies referred to above, no provision was made for
public dissemination of the data, distribution being limited to cooperating
agencies and to certain public repositories. A list of locations where ref-
erence copies of the Hydrologlc Bulletin Series are available for Inspection
may be obtained upon application to Chief, U. S. Weather Bureau, Washington
25, D. C.

Many other records published in this bulletin have been made available through
the cooperation of various public offices, private agencies, and Individuals
as listed In the Station Index.
